On tho evening of 2 March 1955, CHATHAM proceeded to the apartment of Agriculture
Soorstary SalvadOPJARMETA with a member of the OLACIL political section and en
ODCHOP gtaff membar. 1n brief convorsabtica with the ODCHOP officar prior to
reaching the ARANETA heme, CHATHAM exmploinmed that he hed beon instrected not to
