3. Justice acknowledged that FBI reporting disclosed
POSADA-Carriles as its contact but apparertly the Jdetails are some-
what vague. To make a federal case agaiast Roserthal because of his
sugpected involvement in the bombings, it will be neceseary to show
a . that the iteme used were obtained through interstate commerce.
