A. T*po 1 aldo 1. a apoochraade by Victor Fiao Galan (Mexican ;
nova pa pensan vto is very left lot) to guerrillas under the comaand of Marco 
Antonio Toa Sow. Generally, he informs the guerrillas thnt the revolution 
in Cuateaalo la ths revolution of I^itin America. He reports that persona­
ls Latin America end Europe are keenly interested in the Gun tension revolu­
tion nnl eend letters to Galon nfflraing thoir support of it. He then goes 
into th* probits cf the opparent split between the 13 Boyes±>er,'3V‘»ent and 
the POT leadership. Se states thnt the PCT has not given the guerrillas the 
proper support oud has taken too soft a line in the revolutionary struggle- He 
talked tn the rm leadership and ookad that personal feelings be set aside rad 
suggested complete cooperation with the guerrillas to overthrow the present 
government. At the end of the tape the guerrilla theme song is sung by a group 
of guerrilla*.

B., Tap* 1 aide'-2-. This side discusses (voice unidentified-) the inter­
view Ton Soda had with newspapermen lit the Sierra de las Minas. The speaker 
explains how the interview woo disseminated throughout Guatraala by Supplement 
tl of the Rcraalue ion Socialista. The interview will soon be translated into 

roan, hrach And other languages and will be sent to Mexico, Latin America • 
and countries in Europe. Te speaker than goes on to explain how the guerrilla 
publication, Revolucion Socialists, has created great enthusiasm (does not say 
where) and how it will sake people aware of the role the guerrillas play Ln 
(Matemala. Its ns in object is to attack lapartall era and the Guateraalsn Govorn- 
nent.

C. Thpe 2 side 1. Tills side deals with generalities bn the revolu- 
tlon going, on in Cuateeala. It discusses the need for a new govertment to 
represent the people. It states thnt the guerrilla raovssncnt is the vanguard 
of the sasses of workers and cnraposlnoa. At the end of the tape it salutes 
the workers of the world.

D. Tape 2 side 2. An unidentified voice dlacuoBsa, in very general 
terms, the problesia of the guerrilla a la shipping various articles (weapons, 
literature and tapes) to different parts of the country. The major obstacles 
to smooth rajv®&snts of the articles throughout tho country are police and aill* 
tary check points on the sajor roods and the fact that large truck shlpasnto 
cannot be counted, forcing the guerrillas to bird carry moot of the material. 
Ttirov^h negligence. sany guerrillas have been captured with compromising material 
in their passcssicin. Pseudonyms aro repeatedly mentioned on this side - Rolando, 
Rudy, idan, and Mateo - which cannot be identified by the Station.

E. Tpyss 3 side 1. Thin side is taken up by on unidentified person 
reeding passages out cf Revol uc ion Sou lailata and Marxist literature.

F. Tape 3 side 2. CM this side there are dlocueolons of the prubleaa 
faced by the guarrlllaa The first problem la the trouble the latino Ggnsrsl 
was having with the G«»tss^lan Comunist Party (the Party tended to Isolate 
Itself fxoa the g-^rrlllao). either problTEia included cosEsunicatlons between 
guerrilla unite throughout the country; probleas with Uio recording sachlue;

1. On 23 October 1963 David Turner, leader of the Vanguard of National 
Action (VAN - radical pro-Cuban revolutionary group),, informed members 
of the VAN directorate that ho had received a cal 1 from Thelma King, 
pro-Cuban deputy to the National Assembly, a few days earlier. Turner 
said that the purpose of the call was to arrange for Turner to meet. 
Victor Rico Galan, a Mexican newspaperman who works for Fidel Castro.1

Communist), with which the VAN is disputing leadership of the revolution 
in Panama. Turner said that Rico questioned his guests about unity 
among the leftwing groups in Panama, and Victor ccldly informed him 
only that offats were being made to reach an understanding. Turner 
refrained fromnaking any comment at ’that time. Rico invited his 
visitors to have lunch with him; however, Victor declined, and King 
went in search of copies of newspapers which had reproduced statements 
of Panamanian students warning against plans of the National Guard to 
stage a coup-d'etat in Panama. Rico had specifically asked for these 
publications. This gave Turner an Opportunity to talk alone with 
Rico, and he informed him of VAN activities anc. Of the steps being 
takdn by the VAN to bring about an armed movement in Panama, since 
conditions were ripe for such action.

