2. A specific co~Ilterintelligence technique to be used against 
enP-my ·a~;;ents. This part:.icular use or hypnotism would be 
more complicated and more difficult than the rather simple 
case which I outlined in the preceding paraeraphs, but is, 
I . assure you, quite practical. I wil..: take a number of men 
and will establish in them throu;;;h the use of hJ:motism the 
condition of split personality. Consciously they will be 
ardent Coihmunists, phanatical adherence to the party line, · 
ready and ear,cr to submit to any discipline which the party 
may prescribe. Unconsciously they ;rill be loyal Americans 
just as grimley determined to thwart the Co11'1To1l.l~!ists 
at.~ry · turn iR the road. 

These men aGain will have no knowledr.~e of anything that. occurs in 
the hypnotic st.ate;->·riJl have no knowledge of ever having been hypno­
tized and can only be hypnotized by sulih persons as the original 
OP.~rator m:lY choo::;e. Consciously they will associ~te with the ColTr.lUllists 
and learn alJ the plans of the organi ~t:i.on. C'nce every month or 
at such time is advinabie they will be contacted by a member of our 
intelli~~ence department, hypnotized, ~nd as loyal Americans \ri.ll 
tell what they. kn.mr. · '£his sounds unbelievable, but I assure, you, it 
will work. 

,. ,. Once ~~:ain the advantages. Your hypothetical coum,er spy lri.l) 
. be placed·in a very difficult situation--amounting at best to socio.l 
ostracism, at Horst criminal prosecution. Ho -..rill not "disclose his 
tnue role for the \Tery simple reason that he can noli. Consciously 
he is a Communist and \>Till not in a moment of wc:J.kness admit to 
his relatives or to his friends that he is anytliling but a .Cornmunist. 
Ar,ain, :i:f •t,hrough some lea;Jca,; ~e, he is suspected of beinG an informeer 
his true role is safely guarded, locked in the unconscious and im­
pel·vious. to all assults from the outside • 
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I consider ~self an authority on the theoreticl 
to warfare and would point out that it is a 

hiGhly specialized subject • . The averaGe psycholocist or even 
·psychi::~trist i:t- as at .JIIUch of a losa here as ·would be the aver::~r,e 
chemist· or physicist if called on to supe.J;vise a vcry-... ::peciali:zed 
project for which he · had ho.ii no partic:ul~r. trainin~;. ..r claim that I 

. · ., cafi;demonstrnte all rrr; particular contentions to the satisfaction of 
·· ·the governlllent aeencies and request the opportunity so to do.
