immediate reinforcement (less than 1 sec.). By 
doing th.is you could train the rat in less than 10 
minutes. 
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d) for guidance. he needed a "logical and" in . 
the circuitry, i.e., the animal must have the right 
heading and have forward motion 

e) a maximum response rate at 60-100 eps for 
the donkey

and not necessarily what you want or expect, thus 
your questions to it must be framed very carefully.
