3334 Volta Place, H. W., Georgetown, D. C. in 1942 and 1943, at ,·m:l.ch time AIDER 
HISS lived at 3415 Volta Place, H. 1'[. 

Washington Field Office IUformantll'who over a long period has 
furnished this office\~th a great deal ~reliable information, advises 
that RAlM.QIDLn. __ (Jn~,{ESON and his 'wife are well knoYffi to her. Informant 
states JAMESON wasoorh about 1896, his father died at an early Clf5e~, and he 
was reared by a very domineering mother. His first contact TIith co~unist and 
persons generally in. the left Tling movement, came about through the fact that 
he vms a free lanC61'lriter who 'Wrote a great deal of poor material. The only 
people he could find 'Who would consider publishing his "Tork were publishing 
houses operated by the left wing group. These people accepted and published 
his work primarily because he came from an established family of good American 
background and his name ient an air of respectability to their establishments. 
Due to these circumstances and primarily to advance himself TIith these people, 
JAMESON became quite outspoken in his pro-leftist and anti-capitalist utterances. 

I ladvises that while he has give~ a great deal of lip service to the 
Communists, he has never become a memb~r of the Communist Party, to the best of 
her knowledge.
