he Asset Forfelture Program is 8 nationwides law enforcement iniltiative that removes the tools of orime from
crimyinal organizations, deprives wrongdoers of the woceeds of theilr crinves, and recovers praperty that
may be used {o compensate victims, As the Program has grown and matured, asset forfeiiure has hesn used o
attack the fingncial infrastructure of orimingl enterprises, ralum funds o victims of large-soale fraud schamas, and share
forfelied propesly with state and Incal law enforcernent agencies,

in 1884, Congress passed the Comprehonsive Crime Conlrol Aot that provided the nacessary legal authorization to
mplement a national asset forfeliure program. Bince 1884, the F8I has been commitiad 1o usihg assst forfeliure o the
fullest wogent possible 1o invastigale, entlify, seize, and forfelt the assets of criminagls and thelr miganizations. Taday,
thers is legal authority to forfeit the proceeds of virtually all sericus offenses, including tervorism, drug
trafficking, organtzsd crime, child pornograghy, Hlega! gambling, whits-collar erims, and money laundering.
Forfailure statutes are now prevalent throughout the federsl lsgal code. The combined use of them, along with other
inmpovtant antborime measures, has had a significant impact on orime,
