FBI FOIPA Addendum 

As referenced in our letter responding to your Freedom of Information/Privacy Acts (FOIPA) request, the FBI FOIPA 
Addendum provides information applicable to your request.  Part 1 of the Addendum includes standard responses that apply 
to all requests.  Part 2 includes standard responses that apply to requests for records about individuals to the extent your 
request seeks the listed information.  Part 3 includes general information about FBI records, searches, and programs.   

Part 1: The standard responses below apply to all requests: 
 

(i) 5 U.S.C. § 552(c).  Congress excluded three categories of law enforcement and national security records from the 

requirements of the FOIPA [5 U.S.C. § 552(c)].  FBI responses are limited to those records subject to the requirements 
of the FOIPA.  Additional information about the FBI and the FOIPA can be found on the www.fbi.gov/foia website. 
 

(ii) Intelligence Records.  To the extent your request seeks records of intelligence sources, methods, or activities, the 

FBI can neither confirm nor deny the existence of records pursuant to FOIA exemptions (b)(1), (b)(3), and as applicable to 
requests for records about individuals, PA exemption (j)(2) [5 U.S.C. §§ 552/552a (b)(1), (b)(3), and (j)(2)].  The mere 
acknowledgment of the existence or nonexistence of such records is itself a classified fact protected by FOIA exemption 
(b)(1) and/or would reveal intelligence sources, methods, or activities protected by exemption (b)(3) [50 USC § 
3024(i)(1)].  This is a standard response and should not be read to indicate that any such records do or do not exist. 

 
Part 2: The standard responses below apply to all requests for records on individuals:   
 

(i) Requests for Records about any Individual—Watch Lists.  The FBI can neither confirm nor deny the existence of 

any individual’s name on a watch list pursuant to FOIA exemption (b)(7)(E) and PA exemption (j)(2) [5 U.S.C. §§ 
552/552a (b)(7)(E), (j)(2)].  This is a standard response and should not be read to indicate that watch list records do or 
do not exist. 
 

(ii) Requests for Records about any Individual—Witness Security Program Records.  The FBI can neither confirm 

nor deny the existence of records which could identify any participant in the Witness Security Program pursuant to 
FOIA exemption (b)(3) and PA exemption (j)(2) [5 U.S.C. §§ 552/552a (b)(3), 18 U.S.C. 3521, and (j)(2)].  This is a 
standard response and should not be read to indicate that such records do or do not exist.  
 

(iii) Requests for Records for Incarcerated Individuals.  The FBI can neither confirm nor deny the existence of records 

which could reasonably be expected to endanger the life or physical safety of any incarcerated individual pursuant to 
FOIA exemptions (b)(7)(E), (b)(7)(F), and PA exemption (j)(2) [5 U.S.C. §§ 552/552a (b)(7)(E), (b)(7)(F), and (j)(2)].  
This is a standard response and should not be read to indicate that such records do or do not exist.  

 
Part 3: General Information:    

 
(i) Record Searches.  The Record/Information Dissemination Section (RIDS) searches for reasonably described records by 

searching systems or locations where responsive records would reasonably be found.  A standard search normally 
consists of a search for main files in the Central Records System (CRS), an extensive system of records consisting of 
applicant, investigative, intelligence, personnel, administrative, and general files compiled by the FBI per its law 
enforcement, intelligence, and administrative functions.  The CRS spans the entire FBI organization, comprising records 
of FBI Headquarters, FBI Field Offices, and FBI Legal Attaché Offices (Legats) worldwide; Electronic Surveillance 
(ELSUR) records are included in the CRS.  Unless specifically requested, a standard search does not include references, 
administrative records of previous FOIPA requests, or civil litigation files.  For additional information about our record 
searches, visit www.fbi.gov/services/information-management/foipa/requesting-fbi-records. 
 

(ii) FBI Records.  Founded in 1908, the FBI carries out a dual law enforcement and national security mission.  As part of this 

dual mission, the FBI creates and maintains records on various subjects; however, the FBI does not maintain records on 
every person, subject, or entity. 
 

(iii) Requests for Criminal History Records or Rap Sheets.  The Criminal Justice Information Services (CJIS) Division 

provides Identity History Summary Checks – often referred to as a criminal history record or rap sheet.  These criminal 
history records are not the same as material in an investigative “FBI file.”  An Identity History Summary Check is a 
listing of information taken from fingerprint cards and documents submitted to the FBI in connection with arrests, 
federal employment, naturalization, or military service.  For a fee, individuals can request a copy of their Identity History 
Summary Check.  Forms and directions can be accessed at www.fbi.gov/about-us/cjis/identity-history-summary-
checks.  Additionally, requests can be submitted electronically at www.edo.cjis.gov.  For additional information, please 
contact CJIS directly at (304) 625-5590.   

 
(iv) National Name Check Program (NNCP).  The mission of NNCP is to analyze and report information in response to name 

check requests received from federal agencies, for the purpose of protecting the United States from foreign and domestic 
threats to national security.  Please be advised that this is a service provided to other federal agencies.  Private Citizens 
cannot request a name check.

EXPLANATION OF EXEMPTIONS 

 

SUBSECTIONS OF TITLE 5, UNITED STATES CODE, SECTION 552 
 

(b)(1) (A) specifically authorized under criteria established by an Executive order to be kept secret in the interest of national defense or foreign 

policy and (B) are in fact properly classified to such Executive order; 

 

(b)(2) related solely to the internal personnel rules and practices of an agency; 

 

(b)(3) specifically exempted from disclosure by statute (other than section 552b of this title), provided that such statute (A) requires that the 

matters be withheld from the public in such a manner as to leave no discretion on issue, or (B) establishes particular criteria for withholding 

or refers to particular types of matters to be withheld; 

 

(b)(4) trade secrets and commercial or financial information obtained from a person and privileged or confidential; 

 

(b)(5) inter-agency or intra-agency memorandums or letters which would not be available by law to a party other than an agency in litigation with 

the agency; 

 

(b)(6) personnel and medical files and similar files the disclosure of which would constitute a clearly unwarranted invasion of personal privacy; 

 

(b)(7) records or information compiled for law enforcement purposes, but only to the extent that the production of such law enforcement records 

or information ( A ) could reasonably be expected to interfere with enforcement proceedings, ( B ) would deprive a person of a right to a 

fair trial or an impartial adjudication, ( C ) could reasonably be expected to constitute an unwarranted invasion of personal privacy, ( D ) 

could reasonably be expected to disclose the identity of confidential source, including a State, local, or foreign agency or authority or any 

private institution which furnished information on a confidential basis, and, in the case of record or information compiled by a criminal law 

enforcement authority in the course of a criminal investigation, or by an agency conducting a lawful national security intelligence 

investigation, information furnished by a confidential source, ( E ) would disclose techniques and procedures for law enforcement 

investigations or prosecutions, or would disclose guidelines for law enforcement investigations or prosecutions if such disclosure could 

reasonably be expected to risk circumvention of the law, or ( F ) could reasonably be expected to endanger the life or physical safety of any 

individual; 

 

(b)(8) contained in or related to examination, operating, or condition reports prepared by, on behalf of, or for the use of an agency responsible for 

the regulation or supervision of financial institutions; or 

 

(b)(9) geological and geophysical information and data, including maps, concerning wells. 

 

SUBSECTIONS OF TITLE 5, UNITED STATES CODE, SECTION 552a 

 

(d)(5) information compiled in reasonable anticipation of a civil action proceeding; 

 

(j)(2) material reporting investigative efforts pertaining to the enforcement of criminal law including efforts to prevent, control, or reduce crime 

or apprehend criminals; 

 

(k)(1) information which is currently and properly classified pursuant to an Executive order in the interest of the national defense or foreign 

policy, for example, information involving intelligence sources or methods; 

 

(k)(2) investigatory material compiled for law enforcement purposes, other than criminal, which did not result in loss of a right, benefit or 

privilege under Federal programs, or which would identify a source who furnished information pursuant to a promise that his/her identity 

would be held in confidence; 

 

(k)(3) material maintained in connection with providing protective services to the President of the United States or any other individual  pursuant 

to the authority of Title 18, United States Code, Section 3056; 

 

(k)(4) required by statute to be maintained and used solely as statistical records; 

 

(k)(5) investigatory material compiled solely for the purpose of determining suitability, eligibility, or qualifications for Federal civilian 

employment or for access to classified information, the disclosure of which would reveal the identity of the person who furnished 

information pursuant to a promise that his/her identity would be held in confidence; 

 

(k)(6) testing or examination material used to determine individual qualifications for appointment or promotion in Federal Government service 

the release of which would compromise the testing or examination process; 

 

(k)(7) material used to determine potential for promotion in the armed services, the disclosure of which would reveal the identity of the  person 

who furnished the material pursuant to a promise that his/her identity would be held in confidence.

Investigator Jeff Rose of Forest 
Grove Police Services reports that his 
office· has rec~ived approximately 125 
phone calls from people with informa­
tion about the case, and the police are 
pursuing every lead. 

The Fedbral Bureau of Investigation 
is also involved in the case, but would 
release no information about its investi­
gation. The Fin is involved because the

.bery, which·is a.federal offense. 

Th~ only new development in the 
case during the past week is that the 
pOlice are now looking for two suspects.

Albert Rheaume, 78, of Cornelius 
stood next to Lucero when the single 
shot that took his life ~as fired. He re­
members that everyone stood still, in 
shoc~,":" nobody dared to 'move. 

"My first instinct was to trip the 

robber," Rheaume says. "But then I'd 
have to de~l with his gun." 

Rheaume and his wife feel that 
crimes like these can happen in any 
town no matter what the size. But he 
neve~ .. wanted to see it happen here. 

"'1 don't sleep," he says, ~hinking 
back over the ordeal: "All I. can see is 
that man laying on the floor. It's awfuI." . 

These two robberies are glaring re­
minders of a disturbing trend through­
out the state.