Field Comments

1. Rico arrived in Panama from Ran Jose, Costa Rica, on 30 October 1963, 
at which time he provided the following personal data on his

Rico left Panama for Venezuela on 22 October 1963.

2. Travel records contain no information on the arrival of any 
. person with the name Armando Conte during the period in question, 

and the name is believed to be a pseudonym used by Rico. It ' 
is interesting to note that two VAN sources identified the 
visiting Mexican Journalist by the name of Rioo or Risco; 
however, no PDP source has reported that name, and Souza's 
comments as reported in paragraph 2 tend to indicate that the 
visitor concealed his identity from the PDP.

Headquarters Comment. TDCS-3/563,671, of 31 October 1963, described 
/Rico Galan's visli"'to Mexico in the same general terms.

' I haw arrived here together with Comandante Adan after a series of 

hardships and of maty delays owing to a number of reasons which he can 

explain In detail even better perhaps than I could.

I have been asking these trips without a visa because the ccmpaKero 

Enrique seems not be overly fond of and activated by two'reasons.

One of then la to try to put ay shoulder a little to the wonderful 

struggle you are carrying on, by a reportage on the guerrillas. The otter 

reason was ay concern over a number of circumstances, and basically the 

arrest of Galvan in Guatemala.

So I came with the wish primarily at giving you the items of infor­

mation I had, and particularly to Comarxlante Adan. I make this clear 

because there has been considerable speculation to the effect that I was 

being sent by the Cuban comrades and even that my opinions ware not mine 

at all but the expression of their opinions. In fact, some comrades 

suggested to me.the advisability that 1 should mention thia here.

I refused, of course, for a basic reascni because it is not so.

T did not cam hare as a representative of the Cuban canradoa, whom I have 

not seen since February, when none of these problems had arisen, or tv 
h .

they had arisen they ware not acquainted with them, or if they ware 

acquainted with them they did not tell me about them. So, X have no idea 

what their opinion on the subject may be. Consequently, all 1 can do is 
9

speculate on what might be their thinking to ths limit that X a& aware of 

their general ideas; and then, since I know what they think about the 

liberation movements in Latin America, I can imagine what they night 

think with regard to these problems.



But you also can faaglJM that, slho* you. also k»? what they think. 

So there would be no aonao to ay trip here If Its purpose were to tell 

you ecesething that you may know perfectly well. What X have stated here 

has been on agr ow exclusive responsibility and as a result of my (word 

unlntelllglbla] working alone.

I have told the Ccouindante that In my opinion there have arisen hero 

a number of problems which have objective roots but t&ieh have beocoe 

senewhat complicated arid distorted to the extent of leading to a situation 

that may be dangerous in the future, that may convert the Treco de 

Novtenbre into just another group, another sect, that may therefore 

Isolate slightly frem the masses in general or at least from a number of 

strata of the people whose support in ths struggle is important.

On the international plane I have seen the importance) of the Trees 

de Novienbro as a symbol of the struggle for national liberation not only 

of Guatemala but also of Latin America, and the Importance of Caaandanto 

Adan as the chief er heed of that nucleus. The reportage I wrote on it 
bi 

Just a year ago was successful partly owing to ths collaboration of the 
A ,

Cuban corarados and partly because of the natural curiosity aroused by ths 

subject. It was reproduced by newspapers in the United States, in Europe— 

for instance, L1 Estrella de Paris reprinted it: it was rsprlnted by the 

New Statesman of Londonj newspapers of a broad but important left wing in 

Europe—I ever, have a magazine fTon Nev Zealand which reprinted tho reportage.