In Oregon last year, the 60 bank 
robbers who were s.entenced 
received an average term of more 
than 14 years. The average sentence 
nationally for bank robbery is 11 
years, 4 months. 

So, on its face, Portland shouldn't 
be at all alluring to anyone who is 
mulling bank robberY. 

But that assumes that bank rob­
,bers are rational people, Most of 
them are not, according to the FBI, 
police, prosecutors and'defe"se law­
yers: 

"Many of our clients who rob 
banks ~re ,alcoholics or people func" 
tioning poorly as a result of drug 
use," said Federal Defender Stephen 
T. Wax, whOse office represents a 
large number of the robbers the 'FBI 
al;Tests. "When they are committing 
the crime they are not functioning 
rationally.;' 

Coulson recalled one recent bank 
robbery when FBI agents tracked 
the -gunman from the bank to his . 
home, where he was arrested with a ' 
needle in his a.rm, shooting up hero­
in . 

In anoth~r case, a 53-year-old 
woman was arrested for multiple 
bank robberies after her drug habit 
burst out of control. 

"People don't intend to become 
bank roboers just like they don't 
intend to become drug addicts," 

Coulson said. "It's a gradual proc-
ess." , 
, For many junkies, robbing a bank 
poses almost no risk and almost cer-
tain success. ' 

"Most bank robberies are oppor­
tunistic," said Robert Jackson, Gov. 
Neil Goldschmidt's criminal justice 
coordinator. "There is not a lot of 
long-term planning. They are inci­
dents of oPPOJ;rl:unity. There is easy 
access and getaway is likely." 

Wax concurred. "The impression 
from (most) clients is that-.they rob 
banks because of their perception . 
that there is money readily avail-

, able," he said. "Of the few clientS' 
who rob banks and who are more 
sophisticated, criminally oriented 
peol>le, We hear that banks 'have a 
lot of money and little threat of vio­
lence from the people' in the banks." 

Other defense lawyers agreetl; 
noting that their clients believed 
that banks have mote cash that is 
more easily obtained with less risk 
than. at convemence .stores, 'where 
the cl~rk just inight have a shotgun 
under the counter. . ' 

"Among robbers, it's common 
l¢owledge in Portland that all you 
n~e(,Us a (threateI!ing) note,!' ,sai,d, 
Portland 'Police Detective Bob gen­
son, 'who handles bank robberieS for . 
the bureau.' " '

In ,Michigan, for instance, 1974 
was' ~ 'banner year for bank rob­
beries. The stateWide total hit 214, 
the worst sinc~ bank robbery rec­
ords have'b~n kept. 

As a resqlt, bankers, local police 
.,and the FBI joined forces to increase 
security, Anthony said. 

Among the steps: Armed· guards; 
bullet-resistant teller enclosures 
called "bandit bartiers"; hidden, 
exploding red-dye and tear-gas 
packs; bank cameras; silent alarms; 

. electronic tracking devices; and rov­
ing bank security patrols. 



Last year, Michigan had 170 bank 
robberies - a 26 percent reduction 
from 1974.

At approximately 8:00 a.m., May 20, 1988, GENARO 
CAMACHO, DAVID GEORGE COOKE, JUAN JACKSON, and LARRY GENE 
MERRELL, all armed with semi-automatic weapons and/or other 
weaponry, arrived at 7947 North Nassau Circle, Dallas, Texas, 
the residence of 1 I, EVE LLYN ELAINE BANKS 
d b, and ANDRE BANKS, the three-year 
old son of EVELLYN ELAINE BANKS. CAMACHO'S intent on arrival 
at the residence was to force the collection of a $30,000 
drug debt owed him by I I. 

CAMACHO, on arrival at the residence, had MERRELL 
guard the rear exit, with instructions that he shoot anyone 
trying to leave the residence.

CAMACHO and associates, seeking to find the best 
place the victims might be held pending I I raising the 
$30,000, decided to take BANKS and her small son to the 
Dallas apartment of DAVID GEORGE COOKE and his roommate, 
EDDIE BLAINE CUMMINGS. EDDIE BLAINE CUMMINGS and PAMELA 
ELAINE MILLER (HOLLY), CUMMINGS' girlfriend, were at the 
apartment when CAMACHO, COOKE, JACKSON, and MERRELL arrived 
at the apartment with the hostages. 

EDDIE BLAINE CUMMINGS, an associate of CAMACHO'S, 
was aware CAMACHO and associates were going to the I I 
residence to force collection of the $30,000 drug debt, but 
PAMELA ELAINE MILLER, even though an associate of CAMACHO and 
CUMMINGS, became involved in the murder/kidnapping scenario 
merely by virtue of the fact she was pc·esent at the apartment 
at the time EVELLYN ELAINE BANKS and ANDRE BANKS were 
forcibly moved into the apartment, and thus she (MILLER) 
became a witness to the fact the BANKS were being forcibly 
held as hostages. 

CAMACHO, following the return to the apartment, 
ordered COOKE to take the vehicle which had been utilized 
during the kidnapping and to have it thoroughly cleaned. 
JACKSON, in the interim, dismantled and thoroughly cleaned 
the weapons utilized in the kidnapping/murder. 

SPENCER CHARLES STANLEY, JR., also an associate of 
CAMACHO and CUMMINGS, came to the COOKE/CUMMINGS apartment on 
May 20, 1988, and was then ordered by CAMACHO to remain in 
the apartment to guard BANKS and her small son, ensuring they 
did not escape. 

I, a known Dallas drug trafficker, 
was a DRUG~E~N~F~O~R~C~E=M~E~N~T;-A~G=E~NCY (DEA) fugitive at the time the 
above murder/kidnapping took place. The U.S. MARSHAL'S 
SERVICE and DEA had been seeking for months to locate and 
apprehend him on outstanding drug charges. I L on May 
21, 1988, telephonically contacted Dallas FEDERAL BUREAU OF 
INVESTIGATION (FBI) and, while refusing to provide his own 
whereabouts, volunteered the identity of GENARO CAMACHO as 
the individual who was the ringleader in the 
murder/kidnapping and the drug operation. 
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GENARO CAMACHO, aka, 
ET AL; 
KIDNAPPING 