. By that I convey to you the importance which was attributed to the 

movement. I have not mentioned Cuba or China, of ooursa. leu know that 

the interview was published by Hoy, the organ of the FITS, and in China 

it woo reprinted by ths Party organ, faople'a Daily,

I hart also received a series of letters from various countries, and 

la my travels I have noticed how people would ask ne with enormous Interest 

about your struggle. In Mexico I pretty nearly told then In Jest that it 

seems. that they regard as as the owner of the Guatemalan revolution 

because every tine that sone news item or ranor reaches then all the 

revolutionary people cons and talk to me on the telephone or send for ne 

to find out what sy opinion is, os though I had a direct wire to the 

Sierra de las Minas there to be informed of every last thing that occurs 

to you.-

I tell you all thio in sco»wh£ prolix detail because I am afraid 

that you, buried to sama extent hero in the mountains, may bo aware of 

the historic role you are playing at this moment. And I also want to 

tell you that hare in Guatemala, where I have been for two weeks—although 

I waa here covertly and that, of course, limited my activity—I have 

nevertheless been able to see the interest, devotion, and enthusiasm 

with which the guarrilla struggle is being followed.

My opinion la that the guerrilla movement in Guatemala has definitely 

taken hold and that it will end only on the day of victory. I want to 

toll you also recently I found out that Ccmandonte Guevara thinks exactly 

ths sams?. A cotarade in the Mexican Ccwiuniat Party, a member of the 

Central Ccmittoe and nawnan, visited Cuba. A close personal friend 

of mine, he visited Cuba and had an interview with Che mainly on economic 

natters, together with other Mexican newsmen. They talked for a long time, 

and when they finished Che asked then a mraber of questions about Mexico 

and then they asked him about the liberation movements in Cat in America. 

Cha told than that In his opinion the two countries In which ths aero so nt 

van moat solid and firm despite every difficulty ware Guatemala and Vane-



suela.

X think for this reason that you oust view your problemsnot as 

another group carrying on polonies with other groups but to sons extent 

frat the height in which you are placed, oven physically. You must 

realise that the diff icultles there have boon are duo basically to the 

fact that the conrades in the POT hero long delayed turning into deeds 

their own ideas on the struggle. They have set forth a lino to the effect 

that aspects nay not be discussed but that [phrase unintelligible] correct. 

Tho 11-point resolution of December which places the armed struggle and 

espa dally the guerrilla phase at tho core of the revolutionary struggle 

seems to me to be correct in general, But they have had many difficulties 

because there have been debates, obscurities, some of them perhaps did not 

understand that or were opposed—I do not know, I do not have many details. 

But of course it has not been possible) they have not found it possible or 

else have lacked the capability to devote their activity to the armed 

struggle. Consequently their participation, which there has been—we cannot 

deny it J I think it would bo unjust to iteny tho participation of tho PGT— 

has been the participation of a rearguard, of support. They have loot 

cadres here in (Ixtabal?) and else who re , suffered coneeqiencea of tho 

struggle) some comrades of the POT are actively persecuted—hut always in 

connection with support activities.

I believe your rolo is to drag them into a more active participation 

in tho struggle—not to fight then or fight them only to the extent that 

such a fight may lead them into the battle and not occasion a split. In 

my opinion this is going to bo such easier frat now on because, altcugh 

what happened with the publication of tho newspaper is dangerous in my 

opinion—and It la dar®eroua because It poses a number of things which



are not undorotodd, you see? and In ths second place thsy cause a state 

of confusion, especially among a people which is not polltlcallyssphisti- 

cated, as in Guatemala—, I think that despite those ~ those negative 

things this has been the clang of a bell; has shown the comrades in the 

POT the extent to which they had committed errors ad abandoned a master 

of possibilities of struggle.

About that I have talked to then at considerable length and have talked 

to them in utter loyalty and clarity, and they adalt that all that is taking 

place is not the product of error on the part of the Treco or a bad line 

of the Treco exclusively but a product of their very own errors also. 