FBI Dallas, knowing that I I would 
not be able to raise the $30,000 ransom within the two-day 
time frame dictated by CAMACHO, began an intensive 
investigation to locate and aPFrehend I ~ hoping they 
could then work through I _ in convincing CAMACHO that 
I Ihad raised the $30,000 and was prepared to make the 
exchange for the victims. 

~~~~----~--~I was arrested by Dallas FBI on May 
26, 1988, in Dallas, Texas, following an intensive manhunt, 
and1heha:rjed to assist the FBI in the ploy against CAMACHO, 
but was then not able to make contact with CAMACHO 
throug is network of mutual associates. 

CAMACHO, COOKE, and STANLEY, on May 22, 1988, after 
hiding out in the Dallas area for two days while STANLEY 
guarded the kidnap victims, departed Dallas en route 
Oklahoma. CAMACHO, COOKE, and STANLEY took EVELLYN ELAINE 
BANKS and ANDRE BANKS with them to Oklahoma, where the group 
stayed at the BEST WESTERN HOTEL, Ardmore, Oklahoma, under 
COOKE'S name. EVE LLYN ELAINE BANKS and her son were held in 
the motel room until approximately 11:00 p.m., May 23, 1988, 
when they were driven to a remote area near Ravia, Oklahoma, 
where STANLEY had been working for the previous two days 
readying their grave in order that they might be executed. 
CAMACHO, on arrival at the gravesite, shot both EVELLYN 
ELAINE BANKS and ANDRE BANKS to death with a .380 semi­
automatic hand weapon. CAMACHO and STANLEY then covered the 
bodies with dirt, threw debris over the grave in order to 
conceal the murder site, and then traveled to Tishoamingo, 
Oklahoma, where they threw into Lake Texoma the weapon used 
to murder the victims and the pick and shovel used to bury 
victims. 

CAMACHO, on leaving Dallas on May 22, 1988, had 
told CUMMINGS that PAMELA ELAINE MILLER (CUMMINGS' 
girlfriend) had become a witness to the murder/kidnapping, 
and subsequently 'had to either join the organization 
(CAMACHO'S drug organization) or be killed. CUMMINGS 
volunteered that she would join the organization. CAMACHO 
then tasked CUMMINGS to take MILLER with him and instructed 
that he take MILLER to meet CAMACHO and associates later in 
Oklahoma. 
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GENARO CAMACHO, aka, 
ET AL; 
KIDNAPPING 

CAMACHO, COOKE, STANLEY, CUMMINGS, AND MILLER, 
following the murder of the victims in Oklahoma on May 23, 
1988, remained in Oklahoma for several days, and then 
CAMACHO, COOKE, STANLEY, and MILLER drove back to Dallas in 
COOKE'S Cadillac, leaving CUMMINGS in Oklahoma. 

CAMACHO, COOKE, STANLEY, and MILLER, having 
returned to Dallas, left a motel near DALLAS/FORT WORTH (DFW) 
AIRPORT on June 10, 1988, and were driving near the airport 
when CAMACHO became enraged after he and MILLER engaged in a 
verbal dispute and MILLER called him a "punk". He began 
beating her and tearing at her throat until she was 
unconscious. CAMACHO then had COOKE, still driving his 
mother's Cadillac, pullover to the side of the freeway. 
CAMACHO dragged MILLER from the car and kicked her and body 
slammed her against the pavement. CAMACHO, still seeing 
life in MILLER'S body, then placed her upper torso under the 
wheel of the Cadillac and ordered COOKE to drive back and 
forth over her body. She was then placed back in the car. 
The group took MILLER'S body to Stephenville, Texas, where it 
was concealed in a fifty-five gallon barrel near another of 
COOKE'S residences. 

CAMACHO, COOKE, STANLEY, JAMES STEVEN SMITH and an 
individual then known only as "COWBOY" moved the body from 
near the COOKE residence to a remote location on the COOKE 
farm, where the body was chopped into pieces and forced 
through a wood chipping mulcher, which had been rented by 
SMITH. JAMES STEVEN SMITH and "COWBOY" are not known to 
have been previously involved in murders/kidnapping, but 
became involved as of June 13, 1988, when they assisted in 
the disposal of MILLER'S body. 

The group, after having forced MILLER'S body 
through the wood chipper, then scoured the area, retrieved 
the pieces of MILLER'S body which had not been sufficiently 
ground in the mulcher, placed them in a hefty trash bag, 
along with other pieces of flesh not forced through the 
mulcher, and buried them, along with MILLER'S clothing, near 
the scene of the mulching. 
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On August 27, 1988, Dallas FBI and an Investigator 
of the DALLAS POLICE DEPARTMENT, Dallas, Texas, travelled to 
Oklahoma and, along with Oklahoma authorities and based on 
information developed during the investigation in Dallas, 
located the site of the BANKS' grave and recovered the bodies 
of EVELLYN ELAINE BANKS and her small three-year old son. 

On August 31, ' 1988, divers from the OKLAHOMA STATE 
BUREAU OF INVESTIGATION (OSBI) recovered the .380 semi­
automatic hand weapon and several other items from Lake 
Texoma, Tishoamingo, Oklahoma. 

Dallas FBI, on August 31, 1988, conducted an 
intensive crime scene investigation on the COOKE farm, 
Stephenville, Texas, and recovered pieces of flesh, bone 
fragments, articles of clothing and several other items, to 
include human hair and human tissue from the site of the 
disposal of MILLER'S body_ 

FBI Dallas also recovered the trash bag containing 
the above mentioned body parts from the COOKE farm. 

FBI Dallas, on September 12, 1988, located the wood 
chipping machine, which had been rented by a member of the 
group at an Irving, Texas, rental agency. The machine was 
examined and hair and flesh believed to be that of PAMELA 
MILLER was found in the machine. 

CAMACHO, COOKE, CUMMINGS, MERRELL, and STANLEY have 
been arrested by the FBI as the result of an intensive 
FBI/DALLAS POLICE DEPARTMENT investigation of the brutal 
murders of EVELLYN ELAINE BANKS, ANDRE BANKS, DAVID WILBURN, 
and PAMELA ELAINE MILLER, and the disposal of MILLER'S body 
at Stephenville, Texas, all of which criminal activity was at 
the direction of GENARO CAMACHO. 

FBI Dallas and the DALLAS POLICE DEPARTMENT, along 
with other law enforcement agencies, are now making every 
conceivable effort to locate and apprehend JUAN JACKSON. 

BACKGROUND RELATIVE TO JUAN JACKSON 

JUAN JACKSON has several prior arrests which 
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include assault wherein the victim was stabbed by JACKSON, 
larceny, auto theft, and obstructing police. 

On August 8, 1988, a Federral warrant was issued by 
U.S. Magistrate WILLIAM SANDERSON, Northern District of 
Texas, Dallas, Texas, charging JACKSON with violation of 
Title 18, U.S. Code Section 1201 - Kidnapping. On September 
13, 1988, JACKSON was charged in State District Court, 
Dallas, Texas, with Aggravated Kidnapping. On September 20, 
1988, JACKSON was charged in State District Court, Dallas, 
Texas, for Murder. JACKSON has been indicted by Grand Juries 
in Dallas County (local) and the Northern District of Texas 
(federal) on the above charges. 

JACKSON is believed to be in contact with certain 
family members, however, investigation has failed to locate

Apparently, the reinterest in this case stems from the 
recent publication by Crown Publishers of the book Widows by 
William R. Corson, Susan B. Trento and Joseph J. Trento.

Newsday's June 15, 1:989, review of the book stated: "Unlikely 
scenarios offered in widows place James Angleton, who was long 
head of the CIA's counterintelligence unit, and Henry Kissinger 
under Moscow control."

As we disoussed earlier this afternoon, "Unsolved Mysteries" 
has prooeeded with the filming"of the Ralph Sigler story I had 
talked about with you and Milt Allerich several weeks ago. We never 
r~ce'ved ,a response to our request for an interview or a oomment on 
the case from the FBI, and, although I realize that this probably 
means that the FBI prefers not to respond, I'd like some sort of an 
official response, even if its a simple "no comment." 

Just to give you a brief review of the story, Ralph Sigler was 
an Army Intelligence agent found dead in his motel room in Jessup, 
MO on the night of April 13, 1976. Sigler, a career soldier of 20 
years specializing in electronics, had been recruited by Army 
Intelligence and the FBI in 1966 to infiltrate the Soviet. Embassy in 
Mexico C.ity, posing as'"a traitor to the United States. In the ten 
years that followed, Sigler met with the Soviets more than a hundred 
times, exposing more than a dozen KGB agents in the process and 
producing a wealth of information about KGB operations in the United 
States. . 

Early in 1976, Sigler was asked by his Army Inte11igenoe 
superiors to take a· routine polygraph test. Over the course of 
several days of tests given in both San Francisco and Jessup, MD., 

-Sigler repeatealy showed deception when asked whether he had given 
'more information to the Soviets than he had told the Army about. 
After repeated attempts to provide a 'clear response, and repeated 
fai lures of the test, Sigler was due t oo undergo an interrogation at 
Ft. Meade. And then, the night of April 26, 1976, Sigler made a 
couple of very odd t~lephone calls to his wife and daughter in El 
Paso, TX'.' 'Concerned, and not knowing where he was calling from, 
they ca11ed his Army superiors to express their alarm. He had told 
his wife that he was dying. 

By the time that Sigler's control officer arrived at Sigler's 
motel room in Jessup, Sisler was dead. He was found- laying faoe 
down on the fioor of his room. A detached lamp cord had been split 
in two, and the wires had been wrapped around each of his arms just 
above the elbow. Above him, a desk chair had been balanced atop an 

-easy chair, and his belt lay loosely through the slats of the desk 
chair l as if intended to secure him there. The lamp cord had been 
plugged into the wall, and a light switch on the wall next to t~e 
desk chair had been flipped on. The control officer kicked th plug 
out of the wall, took notice of a message the victim had appar tl.

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T ucson FBI Agent Larry Bagley 
was hurrying down the hall of 
the Cederal building downtown. 

He said he diun't have time Cor an inter­
view because he was headed for Phoe­
nix. 

Bagley was then told the subject of 
the interview was Leesa Jo Shaner. 

The veteran agent stopped suddenly. 
He had time. 

Ten years ago tomorrow Mrs. 
Shaner, daughter of a Tucson FBI 
agent, disappeared from the Tucson In­
ternational Airport wherE' she had gone 
to meet her hllsbanr\. Gary, who was 
nying home Crom Okinawa after his dis­
charge from the Air Force. Four 
months later, her decomposed body was 
discovered in a partially uncovered 
grave in a remote section of the Fort 
Huachuca Army post. 

The hunt for her killer. or killers, has 
been described as the most extensive 
abduction-homicide investigation in Ari­
zona history, costing several hundred 
thousands oC dollars and incalculable 
man-hours. 

"We've still got people working on 
it," Bagley said in a recent interview. "I 
got a call about it last Fliday and again 
on Monday," he said. Bagley s:J.id when­
(!vcr his office b<>comes aware of a sex­
Illllrder crime that involves abduction 
in places like :tirports or shopping cen­
:~:-~, th~ ~!t~':!t;!)n :1.r.1 i~(.fividlJ~.1s in .. 
vn!\'(!d in the crime are thoroughly 
dl"cked. 

Investigntol's Coun:! l>-lrs. Shaner's 
car nt the nirport parl-:ing lot. Her purse 
wilh all its cOlltents, incluuing her wal­
l!'t c(lntaining mllne}', w;>s found in the 
hnck scat. Whl'n her body was discov­
en-d, she still was wearing her two wed­
ding rings, so investigators have ruled 