They do assume their share of responsibility and I think it is important 

that you know and appreciate that fact—important for this reason, that there 

might arise in some comrades, and I am referring particularly to Rolando, 

a certain lowering of morale: that he might think that he erred in some things 

arid might allow himself to be destroyed politically. I think this would be 

a serious error, do you not? and I think it would be false attitude. We must 

start from the premise that everybody has cossnltted errors and that these 

errors have been coerionplace everywhere. let vs reneaber, for instance, 

that in Cuba there was in the organisation of that famous strike, the one 

that failed, of April 195?, none other that a Darid Salvador, who was a 

Palangleta, and there was none other than a (Bill DeWalt?] who was an 

imperialist agent; and that in Cuba there were public statements of the 

26 July movement which Fidel Castro had to disown later, and there was 

constant misunderstanding between the people who were In the sierras and 

the militants in the cities; and there were very carious conflicts between 

ths PC? and ths 26 July noveaant; and there ware all those parasites from 

ths Eactsahray Second Front who were good for nothing. Ln short, a aeries 

of problems, which did not prevent attaining victory because the position
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thoyolweys malntoihedwas that the fundamental nucleus,of the 26 July 

organisation was an agent of cohesion of the revolutionary forces, and they 

succeeded in polarising those revolutionary forces and succeeded in avoiding 

problem, and this In the end led the revolutionary forces to victory.

With regard to this, I would like to tell you a onething eleei I have 

never beoh In favor of that attitude, very widely generalised In Latin 

America, which Is to sayi "Well,, you can see what Fidel did. This was 

not done by Fidelj this was done by Fidel." I think this is abysmal error, 

because what Fidel did he did under very special historical clrcwaatanoes, 

and what you are doing Is different and has to be different. You have no 

reason at all to follow the Cuban or any other experience, but I do think 

it la advisable to learn from international experience and take advantage 

of it to tho extent that it may be useful.

I say this because it seems to me that there has been here a certain 

Idealistic tendency to take a position above the masses. I am referring to 

the debates on the character of the revolution, on the participation of 

tho bourgeoisie, whether tho Chinese or tha Soviets are right, and a number 

of questions like that. I realise very well that when I say this you nsy 

say that I ata half out of my mind or that I am unwilling to coaralt aysoIf 

to a position. That is hot sot I shall try to explain »y idea as clearly as

I can.

My idea la this: When you are struggling in a country which la highly 

dovuloped, very complicated, politically very sophisticated, whore there is 

a working class of great experience, politically info used, militant, whore 

even ths peasants themselves aro acutely aware of thair problems, their mods 

»let us say France, lot us say Italy—all those rigorous onalyeos of tha 

composition of the bourgeois la, dial Inc lions among various as pacta of that 

bourgeois is, analyses of the neddo of the working close, of the international
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role of tho struggle of semicbibnlal or colonial peoples, end so forth^ 

•re necessary* They are necessary because for a party, for a group to have 

authority it has to persuade masses w!dch have high political sophistication. 

In our countries vs face no such problems. We do not face such problems 

because our masses are thoroughly unconcerned from a political standpoint.

In another — rather, stated in better terms, more clearly and more 

accurately, they have a very elementary understanding of their problems. 

Ths concern of the peasant is for the soil} I do not think it goes beyond 

that at tho moment. I believe that if ths peasant is offered land, is 

offered schooling for his children, medical care, and so forth, he will not 

demand any more explanations. He sees no other problems. ■

So, when I read in Revolucion Social ista all those things, about the 

Bolivian masses, the armed militias, it is a truly shocking confusion. And 

I say this because I know Bolivia, I have been there, I have seen thalr real 

problems. When I see all this about Peru, where the masses are said to be 

doing their will, with a semifeudal governsant, it is truly — it seems to 

aa that wo arc falling into a nisaber of questions which there is' no purpose 

in discussing here.

And it is not that I. champion the abandonment of Ideology. No, I think 

that you, the leaders, the people of the central nucleus, must study, must 

read, must read the classics. The other day I heard u recording by our 

caarade (Sure io?] with reference to this, and I think the attitude la very 

proper. You nust have tho clearest possible view, but I think It would 

be mistaken on your part not to realise that if you advance too far ahead 

you will isolate yourselves frera tho masses.