out robbery as a reason Cor the abduc­
tion and killing. 

.. Any sex-murder case like the 
Shaner case isn't singular in nature," 
Bagley said. "That was a repeat of an­
other murder or there will be another 
one similar to it," he said. 

Bagley has personally worked the 
Shaner case these past 10 years. Other 
agents, of course, have also spent long 
hours on the case, but Bagley is in 
charge of the case. 

Bagley admits that it is unusual to 
spend that much time on a single mur­
d~r t;n~e. He alr.o ndmits that this is not 
th~ way a case is normally handled. 
"You h:lVE.' to'have a pP.rsonal interest in 
the case," Bngley said. 

Bagley snys he Ilncl other agents 
have pursued leads (lnu tips :lcross the 
coul1uy and have ans\,,'erE'u numerouS 
telephone calls and letters, He esti­
mates that he has talked to 50 convicts 
in different plisons who said they had 
heard other convicts brag about being

The· question still remains --
Who killed Leesa·· J 0 Shaner? 
im'olved in the killing. Bagley has sat in 
on meetings of Tucson psychics to hear 
of their "vibrations" about the murder, 

Bagley said his stance on the case 
has always been, "Hey, \'lllisten to any­
body," especially since there is so little 
evidence in the case and no one ap­
parently saw the abduction at the air­
port. 

Bagley has used the FBI computers 
in Washington, D.C.;-to-search through 
the thousands of fingerprints of soldiers 
and civilians who were stationed at Fort 
Huachuca at the ti!lle of the murder. 
Two partial prints lifted from the 
Shaner car were never identified. 

Despite the efforts by Bagley and 
~any other lawmen, no hard, substan-

tial clues have turned up in the investi­
gation. 

"It's just been one of those cases thal 
you just hope for a break," Bagley 
said. 

"Its been a nightmare," he said. 
"Obviously we're not putting that much, 
time into it anymore. But we're not 
quitting."

An intensive search was 'initiated in Colorado and sur-rounding b7C 

states for JONELLE MATTHEWS. During the initial 
investigation, there was never a ransom note or any 
significant information to indicate that the victim was in 
fact kidnapped or being held against her will. The crime 
scene was void of any physical evidence to assist 
investigators in eliminating a bona fide kidnapping violation 
or a runaway incident or homicide. 

Intensive news coverage was provided to this 
incident at the time that it occurred with no visible leads 
resulting. The victim's father had the opportunity to 
present the incident on national tv at the time of its 
occurrence in the company of the father of an additional 
Colorado kidnap victim. Once again, this publicity did not 
result in any viable leads. 

It is -felt that if this presentation is made, it 
may be helpful to coordinate this through the Bureau's 
Behavioral Science Unit in order to obtain the greatest 
psychological impact on potential subjects and possible 
witnesses in this case. It is further felt that the 
presentation of this issue on or about the victim's birthday, 
which is February 9, 1972, could be a catalyst to the

III. RODERICK TALVIN HARVEY

On August 17, 1979, an automobile accident occurred 
in Greenwood Village, Colorado, wherein two individuals were 
killed and an infant female was permanently paralyzed. 
Subsequent investigation by the Greenwood Village Police 
Department identified RODERICK TALVIN HARVEY as the driver of 
the hit-and-run vehicle. A local arrest warrant was issued 
by the Arapahoe County District Court charging HARVEY with 
Vehicular Manslaughter. 

On September 7~ 1979, a complaint was filed 
charging HARVEY with violation of Title 18, U. S. Code, 
Section 1073, Unlawful Flight to Avoid Prosecution. A 
warrant was subsequently issued charging HARVEY with Unlawful 
Flight to Avoid Prosecution. HARVEY has been featured on 
Denver's Fugitive of the Month Program; however, the regional 
wide publicity has not resulted in HARVEY's apprehension. 

At the time of the accident, it is suspected HARVEY 
was under the influence of alcohol, LSD and marijuana. As 
stated above, the accident resulted in the death of Mr. 
GARLAND NELSON and their six-year-old son, -BRIAN, as well as 
the permanent paralyzing of I I, who was age two at 
the time of the accident. 

Contact with I I, Arapahoe County 
District Attorney's Office, ,determined that their office was 
in full support of any.nationwide publicity concerning the 
HARVEY inve~tigation. 

While -it is noted that HARVEY is not an Unsub, and 
.his name has previously been submitted as a possible

At approximately 11:30 a.m., on September 8, 1988, 
unknown subject (UNSUB), also known as "FUMBLES", responsible for 
numerous bank robberies in the Tampa, Jacksonville, and Miami 
Divisions, entered captioned institution.

The Palo Verde Nuclear Generating station (PVNGS), 
which is located approximately 42 miles west of Phoenix" Arizona, 
is maintained an operated by several utility companies, to 
include Salt River Project (SRP), Arizona Public service (APS) 
and Southern california Edison (SCE). This plant was built at an 
expense of 12 billion dollars and is the largest nuclear 
generating plant in the United states ,and second in size in the 
world. " , 

On May 14, 1986, at approximately 8:58 pm, APS noted 
the 500 kw north Gila transmission line had experienced a power 
outage. At 9:02 pm, on May 14, 1986, the Kyrene line expe;r'ienced 
a power outage. At approximately 9:23 pm, on May 14, 1986, the 
"west wing line," also servicing the PVNGS, experienced a power 
outage., No action, was 'taken during the eVening 'hOurs by the 
utilities due to the danger of working in the dark. At 7:15 am, 
on May 15, 1986, the Palo Verde North Gila transmission line was 
found to ,have a "cable sling" on the "center phase" (the 
conductor) in the center of the tower. There were two cable 
slings observed, one about three feet long and the other 
approximately 20 feet long. The slings were constructed of wire 
ropes with an "i" beam on each end of the slings and a connector 
in: the middle. The 20 foot long cable sling had a piece of 3/8 
inch polypropylene rope tied to it with the other end of the rope 
thrown to the ground.

No PVNGS reactors were operating at the. time and no 
interruption of service to customers was -experienced. A fourth 
transmission line servicing SCE customers, which travels along 
the path between PVNGS and San Diego, was not affected -and 
inspection of this line did not reveal any ' tampering. 

The Arizona Nuclear Power Project offered.',a $25,000.00 
·reward for information leading to the arrest, prosecution and 
conviction of the person or persons responsible for the May 1.4, 
1.986, sabotage of the high. voltage transmission .lines tied to the 
Palo Verde Nuclear Generating station. 

To date, this case remains unsolved, but is receiving a 
high' priority by the FBI.

Leesa Jo Shaner was the daughter of Federal Bureau of 
Investigation (FBI) Special Agent James A. Miller of the TUcson 
Resident Agency.

Her 
husband, Gary H._ Shaner, had been serving in the United States 
Air Force in Okinawa, where Mrs. Shaner had also resided previous 
to the birth of her child. 

On May 29, 1973, Airman Shaner contacted his wife at 
the Miller residence and advised her he would arrive at TUcson, 
Arizona, via Trans World Airlines at approximately 10:15 pm, 
May 29, 1973. He requested that his wife meet him at the 
airport. 

At approximately 9:25 pm, May 29, 1973, Leesa Jo Shaner 
left the Miller residence, driving a 1972 American Motors 
Javelin, the property of her father, en route to the TUcson 
International Airport. 

At approximately 10:30 pm, Miller received a telephone 
call from Gary Shaner wherein he inquired as to the whereabouts 
of his wife, as she had not met him at the airport. Shaner was 
informed by Leesa's mother that she should have arrived there in 
sufficient time to meet the airplane and it was agreed that Agent 
Miller would drive to the airport to pick up Airman Shaner and, 
while en route, look for Leesa, assuming that she had tire or 
engine trouble with the Javelin.

Investigation at the airport revealed that no one 
observed -Leesa enter the terminal building and no one was located 
who observed any altercation in the parking-lot at the 
approximate time when Leesa would have been parking her vehicle. 

Shaner's disappearance generated wide-spread public 
interest in the TUcson metropolitan area, as well as the, Phoenix 
metropolitan area. In this connection, local wire services had 
made it known in their press articles that the victim was the 
daughter of a Special Agent of the FBI assigned to the TUcson 
Resident Agency. The FBI received many calls from the public.

was observed to beat her about her body and throw her back into 
the car. The vehicle, which she described as a late model, was 
then observed to drive away and, proceed south toward Nogales,

As an 
intricate part of this 1nvestigation, the possibility was 
explored as to whether or not any of the subj ects whom Special 
Agent Miller had arrested or been primarily responsible for their 
incarceration as either a bank robbery suspect or in an organized 
crime matter, may have obtained his name and address and attempt 
either a possible extortion or kidnapping, which would result i~ 
a demand -upon either the FBI or Special Agent Miller. Any 
possible act of retribution against Special Agent Miller _ 
emanating from any of the cases that he had previously handled 
was explored and it was determined that this was not the case. 

On September 16, 1973, the remains of Leesa Jo Shaner 
were discovered in a shallow grave in a remote section of the 
-military reservation known as Fort Huachuca, At-izona. The 
location of the grave was in such a remote area that it would 
lead to a logical conclusion that the individual or individuals 
burying the body had to be familiar with the post. Additionally, 
Fort Huachuca has manned gates and the guards check vehicles that 
would have gone in to determine if they have Fort Huachuca 
stickers. Extensive investigation was conducted at Fort 
Huachuca, however, no Positive information was developed. 

Since May 29, 1973, the Phoenix Division of the FBI has 
continUed to investigate this matter on a priority basis. 
Thousands of leads have been-·covered and will continue to be 
covered until this matter comes to a logical co~clusion. 

The United States Attorney's Office at Tucson, ~izona, 
advised they have no objections to the publicity which would be 
generated by airing this matter on the NBC Television series 
"Unsolved Mysteries."

William Lewis Shelton is the former Branch Manager of 
Jefferson Federal Savings and Loan, Hoover Branch, Birmingham, 
Alabama. On November 5, 1984, Shelton telephonically 
contacted a fellow employee and advised that he was going to 
the doctor and would be late reporting for work. Shelton never 
returned to work and Jefferson Federal Savings and loan 
officials notified the Birmingham Office, Federal Bureau'of 
Investigation (FBI), of his disappearance on November 9, 1984. 
At that time, Jefferson Federal officials had conducted a 
preliminary audit and determined that Shelton had embezzle~ 
money from Jefferson Federal by creating fraudulent loans for 
valid customers as well as fictitious ones. The loss to 
Jefferson Federal is approximately $500,000. Shelton's 
whereabouts are unknown. 

Shelton's automobile, located at the Birmingham airport 
on November 19, 1984, contained a "long-term parking ticket" 