Also, and in connection with thia earns subject, it la not tt» fleas thing 
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to-face the problem of defeating a bourgeoisie such ae the French bourgeoisie, 

which has ideologista and has rulers of the caliber of a De Gaulle, and io 

face the problem of defeating an idiotic bourgeoisie such as the Guatemalan 

bourgeoisie, with a ruler like comrade Enrique, is it? In other words, the 

weapon needai to shoot* down Ds Gaulle—to state it thus in wary s lapis and 

personal terns—has to be ouch nore long-range and much more perfect than 

the weapon required to shoot down Karaite. fbralta can be brought down 

just about by pitching a rock at bim, can he not? . ■ ________

This, all this tends to indicate that to exaggerate ideological' questions 

to the maeees will lead ds nowhere. I have been able to observe that the 

follewing has happened with the newspaper—and I told Comandante Adan yes­

terday— : that those who understand it do not approve 6f it. And I am not 

referring to the people of the PGT but to many well-moaning peoplei for 

instance, to Hodflgo Asturias, who is in Mexico, a survivor of the (Cumquat?), 

a wholoeoae fellow, studious, concerned, who is vefy anxious to coma here 

to.join tho struggle—he was really dumbfounded at the document. Ths same 

for honorable people lito Carlos (Barquesada). On the other hand, most of 

the people, the masses that do not understand it, cannot understand all that 

complicated terminology, all that obscurity, all those generalisations of 

concepts that do not stimulate anybody to tho struggle, that do not pose 

actual and concrete objectives.

That is my opinion. I believe that on this point you must establish 

a very skilful, very intelligent balance between your own political trelnli^ 

ani your dally contact with the Fusses, and you will gradually be told (ale) 

what the masses must be told.

On thia point—I say thia rather to caarade Bolands*—, putting thoso
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Mata into slightly thaorstlcal fora, it would be necessary to reread and 

study that famous document by Bao Tse-tung on contradietion, where he 

explains how contradictions are gradually displaced in the evolution of 

society and particularly, in a revolution, how the basic contradiction 

gradually displaces other contradictions which often are the moot apparent 

ones and are most manifest to the masses and which all express the basic 
• ' _ t

or fundamental contradiction but;express It in different ways.

So we have no reason to propose ths destruction of the bourgeoisie and 

alienate the support of a number of people who feel bourgeois. X myself, 

to come here, was helped by petty bourgeois of tills area Itself. These 

petty bourgeois, of course, are not the national bourgeoisie to which the 

program of the POT refers, but they feel they are bourgeois. They cannot 

distinguish, when you condemn the national bourgeoisie in the newspaper, 

they cannot distinguish between themselves and whether they are or are not 

the national bourgeoisie. They feel affected. Why should we alienate their 

collaboration?

I even pointed out to the Ccraandante cases such as that of Pancho 

VHlogran^rameri there is no doubt that ho is bourgedds, a bourgeois 

ideologist and a bourgeois politician,yet he has given you his collaboration 

and may give it again. What need Is there to have a fight with him? Ona 

suet maintain the firmness of principles, as Comondanta Adan did in the 

interview, specify clearly the disagreements, but not picture him as an enemy. 

It seesis to ma that on this point Coaandanta Adan expressed the true policy, 

which consisted not In daying, "VUlagran la our enasty because he is hour- 

geols9—which would be the logical consequence of what has bean published 

in the newspaper—but to say, "Ho la sy friend but I think that ha is 

oihtakeu; Uut is not going to acccnpllsh anything." This saeso to me



the right thing to do. Also, the movement la at a stage where what It 

needs Is friends.

Mell, I think I have tailed a good deal and rather haphazardly, but— 

I wish you had arrived; I was clinging to that hope, although I knew it 

was very unlikely, since you have already delayed too long. Unfortunately 

It has not been that way, has It? So I wanted to leave my greeting to you 

and some of the Impressions I have of the situation.

I can add something to what I have already told you. The comrades of 

the POT asked me after I had been here for quite a few days and they had 

shown me a number of things—I even think that they wanted to be Sincere 

became they also showed me tapes in which they were harshly criticized, 

in which their own cadres criticised than—they arranged interviews for n» 

with persons within the party who are in disagreement with the leadership— 

in short, I was able to get a considerably more objective picture—they 

asked me for my observations and criticise, which I gave them in all loyalty. 