indicating that he entered the parking area at 9:00 am on 
November 5, 1984. Record checks with the airlines have failed 
to disclose any departing passenger that date utilizing the 
name William Shelton or Bill Street. Checks with the rental 
car agencies have also been negative. Hence, it is not known 
under what name Shelton departed Birmingham or what his 
destination was. 

On November 14, 1984, an arrest warrant, based on 
criminal complaint, was filed by United States Magistrate, 
Northern District of Alabama, Birmingham, charging Shelton with 
violation of Title 18, USC, Section 657.

Based on Shelton's continued status as a fugitive and 
the Federal statute of limitations was expiring concerning b6 
charges surrounding the embezzlement to Jefferson Federal b7C 
Savings and Loan in Birmingham, Alabama, Shelton was indicted 
in April, 1988, on 31 counts of violating Title 18, USC, 657. 

The indictment charged that Shelton began creating 
fraudulent loans in January, 1983, and continued until his 
departure in November, 1984. 

Shelton remains a fugitive and his whereabouts are 
unknown with no pending leads as to his whereabouts.

The 
car will be left a short distance from the bank, normally in a 
crowded parking lot. On one occasion, it was believed that a 
female accomplice was waiting for him in an older Dodge pickup 
truck, green in color, with a full aluminum camper top/ bearing a 
Tennessee license plate. 

In five of the six robberies, the unknown subject 
entered the bank between 10:30 a.m. and 1:30 p.m. on a Friday. 
He approached the teller, advised that he wished to make a 
withdrawal and then gave the teller a note written ·on yellow 
legal paper in red ink block-style letters which stated something 
to the effect, "No red dye, $100's, $50's and $20's only, no 
alarms." The notes were always retained by the robber. After 
examining the money, he would calmly exit the bank, sometimes 
exchanging pleasantries with other tellers. On one occasion, he 
obtained a dye pack, which activated outside the bank, and all 
funds were recovered. 
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The enclosed photographs are considered excellent 
photographs of the unknown subject. No identification has been 
forthcoming, even though extensive media coverage has been 
afforded this matter. Unknown subject has obtained approximately 
$20,000 in funds and has not committed any acts of violence during 
the commission of these robberies.

-Investigation by the FBI in San Juan, Puerto Rico, 
has established that NORBERTO GONZALEZ CLAUDIO has been a member 
of the Macheteros since at least 1981 and probably for several 
years prior. NORBERTO GONZALEZ CLAUDIO's continued leadership 
role was further established by physical surveillances of him in 
Puerto Rico from January to May, 1984, when he was observed to 
attend meetings of the Directive Committee. His position as a 
member of the Directive Committee for the last five years makes 
it reasonable to conclude that NORBERTO GONZALEZ CLAUDIO was 
fully aware of and approved of the Wells Fargo robbery in West 
Hartford, Connecticut, on 9/12/83. 

Information developed in Puerto Rico by the FBI 
indicates that NORBERTO GONZALEZ CLAUDIO may reside on the island 
of Curacao with his brother, AVELINO GONZALEZ CLAUDIO (also a 
Wellrob fugitive). 

On 10/30/83, a Light Anti-Tank Weapon (LAW) rocket was 
fired at the United States Federal Building in Hato Rey, Puerto 
Rico. This attack was claimed by the Macheteros. The getaway 
vehicle used by the two males who fired the rocket was purchased 
under a false name by a male matching the description of NORBERTO 
GONZALEZ CLAUDIO. One of the males who is believed to have used 
the vehicle and whose fingerprint was found on it is AVELINO 
GONZALEZ CLAUDIO, brother of NORBERTO GONZALEZ CLAUDIO. 

On 1/25/85, a second LAW rocket was fired at the 
United States Courthouse and Post Office Building in Old San 
Juan, Puerto Rico. Responsibility for this.act was cla~med by 
the faction of the Macheteros to which NORBERTO and his brother, 
AVELINO GONZALEZ CLAUDIO, belonged. Latent fingerprints of 
AVELINO GONZALEZ CLAUDIO were found on the expended rocket casing 
which was left at the crime scen~. NORBERTO GONZALEZ CLAUDIO's 
position of authority in the Macheteros and his close 
relationship to his brother, AVELINO GONZALEZ CLAUDIO, make it 
reasonable to conclude that he was involved in or at least had 
prior knowledge of the rocket attacks.

AVELINO GONZALEZ CLAUDIO appears to be actively 
involved in terrorist-related !acts in view of the fact that his 
fingerprints were located on the LAW rocket fired at the Federal 
Office Building in Old San Juan, puerto Rico, on 1/25/85. Also, 
his fingerprints were located on a getaway vehicle used by 
subj ects responsible for ,firin.g a LAW, .. rocket at the FBI Office in 
Hato Rey, Puerto Rico, on 10/30/83. When the LAW rocket 
projectile was fired at the United States Courthouse and Federal 
Building, the projectile struck a sixth floor concrete building 
support pillar and exploded, shattering windows in the Department 
of Agriculture offices located on that floor and FBI Offices

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located on the fifth floor. A Macheteros communique claiming 
responsibility for this attack stated that, "A bazooka attack 
against the offices of the FBI located in the Federal Building, 
Hato Rey, Puerto Rico, had been executed in retaliation for the 
American invasion of Grenada."

AVELINO GONZALEZ CLAUDIO was not l ·ocated at his 
residence after his indictment on 8/30/85 and remains a Bureau 
fugitive. United states passport records for AVELINO GONZALEZ 
CLAUDIO indicate he arrived in Panama on 8/30/85 (the day of 
several executions of arrests and searches in Puerto Rico). 
Information indicates that AVELINO GONZALEZ CLAUDIO has visited 
Puerto Rico on more than one occasion while disguised and 
possibly resides on the island of Curacao with his brother, 
NORBERTO GONZALEZ CLAUDIO, (also a Bureau fugitive). 

AVELINO GONZALEZ CLAUDIO was arrested on 4/15/86 in San 
Juan, Puerto Rico, for assaulting of Police of Puerto Rico (POPR) 
officer with a rock at a disturbance at the University of Puerto 
Rico. 

AVELINO GONZALEZ CLAUDIO is a known member of the 
clandestine Puerto Rican terrorist organization known as the EPB­
Macheteros which advocates the independence of Puerto Rico 
through force or violence. Latent fingerprints developed from 
the LAW rocket fired at the Federal Courthouse in San Juan, 
Puerto Rico, on 1/25/85 were identical to AVELINO GONZALEZ 
CLAUDIO. Latent fingerprints developed from the getaw~y vehicle 
used by subjects responsible for firing a LAW rocket at.the FBI 
Office in Hato Rey, Puerto Rico, on 10/30/83 were identical to 
fingerprints of AVELINO GONZALEZ CLAUDIO.

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On 5/5/74, victims, JEANNOT COLONNA, age 12, and 
COLONNA, age 11, disappeared from their residence in 

Puerto Rico. Victims were the only two children of 
. The victims' father was a 

~w-e-a~~y--r-e-a~-e-s-r-a~e--o-w-n-e-r--a-n~d~developer of various properties in 
Puerto Rico, many of which are situated in the Luquillo area. On 
Sunday, 5/5/74, the victims were walking alone en route from 
their place of residence in Luquillo, Puerto Rico, to the home of 
a close- family friend, TOMAS RODRIGUEZ. The RODRIGUEZ' residence 
was approximately one mile from the COLONNA residence. The 
purpose of the visit to the RODRIGUEZ residence was to play with 
the RODRIGUEZ' children. At approximately 3:30 p.m. that Sunday, 
the victims' mother found a note attached to the front screen 
door -of her residence. The note was contained in a plain white 
envelope and both the notations on the envelope and the contents 
of the note itself were typewritten in red and in the Spanish 
language. The envelope contained a Spanish message indicating 
that it should be opened immediately. There was a ransom note 
inside the envelope demanding a payoff of $70,000 on 5/12/74 for 
the safe return of the children. 

An intensive investigation was conducted by the POPR 
and the FBI at San Juan, Puerto Rico, but the perpetrators of the 
kidnapping and the victims were never found. 

On 1/2/75, the police department of Hialeah, Florida, 
located the body of TOMAS RODRIGUEZ, the intimate friend of the 
COLONNA family, in his automobile in Hialeah, Florida. 
Investigation of the crime scene indicated that RODRIGUEZ had 
died of a bullet wound in the right temple in a possible suicide. 
There was a suicide note found on the body which partially read 
as follows: "These two know this case and they know me. I, 
TOMAS RODRIGUEZ of Luquillo, Puerto Rico, wish to state that I 
know about the kidnapping of the COLONNA children of Luquillo, 
Puerto Rico, since the kidnapper of the children knows that I 
know him and has threatened to kill me and my family if I talk. 
I am the only one who knows who took them that day. And for fear 
that they would do something to ~y family,. I left there quickly, 
without telling anybody, not my own family, not even my wife 
knows this, nor why I left so quickly. Even when I was here, I 
called him by telephone because '1 had business with him. He 
treated me harshly and told me that nobody can't prove it, and 
even if I accuse him, he will have time to eliminate me in a 
matter of minutes since here in Florida he has somebody he can 
trust who will always know where I am. This monster isl I 
I lof Bayamon, Puerto Rico ... ".

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During January, 1975, I I was interviewed 
and polygraphed. The interview determined that I 
was not involved in the kidnapping and had no kn~o-w-l~e-d~g-e--a-s--tro--~ 
victims' whereabouts. Further investigation conducted discarded 
I I as a possible suspect. 

During November, 1987, details concerning captioned 
matter were aired in a local television station at San Juan, 
Puerto Rico, in a program named OJEDA SIN LIMTTES. No positive 
information as to the whereabouts of the victims or the 
perpetrator of the crime was discovered as a result of the 
television program. 

Captioned matter received extensive news media coverage 
within the island of Puerto Rico, New York and Florida. 
Investigation at San Juan is recorded in a file containing 21 
volumes. Investigation conducted by POPR is also extensively 
documented. Since the Statute of Limitations expired, POPR has 
the primary responsibility in investigating captioned matter as 
a homicide under state laws. FBI, San Juan, offered to furnish 
POPR with any assistance requested. 

On 2/15/88, I l mother of the kidnapped 
children, was visited by the FBI and POPR and was advised that 
the Federal Statute of Limitations had expired. POPR would 
handle captioned matter as a homicide violation and the FBI will 
provide any required assistance in the matter. COLONNA had no 
positive information to contribute to captioned matter.

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JOSIE MARTINEZ NARVAEZ was a participant in the 5/29/81 
robbery of the Consuegra Jewelry Store in Mayaguez, Puerto Rico. 
The store was robbed of $320,000 worth of merchandise. 

MARTINEZ-NARVAEZ, at the time, owned and operated a 
jewelry repair shop at Calle MCKinley Oeste #25, Mayaguez, Puerto 
Rico. At the time of the robbery, MARTINEZ-NARVAEZ had business 
dealings with the Consuegra Jewelry Store. He had also, in the 
past, worked in the Consuegra Jewelry Store. 