Ths basic criticisBi I believe continues to be the lack of more active 

participation in the srned struggle and of the channeling of cadres to ths 

armed struggle.This I think continues to be ths main problem; they admit It. 

In general I must tell you that most of my criticisms were wall received 

by then.

I oven asked for a talk with' Guerra Borges because I thought that his 

article In tha International (i.e. World Marxist] Review contained some 

expressions of opinion which were not correct, although in others It was 

on the right track. He discussed It and he had a receptive attitude, and 

in tha end admitted that there was sotsa ©error, owing to the need to make 

the article too condensed.

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On the point, which I think has been posed here rather insistently, of 

whether the bourgeoisie participates, the famous thesis of the four classes, 

in other words, they were telling me—I an referring particularly to ths - 

comrades of the political commission, with whom I had a lengthy mooting— 

they have applied it somewhat mechanically, somewhat as convention dictates, 

as has boon done by * majority of the parties in .countries 'such as this one, 

but without actually having a clear notion on the subject, and among them 

there wore arguments, struggles, and disagreements with regard to the role 

of the bourgeoisie.

So I think that it is perfectly possible to debate on this point, I 

do not think that the policy should be to set out a public thesis, and even 

less a public polemic. I do not think that it is particularly important 

to the struggle thAt ths theory of the four classes bo uphold publicly. I 

do not think that anyone will be disappointed to see that in thia country 

there is a peasantry or a proletariat so radical and so enlightened that 

it will refuse to cooperate with the national bourgeoisie. So I think it 

Is a eoKSwhat unproductive polemic.

I an also fully convinced that tha national bourgeoisie has no revolu­

tionary role to play at this time in Latin America and much less in Guatemala. 

And that it does not depend on the theories proposed or the thinking of Guerra 

Borges, or tho thinking of Rubio or the thinking of anyone else, ■ I believe 

that is a fact, and facts are above all else. And I think that the mc®ent 

that the struggle grows up, that the revolutionary power grows strong and 

is e s tabiis bed on a free territory, this will be seen still more clearly. 

But I see no reason why this should be announced a prior it that is, I do 

not see why we should make the revolution in the newspapers, If it is

U
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being carried on in the Bountains.

Now I would Uto to 0 ay a few words for our coo-ado Rolando. They are 

nothing secret, but they are things which Interest Ma personally.

Isabel is In Cuba. I left 15 days ago today/ that is, yesterday, Satur­

day, it was two woeks* The day after my departure she was to leave for Cuba, 

by way of Europe, of course, so she would be able to return. The trip had 

already been set up by Conandante Guevara, and Isabel Bad been invited, 

but it had not been made definite because the Cubans eon very slowly in 

some things. Just after the trip of (woman's name] and the letter Rolando 

sent me, and in view of what he was re quest Ing of ms in that letter—and 

the difficult situation that she was in, obviously, from every viewpoint, 

including the economic one, and the my difficulties in any attempt to give 

any help—I of course triad to activate the matter of. her trip, went at it 

in a direct manner, and arrangements were made right away. She did not 

want to go. First of all she was very interest*! in knowing how the situation 

would come out hero and what I would propose on ray etc. In addition

she was very concerned about the health and the morale of comrade Rolando. 

So she did not want to go, and I had a rathof hard tins persuading her. 

At last I succeeded; I shewed her that in any event Rolando in my opinion 

would have to devote some thee to his treatment. Whether this was dona in 

Cuba, or Mexico, or Czechoslovakia, she would ba In a position to accompany 

himjwhen ha left she of course would be notified in Havana, and [from there] 

aha could get In touch.

In any event, if comrade Rolando decides to go via Mexico, I want to 

give him my telephone number so he can locate me right au&y. He can use 

ths name Rolando. My number is 23 07 92. Ha will find ess Uu^up to 1000 

or about 1930 hours (several words unintelligible]. So if ha goes clandes­

tinely and has ary problem he can talk to as, carefully, of course, as the



phone is under surveillancs. He can use the mao Rolando and address do 

In the faalllar fom ("td"],aa an old friend who has cone In fraa the 

proTlncos. Thon I shall look for hla and try to find a way to solas the 

probleu he any have.