MARTINEZ-NARVAEZ provided information prior to the 
robbery as to the employees and the operation of the Consuegra 
Jewelry Store. 

The gold in the robbery was taken to the residence of

to white and regular gold. The white gold was sold to an 
individual in Puerto Rico for $35,000 cash, the other gold was 
taken to a business in the jewelry district in New York, which 
was pointed out by MARTINEZ-NARVAEZ and sold for $20,000 to 
$30,000. 

On 5/19/86, MARTINEZ-NARVAEZ was indicted on charges of 
armed robbery and interstate transportation of stolen property. 

Efforts to locate and apprehend MARTINEZ-NARVAEZ at his 
business and residence were negative and he has subsequently been 
placed in a fugitive status. All leads in Puerto Rico have been 
exhausted. It is believed that MARTINEZ-NARVAEZ may have 
relocated to either New York or Miami.

On Tuesday, 10/14/86 at approximately 1:37 p.m., 
CAROLYN A. MCCOMAS, age 41, white female, employed as the 
Assistant Manager for the FIRST NATIONAL BANK OF MARYLAND, 
739 Revolution Street, Havre de Grace, Maryland, arrived at 
the First National Bank's Automatic Teller Machine (ATM) ,

The guard 
approached the vehicle cautiously and, after entering the 
vehicle, determined that the driver, a white male, 21 years 
of age, was fatally wounded in the head and lying inside the 
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rear of the vehicle. The guard noticed no suspicious 
individuals or vehicles while making the pick up or after 
determining the armored truck had been moved. He had not 
observed any unusual activities during prior stops made by 
the armored car. 

Several witnesses were interviewed and no 
witnesses are able to positively identify unsub(s) at this 
~ime. Tentative audit indicates loss at $66,000 in cash. 
One witness indicates possible unsubs occupying a late model 
Ford product, possibly a Thunderbird or Cougar, silver or 
light blue, which vehicle was observed in the area where the 
armored car was recovered. No further details were obtained 
regarding the sex or race of the unsub(s), although one 
person was viewed in the car and two persons were observed 
in the armored carrier at this time.

It is LCD's understanding that the proposed project may 
involve the dissemination of information from pending 
investigatory files to representatives of Fox Television in order 
to assist Fox in its creation of a docu-drama about federal 
fugitives wanted by the FBI. LCD has been asked to address 
certain legal issues which may arise during the pendency of this 
project. Those issues, addressed below, involve 1) the 
applicability of the Privacy Act to the dissemination of 
information, 2) the potential liability of the Government, and 3) 
the potential for creating undue publicity which would impinge 
upon the fugitive's right to a fair trial. Those issues will be 
addressed below. 

THE PRIVACY ACT 

Whenever dissemination of information is made from FBI 
records the provisions of the Privacy Act of 1974 must be 
considered. The Privacy Act, as set forth at Title 5, U.S.C., 
section 552, governs the disclosure of information contained in 
agency records. Under the Act an agency may not, without written 
consent of the person to whom the record pertains, disclose any 
record unless such disclosure falls under one of the express 
exceptions defined within the Act. Such an exception is found at 
Title 5, U.S.C., section 552a(b) (3), which allows dissemination 
if the disclosure would be for a routine use, compatible with the 
purpose for which the information is collected. 

It is LCD's opinion that because the FBI's fugitive 
files are created for the purpose of locating and apprehending 
the fugitive, the dissemination of information contained therein 
to Fox Television falls under the "routine use" exception. This 
opinion is consistent with the implementing regulations set forth 
in the Federal Register, Vol. 51, No. 19, January 29, 1986, which 
state: 

"Relevant information may be disclosed from this system 
to the news media and general public where there exists a 
legitimate public interest, e.g. to assist in the location of

Any information regarding third parties - witnesses, 
relatives, friends - should not be released without the written

public source information, which should alleviate potential 
problems regarding third party information. 

PRETRIAL PUBLICITY 

The Due Process Clause of the Fifth and Fourteenth 
Amendments provide an accused with the right to a fair trial. 
The Supreme Court has held that under certain circumstances . 
pretrial publicity can deprive one of that right. Estes v. 
Texas, 381 U.S. 532, 542-43 (1965). Therefore, it is imperative 
that the manner in which facts surrounding the fugitive 
investigation are publicly disseminated be strictly scrutinized 
to assure that the Due Process rights of the fugitive are not 
infringed should he or she eventually be brought to trial. 

- While pretrial publicity is judged by a totality of the 
circumstances, Sheppard v. Maxwell, 384 U.S. 333 (1966), there 
are certain principles that should be followed in assisting with 
the preparation of the script by Fox Television. It is LCD's 
understanding that Fox anticipates re-creating the crime and the 
crime scene. In Sheppard the Supreme Court found a front page 
newspaper photograph depicting the victim's blood-stained pillow, 
which had been "doctored" to show more clearly an alleged imprint 
of a surgical instrument, to be violative of the Fourteenth 
Amendment. Id. at 356. Any re-creations for purposes of 
dramatic effect must be limited to the actual facts of the 
incident or scene being re-created. If evidence or the re­
creation of evidence is enhanced it is possible that the defense 
will try to argue, with some chance of success, that that 
enhancement deprived the subject of a fair trial. 

It is also important that any facts discussed in the 
script be limited to facts clearly subject to proof, and 
admissible into evidence, at trial. In Sheppard, various 
newspapers articles discussed the fact that the defendant refused 
to take a lie detector test, evidence which was clearly 
inadmissible at trial. The Supreme Court has consistently set 
aside convictions where the jurors were exposed "through news 
accounts" to information that was not admitted into evidence at 
trial. Id. at 349; Marshall v. United States, 360 U.S. 310 
(1959).

LIABILITY CONCERNS 

LCD does not see any unusual liability concerns so long 
as the provisions of the Privacy Act and the Due Process 
concerns mentioned above are followed. It should be noted that 
an aggreived individual may sue the Government for injuries 
sustained as a result of the Government's violation of the 
Privacy Act, Title 5, United States Code (U.s.C.), sections 
2(g) (1). Furthermore, under Bivens v. Six Unknown Agents of the 
Federal Bureau of Narcotics, 403 U.S 388 (1971), an individual 
may sue a federal official personally for violations of the 
Constitution -- in this case violations of the Due Process 
Clause. 

The only other foreseeable claims that could arise out 
of the proposed project involve the common law torts of libel, 
slander or misrepresentation. Government officials, however, 
cannot be held personally liable for common law torts which occur 
within the scope of the official's employment. Barr v. Mateo, 
360 U.S. 564 (1959). The Government itself cannot be held 
liable, as it has not waived its sovereign immunity for those 
torts. See, Title 28, U.S.C., 2680(h).

Unknown subject entered the institution and advised the 
three female tellers that one of the vehicles parked on the east 
side of the bank had a very bad gasoline leak. The parking lot 
to which Unsub referred was the employee parking area. The white 
male then went back out the fFont door and to the parking area. 

, Moments later, one of the tellers proceeded out the 
bank ""through a side/employee door adj acent to the employee's 
parking area. Once outside, the white male directed the female 
teller to a specific location. When the teller looked and saw 
nothing, the Unsub informed her he ha a gun and explosives and 
told her to do as she directed. 

At that point, a second teller came into the parking 
lot and Unsub then stated, "this is a holdup," and then directs 
the two back into the bank. 

Suspect handed a teller a bluish/gray parachute-type 
material (nylon) bag and directed her to fill it with twenties, 
hundreds and fifties. 

When the teller denied having access to the vault, 
Unsub told her she had three minutes to get it open. After 
dollars were taken from the vault, suspect told teller to get the 
rest of the money out of two of the three tellers' drawers, 
warning, "Be sure and not put any trap money." 

After Unsub received dollars, he handed an apparent 
explosive device to a teller and told her to put it into her 
shirt, which she did. 

Unsub then left out the side door and continued on foot 
to the front (south side) of the bank and west through a shopping 
center parking lot. Unsub used unknown method of travel after 
leaving the immediate bank and shopping area.

On 7/18/88, at 5:00 p.m., two white males entered 
captioned bank. Robber number one went to the first teller 
window, displayed a handgun, and ordered all the employees to 
line up by the cabin~ts, fold their hands over their chests, 
and close their eyes as they lowered their heads. He then 
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ordered everyone, except the manager and one teller, to lie 
face down on the floor and then bound their hands and feet 
with flexicuffs. Robber number two ordered the manager and 
the teller to open the bank vault and the safety deposit box 
in which the bank maintained money. After obtaining money 
from the vault, he went down teller row pulling money from 
the drawers, stopping first to ask tellers which bills 
activated the alarms and avoiding those bills. The total 
loss was $50,560.75. 

The robbers then placed the manager and the teller 
on the floor with the rest of the employees, flexicuffed 
them, and told everyone to stay down or someone would be 
shot. The robbers then departed the bank and it took several 
minutes before the employees were able to break free and 
contact police.

On 9/13/86, victim's body was discovered in the 
trunk of a Budget rental car in the short term parking lot at 
the Eugene, Oregon, Municipal Airport. Victim was shot once 
at the base of the skull with a .38 caliber weapon. Evidence 
indicates that the victim was shot at a location other than 
the vehicle and then driven to the Municipal Airport parking 
lot in the trunk of the vehicle. 

The victim had been a resident of Eugene, Oregon, 
approximately nine years and owned a farm at Monrow, Oregon. 
He was divorced from his wife, I ~ but 
had continued to reside with her. victim operated a cocaine 
distribution system in Oregon, and in Hawaii, and had 
trafficked in at least ten kilograms of cocaine per month 
over an extended period of time. In 1984, victim became a 
follower of the Sikh faith, joining a large sect of Sikh 
followers at Eugene, where he has been active in the Sikh 
Golden Temple at Eugene. It is well known in the Sikh 
community that victim was a major cocaine trafficker. In 
1985, victim became well acquainted with an individual from 
Los Angeles, California, who is believed to be a high-ranking 
Sikh leader in the United States. Through this person, 
victim was introduced to another Sikh member, who resides 
near Herndon, Virginia. Victim was also introduced tol 