As to this setter of Rolando's health I think it Is very laportant 

to discard the "theory" that it la nothing serious, etc., which he himself 

is spreading about. I do not think this situation can be allowed to remain 

indefinitely, with hla in poor health. I have talked about this to tha 

comrades in the POT here, although it looks as though they are not very fond 

of hla for tha tine being—and of course that sakes sens a—and they have 

iromlsed to take care of the matter. I have also asked Comanianto Adan 

as commander-in-chief to do some thing about ths problem. I think it 

would be useful, do you not? [phrase blurred]•

Wall, that is al If or tha time bdlng. I hops your raise ting will be 

successful. I hope that the difficulties will be overcome, and that this 

situation will bo taken advantage of to reshape all things and to give new 

drive to the struggle. I think the. experiences acquired can bo very 

useful—for instance the experience here of Ccmandante Adan and ths boys 

with th® peasants and the plan to organise thee and occupy lands. I 

think it can bo developed into ever more perfect forms. Of course that 

directive of occupying lands, given here in practice, Is a provocation which 

can result in the peasants' being massacred, but when it is done in a 

planned canner, in a way that the guerrilla can offer them protection and 

in which they can bo taught to protect themselves, as In the caeo that has 

happened here—I think it can bo a flrst-rato revolutionary factor.

I think you ought to give special attention to these things—and 

above all else is the problem of unity. If on the one hand you do not feel 
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you are. In possession of the truth but on the other hand you do not feel you 

are viotliBV of the possessors of the truth—I say this for comrade Rolando— 

I think you can accomplish a great change in ths outlook and give a great 

push to the struggle* You have to know, be aware of, have a clear idea that 

the situation in the POT Is at this time rather good. A nuaber of factors 

have contributed to thia. Including, for exaapla, people who are attacked 

in Revoluclon Social lata, such as the PUR. The PUR has had a very clear and 

well-defined attitude, very positive, consisting in declaring to the POT that 

they ware for unity at all tinea, but on the basis of its being real unity; 

that is, on the basis that they would, in every way possible, continue 

collaborating with the guerrillas at every moaent. I think that in the base 

organizations of the POT this attitude has been brought forth.

So, there Is nowhere that I can see any real reascn for a break nor the 

desire for a break on the part of anybody. The problems that have came up 

can be discussed as between equals, clearly, and they can be a positive 

factor, be cose a positive factor of impetus farina struggle, eliminating 

everything that is a burden or an error or a provocation.

I aa sending a cordial greeting to both, those I know wall as a result 

of oral expressions and recorded tapes—this employmnt of tape recorders 

isextremaly useful—end vhea I would have liked very much to hug personally.

The intelligible points to be gleaned on this are as follows:]

"The main function of the guerrilla Is to disrupt the regime, the 

capitalist system of private ownership." (The'disrupt the system” point 

is made also at the end as the gist of the lecture,] We must keep digging 

at the roots while shaking the trunk to cause it to fall. The newspapers 

declare that they are not allowed to publish interviews with guerrilla

fighters, etc. Strikes are mors frequent. The spirit of rebellion and 

disregard of law is spreading. We must encourage and exploit it.

' Many people still think that the guerrillas are only supposed to Mil 

soldiers. That is mistaken. We must get to the people and encourage their 

rebelliousness and opposition to the government, which is everywhere evident.
I ,

The situation Is deteriorating. The government of Peralta is not operating 

well. The guerrillas are playiig an important role because they are (feeding] 

the people. They are not simply fighting; their role also is to solve 

problens for the people, to solve social difficulties for the people.

We must find out why the peasanta do not respond the way they should 

to the guerrillas. There is strength for us and for the people in a close 

relationship. Thousands aro watching us and what we do. In the villages we 

are welcomed because they realize we are fighting to solve their problems.

Whan tha revolution is over, we are all going to solve our problems, the 

problems of all, not just of a few.

Ths struggle Is going well; the government must ba kept sharply conscious 

of us. Sonwtimes it seeing no progress is being made, but from the standpoint 

of the revolutionary struggle it is being made. The thing is not to be dis­

couraged but to be steadfast. For every 2o that the enemy kills, 100 will 

rise up.