(Last Name Unknown) (LNU), who also resides near Herndon~-,--~ 
Virginia. Both of these individuals are believed to be high­
ranking figures in the Sikh religious organization. 

Investigation has determined that victim entered 
into an agreement with the above individuals to fund a major 
smuggle of marijuana by boat. The above individuals were to 
make all the arrangements, including the purchase of a boat 
and the obtaining of a crew. In 1985, these individuals flew 
to Eugene, from the East Coast. The victim provided them 
with $1.5 million in cash, which were partial proceeds from 
his cocaine business. These individuals then apparently 
ripped the victim off for the above money and did not arrange 
a smuggle, or did not include the victim in the proceeds from 
the smuggle. Victim, after losing the money, harassed the 
above individuals over the debt through personal contact and 
through contacts with other members of the Sikh community.

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In June, 1986, victim traveled to Hawaii, where he 

rented a residence. The victim made several trips to 
Eugene, during June through August, 1986. On 9/6/86, he flew 
to Eugene, from Hawaii, to meet someone. Upon arrival he 
contacted the Golden Temple at Eugene, claiming he had lost 
his wallet and credit cards. Members of the Golden Temple 
rented a Budget rent-a-car for victim on 9/6/86, and victim 
was last seen by an associate in Eugene, at noon on 9/8/86. 
Review of airport parking lot records revealed the Budget 
rent-a-car showed up in the parking lot 

sometime between noon and midnight 9/8/86, and therefore it 
appears that victim was murdered during this time.

On 2/1/87, an employee of Aaron Perkins Company 
(APCO) arrived at the company's jewelry concession in the 
Meier and Frank Department Store, Clackamas Town Center, 
12100 Southeast 82nd Avenue, Portland, Oregon, to open for 
business. It was discovered the center island jewelry 
cabinet was partially open and approximately $100,000.00 in 
jewelry was missing. The closing employee reported closing 
the concession at 9:04 p.m., on 1/31/87, locking the center 
aisle and cabinet doors, and setting the alarms. 

Meier and Frank security reported that between the 
hours of 9:35 p.m., on 1/31/87, and 2:55 a.m., 2/1187, most 
detectors in the area of the jewelry counters were set off 
several times, but most went unnoticed by security personnel. 
Local police were notified on one alarm and responded but 
found nothing qmiss in the department store. Most detectors 
were again activated at the jewelry counter after police 
left, but again went unnoticed by security alarm personnel. 

At 2:55 a.m., on 2/1/87, a perimeter alarm was 
activated in the area of an emergency exit. The alarm was 
reset, but police were not called.

r ladvised that normally JEREMY would arise 
at approximately 7:00 a.m., and would wake her for breakfast. He 
then would play, would go to his room, watch television or get 
into bed with her. She would then get up and give JEREMY a bath, 
help him on with his clothes, and get him ready for school. He 
would go outside between 8:30 and 9:00 a.m. She had often told 
him to play in the backyard, but he preferred to play in the 
front yard. The school bus would pick up JEREMY about 11:30 a.m.

As she 
passed by JEREMY's room, she noticed the balled up sheets and 
blankets, however, she did not remember actually seeing JEREMY in 
the bed.

She 
advised that normally she would stop in JEREMY's room and check 
on him or kiss him good night.

some ice cream. stated that she felt JEREMY 
should know we enough not to consider her a 
stranger, and she did not understand the reason for the comment. 

On Tuesday or Wednesday, immediately prior to his 
disappearance, JEREMY told her that he heard someone knocking on 
his bedroom window. She told him that he was having a bad dream. 
A short time later, JEREMY again awoke her to tell her that he 
heard someone knocking on his window again. She brought him into 
her room and allowed him to sleep on a palette on the floor. 
This occurred at approximately 3:00 a.m. She noted that JEREMY's 
bedroom window was not secured by a latch and could be opened by 
sliding the window upward. 

On the afternoon of the disappearance, an extensive 
search was conducted of the area by the Sheriff's Deputies and 
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volunteers. No trace of the child was found. On the following 
day, volunteers, including I ~ began draining the 
ponds near the child's home, but he was notocated. On November 
26, 1985, a second search of the area surrounding the child's 
home was conducted by Sheriff's Deputies, SLED and the South 
Carolina Wildlife Division, but the boy was not located. 

Prior to their marriage I I and 
I I had lived together for a proximately six months. After 
three weeks of marria e, expressed second thoughts about 
being married to because of his drinking and violent 
temper. is known to local authorities as a 
heavy cocaine user and has had a long police record involving 
drug and alcohol offenses, as well as serving time for armed 
robbery. I I further advised that I Iseldom speaks unless 
he is angry at something, and has often remained silent for three 
to four hours at a time. I lalso expressed a belief that 

I I may be a bi-sexual to SLED investigators. Local 
authorities believe I lattempted suicide by slashing his 
wrists. I I, however, maintains that it was an accident. 
I Istated I Iwould talk to JEREMY as though JEREMY were an 
older child. I Iwould often say that he had to take care of 
himself when he was JEREMY's age, and seemed to expect more of 
JEREMY. She felt I Iwas jealous of JEREMY, as he indicated 
she was doing too many things for JEREMY. She stated that she 
did not like I Ito spank JEREMY, and I loften wanted to 
spank JEREMY with a belt. On one occasion, I Imade a list of 
"spanking offenses" and asked her if he could spank JEREMY if he 
committed one of the acts on the list. One day I I saw JEREMY 
kick Bluie, the dog, and s anked him several times for doing 
this. On one occasion, wanted to spank JEREMY with a 

. belt, but I I would not where his belt was located 
in the trailer. 

She stated that on some occasions she came home and 
would find JEREMY in his bed with his clothes on, asleep, and 
I Iwas also asleep in his clothes. It appeared to her that 
they were too tired to get ready for bed. On one of these 
occasions, JEREMY told her that they had been tollhouse. 
JEREMY indicated that I I house was not far away, and that 

I Ihad children. She stated that she did not know the I Ito 
whom JEREMY was referring, however, I Ihas a step-mother by 
the name ofl I who lives nearby. When I I questioned I~ __ ....r 
about it, he denied having been out of the mobile home that 
evening. 

Upon discovering JEREMY's disappearance, she noted that 
animal crackers were laid out on the kitchen table and had been 
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untouched. linformed her that he told JEREMY he could have 
the crackers when he woke up. L.I __ ...JI doubted that I I was 
telling the truth, because she had never known him to buy JEREMY 
anything. 

Security officials at I I place of 
employment, Kimberly-Clark, Beach Island, South Carolina, advised 
that I I arrived at work on November 22, 1985, at 
approximately 7:30 a.m., and did not leave until approximately 
2:15 p.m., when I I came to inform him of JEREMY's 
disappearance. According to I I only showed mild 
interest in JEREMY's fate. 

The victim's photograph and history of disappearance 
has been furnished to the National Center for Missing and 
Exploited Children by local authorities. Through liaison with 
this organization, leads that they developed from citizens are 
being channeled to the FBI in Aiken, South Carolina, and 
immediate teletypes are being furnished to appropriate offices 
requesting investigation of the sightings. All reported 
sightings have been resolved except for the most recent reports. 

Neighbors of the victim, previously interviewed by 
local authorities, were reinterviewed by the FBI, and no 
information of value was obtained. 

On December 17, 1985, "Night Stalker II aircraft was used 
to search the area in the vicinity of the victim's residence, 
which was previously searched by local authorities on foot. 
Subsequently, SLED aircraft also flew the area, with negative 
results. 

On March 14, 1986, the victim's photograph was aired on 
the television show "Good Morning America". 

On May 23, 1986, the victim's photograph was shown at 
the conclusion on the NBC television special "Missing . . . . 
Have You Seen This Person?" 

On December 16, 1987, I l white male, 
date of birth I I, social security number I 
I l contacted the Aiken County Sheriff's Office to re~l~a-y-a-~ 
dream he had claimed to have had thirteen months earlier 
regarding a sexual assault and burial of JEREMY GRICE. rl--'Iwas 
extremely detailed and explicit in his description of the 
assault. I I furnished the investigators with a composite 
drawing of one of the individuals he claimed to have seen in his 
dream. This composite strongly resembles I I himself, although 
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the hair was different. This interview was taped. At one time, 
I Iwas describing the clothing worn by the men, and he used 
the phras~ "I had on". 

I I, in his dreams, saw the sexual assault_and the 
two men burying something. He did not see a body or a murder. 

After receiving a description of the burial site 
Sheriff's Office officials travelled to the Augusta Sand and 
Gravel Company, now abandoned, located along Storm Branch Road in 
Aiken, South Carolina. There they made efforts to locate the 
body of JEREMY JAMES GRICE, but were unsuccessful in locating the 
body or a grave. I Ilater accompanied the Sheriff's 
Department officials personally in an attempt to find ~rave, 
but they were unsuccessful. Investigators noted that ~ 
showed no emotion or psychological reaction to the visit to this 
site. 

Investigation to date had determined that I I began 
working for North Brothers at the Savannah River Plant on 
November 26, 1985, indicating that he possibly was in the Aiken 
area on November 22, 1985, the day of the victim's disafpearance. 
Prior to that, he resided at I _ South 
Carolina, and has worked as I I on several out of state 
jobs. 

Police officials in Whitmire, South Carolina, say they 
have known of I I for several years, describing him as being 
mentally unstable and a religious fanatic. According to these 
officials, I I confesses to be a minister, but in reality is 
not.

At the time of the disappearance, JEREMY JAMES GRICE 
was described as a white male, 3 feet 8 inches tall, 40 pounds, 
blonde hair, hazel eyes, born May 12, 1981, at Aiken, South 
Carolina. I advises a tee shirt is missing from 
the child's wardrobe. The tee shirt is dark blue in color and 
read "IHRA" in white speckled letters. Beneath these letters was 
a red dragster, with the words "modern designs". Under the 
vehicle were the words "Knight Runner". I I stated 
the child's shoes were located in the home, indicating that he 
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fact barefooted at the time of disappearance. She also advised 
that JEREMY has a small mole in his hairline above his left ear, 
and a gap between his two front teeth. 

Family members note that the victim was terrified of 
storms and would not have left the trailer during the storm that 
raged on November 22, 1985. It was also learned that JEREMY and 
his dog, Bluie, were inseparable. By watching a television show 
for the deaf with his mother, JEREMY was able to learn how to use 
sign language to say the words "I love you".

The Aiken County Sheriff's Office has caused a number 
of missing persons flyers to be made on the victim, and have 
distributed them in Aiken and surrounding counties in South 
Carolina, as well as the Augusta, Georgia area. There is a 
$2,500 reward for information leading to the child's whereabouts. 

Continuing liaison is being maintained with the Aiken 
County Sheriff's Office, SLED, and members of the victim's 
family. All logical investigation is conducted immediately upon 
receipt, and all leads are set forth upon receipt.

On November 3, 1988, Detective (Det.) I ~ 
Madison, Wisconsin Police Department advised that his agency 
desired Bureau assistance in attempting to locate a fugitive from 
their department. 

I I advised that an ERICH A. KESTLER, left Madison, 
Wisconsin in January of 1987 after having committed a series of 
frauds against people in Madison while presenting himself to be a 
wealthy businessman. I I advised that KESTLER has been charged 
in a criminal complaint, two count complaint charging him with 
Theft by Fraud and Uttering a Forgery. 

I ladvised that this scheme began in September of 
1986 when subject KESTLER met a Madison area businesswoman who 
owned a beauty parlor and became associated with her. He stated 
that KESTLER presented himself to this woman as a land developer 
who had been involved in development projects in Houston, Texas 
and in Montreal, Canada. He further stated that he informed her 
that he was awaiting a sizable settlement on various projects but 
was at the present time short of cash. Ultimately, KESTLER was 
able to convince this woman that they should market a computer 
that would be able to take a picture of a person at a hairstyling 
salon and then potrait that photograph with various different 
styles, allowing the customer to choose what type of style would 
be most favorable to them. 

I I stated that KESTLER ultimately convinced this 
woman to invest $25,000 of her own money and borrow $50,000 from a 
friend of hers and proceeded for the next several months to travel 
around the United States spending this victim's money, on various

things such as clothes, car rentals, etc. 

I I stated that KESTLER is a very unique individual 
being approximately 6' 5" i-n height, 240 pounds, and speaking with 
a very heavy German accent. In various conversations with the 
victim he told her that he had been raised in Hamburg, Germany in 
a Lutheran orphanage and that both his parents died when he was 
very young, and that he attended a college in Hamburg at the age 
15, graduated as an engineer at 19. He stated further that he 
worked as an engineer in Africa for approximately 8 years, had 
moved to Montreal, met a woman who he married there, the daughter 
of a wealthy Chicago banking family. He stated that he had been 
involved in various land ventures in Montreal. KESTLER told this 
victim that his wife had been killed in a car accident, and then 
he moved south and had additional land developments in the 
Houston, Texas area. 

I Istated that in the course of his investigation he 
determined that subject KESTLER was identified as having been in 
the Madison, Wisconsin area in May of 1986, when he arrived at 
HOPEHAVEN facility for recovering alcoholics. I I stated that 
he informed staff there that he was a recovering alcoholic and was 
employed for a time as a cook at HOPEHAVEN. He was ultimately b6 
hired as house manager and provided other residents with b7C 
counseling and performed administrative duties. He left HOPEHAVEN 
at about the time he met the female victim in the Fall of 1986. 

I I stated that in January of 1987 after the victim 
became suspicious of his various stories and the fact that he was 
apparently unable to come up with money of his own, he passed 
numerous checks in the Madison, Wisconsin area and was last 
identified as having been at a motel in Milwaukee, Wisconsin, 
where his trail ended. I Istated that it is his belief this 
individual is once again perpetrating this type of a fraud on 
other unsuspecting victims in another part of the United States, 
since he was obviously successful here and nothing is known of his 
true identity or employment prior to coming to Madison, Wisconsin.

Referenced teletype informed that the television 
program, "UNSOLVED MYSTERIES" has requested cases involving bank 
robberies and kidnappings. NK Division would like to submit the 
following series of armed bank robberies for consideration to be 
aired on the television program "UNSOLVED MYSTERIES." 

Since 5/88, a series of armed bank robberies have 
occured in the Northern and Central Counties of New Jersey. In 
each robbery, a lone white/male has entered the bank, announced a 
robbery and displayed a handgun. During the 1/12/90, robbery of 
the Lakeland Savings Bank, Montague Township, New Jersey, one of 
the tellers informed the robber that his gun looked like a toy 
gun. The robber responded by stating, "It's no toy" and 
proceeded to fire one round into the wall. No one was injured. 
In all instances, after receiving money from the victim 
teller(s), the individual has fled the bank on foot. No vehicles 
have been observed with the exception of the 5/20/88, robbery of 
the Fellowship Savings and Loan, Verona, New Jersey. 
Eyewitnesses reported seeing the robber flee in a silver 
peugeot.

Due to the similarity of the method of operations (MO) 
it would suggest that these robberies are being coordinated by 
one individual, however, descriptions provided by witnesses would 
suggest at the least, that these robberies have been committed by 
a team of two individuals. The possibility, however, does exist 
that these robberies have been committed by two totally separate 
and independent individuals. 

Investigation conducted by the FBI, local county 
prosecutor's offices and police departments has resulted in the 
following description of one individual believed to be involved 
in several robberies:

For your information, the FBI continues to receive 
encouraging results from our cooperation with "Unsolved 
Mysteries" (UM) and "America's Most Wanted" (AMW). As of this 
date, approximately 445 FBI cases have been profiled on AMW and 
UM. As a result of tips by viewers, 170 FBI cases have been 
solved. This success, blended with the unique opportunity to 
nationally broadcast FBI cases, can only continue with 
outstanding cooperation from field divisions. 

Surprisingly, the Office of Public Affairs (OPA) has 
noticed a lack of support from some field offices through the 
diminished number of case submissions and Agents declining 
attendance to the programs' broadcasts. 

The purpose of this communication is to address the 
following concerns by the Office of Public Affairs: 

(A) Recently, cases broad casted have been either 
submitted to OPA by the Criminal Investigative Division or 
discovered by the programs' researchers on their own. According 
to NeIC, the FBI has over 1,500 outstanding substantive cases and 
over 3,000 outstanding unlawful flight cases. This should allow 
most offices to assist in identifying cases that can benefit from 
national television exposure.

(B) A lack of support by some field offices has also 
been noticed by declining attendance to the broadcast. It 
appears that a trend has been developing where Agents are not 
appearing at the FOX and NBC studios. It is imperative that case 
Agents appear for the tapings and broadcasts. They are needed as 
technical advisors during tapings and to assist in handling 
hotline calls during and after broadcasts. Without this support 
by case Agents, a tremendous burden falls on Agent 
representatives who are required to be in attendance for 
broadcasts from the nearby Los Angeles and the Washington 
Metropolitan Field Offices. 

To assist you in identifying and selecting cases for 
consideration to the programs you may find the following criter~a 
useful: 

(1) TIMELINESS AND PERCEIVED THREAT - Fugitives who . 
have more recently committed crimes, instill fear in viewers and 
are perceived as a threat to society, therein generating maximum 
interest. Producers realize that a stronger need for assistance 
lies with older cases; however, clues and good photos are less 
likely to be available reducing the effectiveness of this 
publicity. 

(2) SYMPATHETIC VICTIM - If th~ victim of the crime is 
someone whom the public will sympathize with, the crimes are much 
more likely to generate publicity. Producers look for a 
sympathetic victim such as a family member left behind who will 
convey in an emotional way the sense of loss. 

(3) UNUSUAL CRIMES AND SERIOUS CRIMES - The 
seriousness of a crime is of utmost importance. However, the 
producers also focus on crimes committed under unusual 
circumstances. With methods and motives far out of the ordinary, 
a criminal is more likely to attract the attention. This is 
particularly important in cases regarding escapees. 

(4) CHARACTER - If little is known of the character 
and personality of the fugitive, the story becomes almost 
impossible to do . 

. (5) GOOD INTERVIEWS - Producers want to interview 
people who can tell the story in a way that brings it to life. 
Witnesses, family members, friends, or investigators are always 
good sources. Interviews are especially important in cases with 
no action such as white-collar crimes because interviewees can 
convey how people's lives have been devastated.

(6) STORIES WITH GOOD VISUAL POSSIBILITIES - With the 
help of good photos, action scenes, and dramatic situations, the 
producers can create the perfect reenactments. 

The elements that producers look for when deciding on a 
story include, but are not limited to, those listed above. For 
example, older cases are highly desirable when they involve 
particular subject matters of interest to the producers for 
special segments. 

These programs have proven to be significant tools in 
our fugitive publicity efforts. The results and benefits of 
these efforts warrant and are dependent upon a continued spirit 
of cooperation between FBI Headquarters, field divisions, and the 
producers of the programs. All field offices are encouraged to 
continue to assist these programs with regard to fugitive 
publicity.

Your November 13th correspondence to Inspector Scott 
Nelson has been brought to my attention. I can appreciate your 
interest in bringing to justice the person or persons responsible 
for the 1973 kidnap/murder of Leesa Jo Shaner, and I can assure 
you that interest is also shared by all of us in the FBI. 

The suspect you mentioned was arrested by Phoenix FBI 
Agents on April 25, 1991, in connection with another case based 
on a tip received from a viewer o?lIunsol v~g_!;1.l.steries. " You may 
recall that during that broadcast,-1bnformation Ieaarng-to the 
arrest of a suspect in the case of Leesa Jo Shaner was also

requested. Regrettably, there have been no new,developments in ;f 

this case since that broadcast. The decision to air further 
segments about this case on "Unsolved Mysteries" rests solely 
with the program's producers. It is my understanding, however, 
that over 80 percent of these shows for the rest of this season 
have already been produced. 

We are h~peful that the case of Leesa Jo Shaner is 
resolved in the very near future.
