He remembered thc.t there were 2. number of other matte:t:s going on 
that wee~:. particularly the controve1:sy over the 11 1f word:::•· in t.he 
Preaider.t's State of the Union (SOTU) address, and assertions made 
in the British Hhite Paper- in the Fall of 2002, about Irao's 
efforts to purchase yellowcake uranium_ He recalled the week 
culminated with DCI Tenet's statement released to the media on 
Friday, July ll th regarding the SOTU controversy_ DCI Tene·" ~· 
statement lr..nocked down some of the claims made by ~'lilson· zJoout biG 
trip, including th9 assertion that the Vice President had sent him.

( o :r By con trast, thr: Vice Pres-ident adv i s ul th,'1t 1,;::-,i te 
Eouse e ~pl oyPe Dean McGrath was more in~olve~ i~ tl1e adm~njstrative 
espectE o f the Council eo he probably did not ~ iF~:Jss th~ ~ilEcns 
with hirn . ':'i:e Vice P:~:esident also advi:::e:: tl:at l~SC staffer Jotn 
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Hannah was primarily involYed in issues relating to the Niddle 
East, which included Iraq and -..•eapons of mass destruction. However, 
Vice President Cheney believed it was possible he might have 
discussed the Wilsons with Hannah, but he did not think it was 
likely. 

(U) Regarding his press secn::tary Cathie Martin, the Vice 
President was sure he had discussed Joe Wilson with her but he had 

·no recollection of ever discussing Valerie Wilson with her. He has 
no recollection of Cathie ~artin entering his office at some point 
while Scooter lJibby v:as pi-esent and advising both of them that 
Joseph Wilson's wife was employed by the CIA. He also has no 
recollection of learning of an episode when the ClJ', apparently v:as 
upset that NBC News reporter Andrea Mitchell and CBS repol.-ter David 
t-lartin had publicly reported on a conflict between the rihite House 
and the CIA relative to the SOTU "16 words.« It was reported that 
the CIA was being blamed by White House staffers for the mistake 
and that Steven Hadley of the NSC had criticized Cathie Martin for 
the tension that surfaced between the CIA and the White House over 
the rep:Jrt. The Vice President advised he was not aware of that 
tension, but he was aware of a struggle between the White House and 
the CIA wl1ile they were both working to disseminate George Te~et's 
explanation of the "16 wordsu controversy. 

(U) Regarding Defense Secretary Donald Rumsfeld and 
Deputy Sefense Secl.-etary Paul v;olfowit z I the Vice President advised 
that he did not ever discuss either Joseph Wilson or Wilsons wi~e 
with ei~her of theD. The Vice President stated that the identity 
of Vale::-ie \'i.i }son anc her ernplo:ttnent waE not high on his rudc:r 
screen and he:::- employment with the CIP. and relaLionship with Joe 
WilEon did nol figure prominently in his thinking. 

(U) The Vice President advised that :it was probable thal 
he discussed Joe Wilson at some point with National Security 
AdvisOJ~ Condoleezza R:ice, bul he had no recollection of discussing 
Valerie Wilson at all with her. He advised his thoughts were the 
same regardino Presidential Chief of s:a:f f Andre;..• Card - be 
probabl~ woul~ have discussed Joe Wilson ~ith Card, but not Valerie 
Kilecn. He said the same held true for Presidential Advisor Karl 
Rove - he probably discussed Joe Wileen with Rove, but would net 
have discussed Valerie Wilson with him. 

(U) The Vice President went o:-J ::o expJ ain his n:c.son f:cr 
believing he possibly discussed Joe Wilson with the latter three 
individuals. The Vice President stated that after he receiveE his 
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7:00 a.m. briefing at his residence from the CIA briefer, be 
travels to the White House where he joins the President for a daily 
CIA briefing which the President receiYes from either DCI Tenet or 
DDCl HcLaughlin. Chief of Staff Card and Dr. Rice are also present 
for these briefings, along with a Presidential briefer from the 
CIA. Normally, ""'hen the CIA's briefing is completed, the four, who 
are sometir:1es joined after the briefing by Hr. Rove, \'.'ill discuss a 
wide range of topics. At some point in time, after the Wilson 
issue had become ublic the Vice President recalls 

The Vice President sa1d he could not recall exactly when he had 
this discussion and who was present for it, but it may have been at 
one of the morning meetings. He said that it was possible lle had 
the discussion with the President pdor to the publication of 
Wilson's editorial on 7/6/03, but it probably occurred after~ards. 
It may have occurred early on Monday, 7/7/03 although he stated 
that he would not have discussed it ~o:ith the President on SW1dav, 
7/6/03, the day when he returned to 'f1ashington from Wyoming. • 
Additionally, the Vice President had no recollection of discussing 
Wilsons wife at any time with the President. 

(ll) Asked about any possible di scussior1s of ei theJ- of the 
Wils~ns with three high-ranking Department cf State employees -
Secret.ar·y of State Colin Po-...·e] l, Deputy Secretary of State Richard 
Armitage, or Undersecretary of State fer PoliticaJ Affairs Hare 
Grossman - the Vice President advised that he did not discuss 
either \•iilson or t'iilsons \l:ife with any of th'2 three men. He is 
also unaware oi any of his staffers having discussed the w: lsons 
with Grossnan, nor hiJ.ve any of the staffers told him about ]la·.ring 
any such dis-:ussior •. 

(U) Thereafter, the Vice President advised that he did 
not d:1ecuss either of the Wi1sons with Bush-Chene:y campaign NanageT 
t:en Mehlman. In response to this question, Vice President Cheney 
asked, Nhy would I talk to Mehlman about that? Ilowever, he 
stated that it was possible he or Scootex_- Libby had discus.s:ed the 
i\ilsons 1dth his fo:rmer press 8ecretary, l-1ary l-1atalin. The Vice 
President advised that after !.-.s. t-~atalin left her full-tims 
position with the White House, he continued tc consult w1th her on 
a variet:r· of. issues and it v;as not uncom:non fer him to reach out to 
her fer ajvice. He v.·ould normally consult with her prior to 
television appearances, particularly the talk shows, such as ''Meet 
the Press." He has no specific recollection of discussin3 Wilson 
or W:lso~s wife with Matalin, tut he said it was possible. 
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(U) The Vice President advised that he is unaware of 
anyone in the administration conducting any reoc~arch or completing 
a research project on either Joe Wilson or his wife. He advised 
that he never directed anyone on his staff to conduct such a 
project and no one advised him they were working on one. 

(U) Regarding his relationship with columnist Robe:rt 
Novak, the Vice President advised that he has k.novm Novak for a 
numbeL- of years. In fact, the Vice President stated that liovak had 
come to Washington even before the Vice President, whicb was q·'"i te 
a number of years ago. The Vice President also knew Novak's 1ate 
partner, Rowland Evans. However, despite the fact that the Vice 
President has knowr. Novak for a long time, he does not have a grea~ 
deal of co~tact with him. Vice President Cheney reiterated Ll;at he 
does not have routine contact with members of the press v:ho make 
inquiries of the Office of the Vice President - he leaves that. job 
to the staff. Therefore, he would not be taking telephone calls 
from Novak. He recalled being interviewed by Ncvak during the 
post-election trane.it.ion period b<:.cause Novak predicted, correctly 
in hindsight, that the administration was making a mistake in 
naming Paul O'Neill as Secretary of the Treasury. He has dcne 
severa} intervie\'.·s on Novak's televisio:-J show. He has never 
discussed ~ilson or ~ilscns wife with ~ovak and he l1as never teard 
Novak Epe<.k ::-.o anyone abcut either of the r:i1 sons. 

(Ul The Vice President advised that he ass~mes he 
disc~ssed Joseph i'HlE:on ·~:ith Scooter Libby when the issue of 
Wilson's trip to Niger first surfaced in the media. He docs not 
recall discussing Valerie Wilson with Libby prior to her naffie 
appearing in Novak's columr, on 7/14./03. Scooter Libby neve:t 
advised him ·of any conversation he had ~o:ith !-1arc Grossman fr::.:r, the 
State Department ab::>ut .:.roe Wilson and/or h'ilsons wife. Libbv a:::.so 
never told him about any conversation he had with former Whi~e 
House press secreta~· Ari Fleischer about the Wilsons. The Vice 
President advised that it would have been logical for Libby to 
brief the White House Press Office if inqui=ies about Wilson were 
being made to the OVP. He is not aware of any 1 unch mr~et ings cr 
discussions between Ari Fleischer and Scooter Libby, but it w~uld 
net surprise him if they bad been to lunch together at some tirr.e 
during Fleischer's White House tenure. 

(U) The Vice President advised that he ha:::i not rr.ade a:1y 
:nquiries about a ccntrac:ual arrangemen: which night have existed 
l:etwecn fermer Amba!::s.J.do:::- \•li lson and the CIA. He stated lhat it's 
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possible someone else m:ight have made such an inquiry, but he is 
not aware of any such request. 

(l') Vice President Cheney ad·.rised he was · aware, prior to 
the unauthorized disclosure of Valerie Wilsons identity in Robert 
Novaks newspaper editorial on 7/14/03, that Scooter Libby was 
speaking to reporters about Joseph Wilson and hie trip to Niger. He 
stated that Libby .,,as not required to clear every public statement 
and press contact because the Vice President had confidence in 
Libbys abilities and experience in handling such inquiries. 
However, the Vice President v:as generally aware of Libby's contacts 
with Walter P1ncus of the Washington Post but not aware of any 
other specific reporters with whom Libby had contact. hsked 
specifically about whether there was a media strategy developed 
within the OVP to counter t.he unfair implications raised by Wilson, 
the Vice President made it clear that the \-;hite House and the OVP 
were not tryin; to affirmatively generate coverage on this issue, 
but o,.,•ere m-:;rel y responding to media inquiries. 

(U) The Vice President is not ao,.,•are of any contacts 
Scooter Libby may have had with Robert Novak prior to the 
publicati-on of the Novak ne·,.;spaper column on 7/14/03. If Libby had 
sue~ conta=ts, he did not tell the Vice President about them. The 
Vice President was not advised by Libby that Novak had asked for an 
ou:.line of the chronology of hew the SOTU was prepared. 

(U) The Vice President advised that he believ0d he had 
ah1ays been the subject of unfavorable ~ress covera e bv NBC 
rc ortcr Chrie Matthews, 

The Vice President did not 
recall Matthews~ coverage of the Joe Wilson matter in the week 
following the publication of Wilson's editorial on 7/6/03 as beino 
a particula::: problem, but he acknowledged that it was possible. -
The Vice Presicent advised that he was not a"•are of any at tempts by 
Libby to complain to fuEcs \·;ashin:Jton Bureau chief Tim Russert 
about Chris J-:atthewB' coverag~and Libby did not discuss any such 
plan with the Vice Preeident. When asked if he had be~~ told of 
an:;r conversation that Scooter Libby may have had with [rim Russer!} 
Vice President Cheney said it was possible, but that ~e could not 
recall. He repE:ated that he had no specific 1·ecollcction of any 
l-eporters bein9 talked to by Scooter Libby prior to ,July 14. 
Finall}', the Vice President was not a·,.;are of any d1s:::ussions which 
Scoote1· Libby r:,ay have had v:i th Karl Rove about ,Joe \'ii 1 son or 
1-Jils:::ns wife, and Libby did not tell him of any such discuss:ons. 
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{U) Regarding the Presidential trip to Africa beginning 
on 7/7/03 and ending on 7/12/03, the Vice President did not recall 
discussing Joe Wilson with anyone traveling with the President on 
Air Force One or while the entourage was in Africa. The Vice 
President does recall talking to Dr. Rice about the CJA statement 
being prepared by George Tenet, v:hich \<:as eventually releasee on 
7/11/03. He :recalls that the Tenet statement addressed the Kilson 
controversy in several respects, to include rebutting several 
assertions made by Wilson about. the Vice President. The Vice 
President recalls DC! Tenet's statement admitting the CIA 
unilaterally decided to eend Wilson to Niger to check the 
Iraqi/Niger uranium allegation, and the Vice President had nothing 
to do with that decisicn. Additionallv, DCI Tenet's stateme~t 
indicated that neither the President n;r Vice President had Leen 
briefed on the findings of Wilson's trip, as Wilson asserted.

·particular about the CIA briefing he received at the Vice­
Presidential residence that day. The Vice President was g i ven a 
series of documents to review, including several from the briefing 
that.day. With respect to the CIA. briefing document marked with 
OVP Bates Stamp number 1537, the Vice President acknowledged that 
it was his handwriting of the name "Wilson'' in the margin and on 
the face of the document. He noticed after further review of the 
document that it was similar to the previous documsnt he had seen 
regarding l'lilson•.s trip to Africa, but it was in a slightly 
diff~rent format. He.noted that the paragraph which is numbered 
six of the document referred to the report made of Wilson's trip by 
the CIA Reports Officer who debriefed Joe Wilson upon his return 
from 1Hger. The Vice President advised that a review of the

one from Scooter Libby, but he has no specific recollection of 
having obtained either one of them from him . . 

(U} The Vice President advised that he very clearly 
remembered the trip to Norfolk on 7/12/03 for the commissioning of 
the USS Ronald Reagan. He looked forward to making the trip for 
some time and was actually pleased that the President had declined 
the opportunity to commission the ship. He was particularly 
looking forward to spending time with former First Lady Nancy 
Reagan and some of his old friends from Yale University. He 
recalled that his wife and several members or his family made the 

· trip on Air Force Two with him for the ceremony. Initially~ he 
could not remember that Scooter Libby attended the ceremony with 
members of his family, ·but did seem to recall that · fact when he was 
advised that it wasl land he was attending 
with his father. 
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(U) The Vice President advised that after l~ir Force T>..-o 
arrived in Norfolk on the morning of 7/12/03, he believed that he 
and his wife went to the Ad:niral's house for breakfast where he met 
with Nancy Reagan. After spending time and visiting with her, the 
group went to the aircraft carrier for the co!Th:nissioning ceremony 
which took place on board the ship. He recalled spending sev~ral 
hours at the ceremon}' and he also reme:rbere the: he] icopter dee 
back tc ALe- Force 'f"v.·o for the short f1 ight bad~ to Washir:g::.cn. 

(U) The Vice President advised th.at it "'as possible -.,.;hile 
on the return fliaht, that he and Scoote~ Libbv diEcuooed media 
respo:-tses to inquiries regarding Joe \'illsons charges about the: use 
of fla"~>u:d intel1 igence. Though he cannot re:::all any specific 
conversation, he: would not be surprised tc learn ths.t he had such a 
discuss=..on with his Chief of Staff. The Vice Pres.:..d~nt adviEed 
that he sees Libby several times each day and the two have 
previously discussed communication strate:::;ies for reFpondin·~ to 
questions fro;r1 particular reporters. 

(U) Vice Prcsiden:: Cheney is familiar v:ith Glean Ke::sler, 
a reporter from the Washington Post, but he is not familiar ~ith 
MattlE!V: Coop<::r, who ·..;as ide::1tified as a reportE:::- f::-on Ti:-r1e 
Magazine. In handling press inquiries regardi:--.s Jor:: \•;ilEo::l, it is 
conceivable that he tc,skE:d Scooter Libby with this rc,spor:sJ.tilit]· 
rathe!- th::;,n OVP pres::_: secretary Cathie f·la::-tin. l1.s he mer~t:toned 
earlier, !ltartin handled rouUne press inquiries, .,.;hile Scooter's 
experience dictates that he assist 11:ith those press questions 
pertair.ing mon:: explicitly to foreign pol icy ar:d national sec~ni t.y. 
He stated that Martin was good in getUng thjn?s done and fc]Jo• .. :jll'::l 
throw;::-h Lut she d_id not have Libby's eY.pe:ricnce in c-srtain r:o1.:i.cy 
areas. Tbencofore, JJiL·by was the more appropric;,te person tc r.;r;swer 
those inquirie8. 

(U) The Vice Pres1dent said he does r.ot recall 
specifically, but it would be possible he disc~ssed the Wilson 
talking points with Libby aboard l'l.ir Force T'r:o en 7/:.2/03. Becat:se 
DCI Tenet's CIA sta:em~Gt had been released the prev1ous evening, 
Vice President Cheney would have expected there tc be: press 
inquiries abo·Jt it the followin9 day. H£c statej that he migl1t have 
dictated to Libby certain logical responses t.o the press ill~~lL ries 
which :-nay have been made regarding DCI Tenet • s stat emenL. Ee 
stated t_hat he does not recall Joe l'lilson's -y;ife or her a=:hl.iation 
\':ith the CIA ever beir;g a part of any media talku;g poin:.s atout 
1-:ilso:-~' s t"::ip to Nige1 because her er.1p.byment "'1.'<1S not an issue. He 
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cannot recall if he and Scooter Libby talked ab::>ut Valerie Wilsons 
CIA p8sition as a data point. 

(U) The Vice President advised he has no idea what 
Scooter Libby knew about Valerie Wilson on i/12/03. He does n2Jt 
recall if he told Scooter I,ibby about Mrs. ~H1son and he::­
emplo:'lnent at the CU·., or if Libby revealed t o the Vice Preside n t 
his independent knowledge about that fact. Tl:e Vice President 
repea~ed that he believed he first heard about Joe Wilson's wife's 
employ:nc n t in the telephone cor:verE'ation he had "'·ith DCI Tenet. Ee 
did not rccull hearing ar..ything e l ce abou t her un~il the Novak 
colum;l was l<ITitten 0~1 7/H. / 03 . .He stated that he had made tLe 
ha:1d•,,·:·i t tc :; notation about \';i lsons wife on the StL"":dav New York 
Tirr.es ne·.,·spaper f~·o;n 7/6/03, because he \\'as re:;:e:r0erlns hi s 
telephone conversation with Tenet in approximately June 2003, 
wherein the Vice Presider.t lea::::-ned for the fir.s: time of Valerie 
Wilson ' s position with the CIA. With respect t o the 7/14/03 ~ova k 
column, he had bee::1 giver: n :::> advance knowledgE: of t he subjec t or 
substance of the column, and he had no idea Nc-.-ak or any o the::.­
repor':er v:as working on et:ch a story.

~lH M riith respect tc tJ:e portio" of tr.e nc·tes containing 
the phras~~ep ba c kgro1.md," the Vice ['resicknt i ndicated lhat 
r.:r. Lihby alone \'lould be the judge of wh e ther cr n o t informa tion 
was to be presented to any reporters ~·ith that cavea':.. l1s a 
general r~le , the Office of the Vice President and the V~ce 
President h i mself try not. to b e c:-itical of ot:-.~r government 
agencies as it is not productive. His review of the Libby notes 
indicated to the Vice President that t~ey generally contain the 
same information in them as v:a!'O in the DCI 's st::~t. ement. 
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(U) The Vice President defined hie understanding of the 
ground rules he believed existed .for reporters' use of information 
provided by the administration. He stated that information 
provided on the record could be used by the media in their 
reporting and also attributed to the source who provided it. 
Furnishing information "on background" means the information could 
be used and attributed to an anonymous administration official. 
When working "on deep background" the information could be used by 
a reporter to fonn derivative judgem-2nts, but not quoted or: 
attributed to a source; and, finally, "off the record" means the 
inform,"!:: icn provided by a source could not be used. 

(U) The Vice President repeated that he ..,;as not familiar 
with a reporter from Time magazine by the name of t·latthe~· Cooper. 
The Vice President has no recollection of a mis1.L11derstanding 
between Scooter Libby and Time magazine wherein Libby had provided 
a quote relative to the Wilson matter to Time on the record and the 
quote, when published, was incomplete or truncated. The Vice 
President stated, apart from this instance, that would no t be the 
first time that has happened in journalism . He also stated he had 
no recollection that Time made a chanse to the article in its 
subsequent on-line edition and printeC. the entire q~ote f ror:-1 Libby. 
He also has no recollection of instructing Libby to .give the oame 
info~ma~ion tc Ncws~eek maqazine as he qave to Time in the interest 
cf baJ ance. Because he does not have a- very favorable Yie·,.; of 
Newsweek, the Vice President advised he could not conceive of 
giving such a direction, but stated it was possible he told Libby 
tc contact both magazines. It is also possible that Libby made 
these cont.&.c t s on his o'lm initiatiYe . 

(U) Vice President Cheney reiterated that Libbys 7/12/03 
hn.no·..vr i t ten notes look and sound 1 ike f]Orr,ething he: might dictate to 
Libby, but he cannot spe=ifically recall having dictated such 
instructio::1s to him on that occasion . The Vice President repeated 
that any decisions about Khet:he~- Libby I when tall-:ing to the rnedia' 
provides information "on the record" .or "on background" a1·e made by 
Libby himself. Finally, with respect to the Fall 2002 NIE, the 
Vice President did not believe he discussed it with Libby on 
7/12/03. The Vice President advised that if Scooter Libby had any 
discussior; with any reporters on 7/ 12/(13 upon his return hom 
Norfolk, VA, he must have viewed tbCt;e discussions as unremarkable, 
inaamC~ch as the Vice President wae. never tol d the outcome of any 
conversations, diseusE ions or inte:rviewE ,.:ith the mEdia by Libby. 
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(U) The Vice President believed he read the Robert Novak 
column in the newspaper on the day it was published, 7/14/03. He 
cannot recall discussing it, or any of its contents, with anyone at 
the time it was published. He did not pay any particular attention 
to Novake disclosure of the identity of Valerie Wilson, and he 
does not know how Novak might have received this information. He 
emphasized that it did not appear to him to be a:r. important or even 
relevant fact in the Joe Wilson controversy. 

(U) rihen asked his vie~<.· of former Arnbassad:n 1\ilcon, the 
Vice President described him as something of an aggravation. He 
also adYised that it is a bit hard for him to separate his feelings 
about Wilson from the 2003 tir:ce-frame of the publication of the 
various news articles, and from his view of Wilson n:y,..·, The Vice 
President advised that his biggest problem in the entire ~ilson 
matter has been the performance of the CIA. The Vice Presi.dent 
noted that he had a history of experie:J.ce with the CIJl., a!1d has 
been a consumer of CIA intelligence, ranging from his Line as a 
Conqressman when he served on the Houne Intel)iqence Comnittee, 
through his sen.rice as Secretary of Defense anc- current} y as Vice 
President. The Vice President described himself as a long-time 
admirer of the CI.Z, and its people and programs, but he 
chara~terized their performance in the Wilson matter as ''amateur 
hour." His mind-se~ about the entire issue led him to ~onder to 
himself about ;.:hat was going on out at r,angl ey. He also be: ieved, 
with respect to Joe Wilson, that Wilso~ has built a career on this 
niche, noting that he understood Wilson had juct ~ritten a book. 
He also saw him on television discussing the b~ok and it appears 
that sor:u:; of what r;i}8on ba:.= said has expanded c\·er t.ime. 

(U) The Vice President indicated that in the Julv 2003 
time-f!env::: he did not have the impression that .. Joe \hloon ~:as a 
partisan. His handwritten no:es on the 7/6/03 editorial about 
\Ulson's trip and the involvement of Wilsons ;dfe in the CIAs 
selection of Wilson was triggered by his recollection cf the prior 
telephone conversation he had with George Tenet, \·.'herein Ter:et 
identified Wilson's wife as an employee of the agency. The Vjce 
Preside~t also indicated that he never discussed the substanc~ of 
his call with Tenet with anyone prior to the p~blicat1on of Valerie 
h'ilsons identity in N·:•vak's 7/14/03 nev:spaper colt;rnn. 

(Ul Vice President Cheney advised that no cne ever told 
him that Wilson went to Niger because of his wife's CIA status and, 
in fact, the Vice President do9B not have any idea t0 this day wty 
Joseoh Wilson waE selected to go to Niger. He has never been 
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advised by anyone of the findings of the CIA's Inspector General 
investigation alluded to br DCI Tenet in their initial telephone 
call regarding Wilson. The Vice President advised that it is 
possible he and Scooter Libby discussed fo~~er Ambassador Wiloon's 
credentials for undertaking the mission for the CIA, but he has no 
specific recollection of such a discussion. Additionally, he does 
not recall any discussion with Libby of perceived nepotism 
associated with Wilson's selection for the CIA assignment. The 
Vice President believed, based on Joe Wi 1 sons past eervicc cu: an 
ambassador in the region, that his qualifications for the trip were 
"OK.~ However, the Vice President believed the CIA did not go 
about the mission in the right way. He assumed that Scooter Libby 
very 1 ikely shares his viev; of the CIA's handling o: the l-li1 son 
mission as "amateur hour." The Vice President believed it oossible 
that he and Libby discussed the rlilson tl-ip as some kind o( a 
junket or boondoggle, words which are to him S}uonymous in 
their meaning. However, h'2 has no solid recollection of any such 
discussion. 

(U) The Vice President advised that there was no 
discussion of "puehing back" on Wilson 1 s credibility by raising the 
nepotisn: icsue, and th-:::re v:as no discussion of using Valerie 
l'l'ilson 1 s employ·ment. with the C11•- in cOU.'1tering Joe Wilson's 
criticisms and claims about Iraqi efforts to procure yellowcake 
uraniur:t fro:n Niger. 

(U) The Vice President recalled the Gerald Ford 9Cth 
birthday party celebration at the White House on 7/16/03. He 
indicated that he was the host and organizer of the party ana :;.s 
-"ware tl:at both Federal Reserve Board Chair-nan !dar; Greenspar~ and 
nis \o:ife, NBC Ne-...-s reporter Andrea ,..1itchell, attended the party. 
Greenspan received ar1 award from the Gerald Ford Foundation. The 
Vice President could net recall any discussion that evening with 
Andrea Mitchell about the Wilson matter. He advised that he has 
lona known N1drea Mitchell and has been in attendance at numerous 
social functions with her in the past. He described her as a 
reporter v:ho does not mix business and social occasions. The Vice 
President cannot recall if Secretary of State rowell attended the 
party, but he advised he was sure there was a list available of the 
party attendees. 

(U) The Vice President a&:ised that during the pe~iod 
from the publication of Robert l\ovt.k's column on 7/14/03, until the 
Departrr.e:nt of Justice investigation "~>.'af' announced in late: 
Sep::erJ::e:t.-, he d::Jef not recall much, if any, discussion about former 
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ambassador Wilson and the trip to Niger. He has t:orne recollection 
of Deputy National Security Advisor Stephen Hadley providing a 
"back-grounder" to the press addressing Iraq/Ht•ID rratters. He 
recalled that this briefing occurred some time shcrtly a:ter 
declassif1cation of the October 2002 NlE. 

(U) The \'ice President learned of the in\•est~cation aL 
the same time White House Counsel Alberto Gonzales issued a 
document preservation order to all Hhite House employees directing 
that they prcse:t-ve any and all records relating to this matter. To 
the best. cf the Vice President's recollection, everyone in the 
White House was advised that because an investigation was under..:ay, 
the docur.,snts were to be preserved and employees should not discuss 
the investigation \l.'ith anyone else. J:...t that time, no c:1e came to 
him and told him of any discussion they had with Robert Novak 
regarding Valerie Wilson prior to the publication of Novak's 
column. r~o one told him at that time of talking to any reporters 
about Joe Wilson or Wilsons wife. 

(U) The Vice President advised that he became aware of a 
statement that White House press secretary Scott t-:~'Clellan rr.ade on 
9/29/03 i;; his daily press briefing, wherein tl.cCleilan atterr.pted to 
exonerate Karl Rove before the media ae a possible source of the 
leak to lbvak. The Vice President. was not happy ac:cut it, as i ':: 
appeared ttat the White House press offic'=' was putting down narkers 
for some individuals and not for others. Specifically, Vice 
President Cheney believed that fairness dictated that similar 
disqualifying statements should be made tc the 1r.edia on behalf of 
Libby and Elliot r~J:,rams o: the NSC, both of wh::m. wH e the 
speculative targets 0f leak allegations by the media that waek. 

(U) I I 

I He did not know if Scooter Libby 
L...,-i-n""'~"""dte_p_e_n_d'~"e-n-... :-c.'~"l ,-l-a~t-:-t-e-.m-p-:-t-e-a'~"· -:t-o_.ge~ the \';hi te Eouse press off:.. ce to make 
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a statement clearing him prior to discussing it with the Vice 
President. 

(U} Regarding his conversations with Libby about this 
time, although the Vice President has no specific memory of such a 
conversation, Libby may have told him he was not Novak's source. 
In any event, the Vice President did not suspect Libby of being 
Novak's source. He cannot recall Scooter Libby t.elljng him how he 
first learned about Valerie Wilson. It is possible Libl.Jy may have 
learned about Valerie Wilson's employment from the Vice President 
a~ter the Vice President's phone call ~ith George Tenet, but the 
Vice President has no specific recollection of such a 
conversation. The Vice President also cannot recall eve:· \\'aving 
Libby off, at a certain point in time, when Libby offered to tell 
him everything be knew about the Wilson matter. The Vice President 
has no recollection of Libby saying that he'd learned about Valerie 
Wilson from a reporter, nor does he have any recollection of Libby 
indicating that anyone else in the adrr,ir..istration knev• about 
Valerie Wilson's emplo:.{ment at the CIP.. Noreover, Vice President 
Cheney does not have any recollection of Libby indicating that 
reporters with whom Libby was speaking about t he Wilson matter, 
e·.·e1:: info::.t..eci. hi_m of Valerie ~;ilson's employment \>.' i':::h the Cil>. 

(U) The Vice President ~as then provided a doc ument 
bcar:i ng OVP Bates Stamp nurr.ber 002 518. This documF;nt. n;fl e c ted sorr,e 
hand printed talking points on the top half, and the rest of the 
document contained separate hand·..:ritten notes on its lm;er half, 
which tbe Vice President advised was his hand·.-n:iting. Tile Vice 
r::.-esident recognized this note f:~· orn a conversation he hao wJ th 
Scooter Libby after "l'~hite House press secretary N::Clellan ha::l 
issued ::.is September 2003 press statement clearing Rove as Novak's 
source . He recalled Libby presented the hand printed talking pointe 
to hir.1 as a suggested response to the rr.edia to be \Wed by f·l cClell an 
in an ef:'ort to clear Libby of ar.y invol vcm-::nt in the leak. The 
Vice P:-esident, during the interview, read al :::JUd the handwritten 
portion of the document. The Vice President stated t hat he could 
not decipher that part of his own band-..:.::-it.ten r!otes v:hich appeared 
to have been crossed out. He stated that the crossej out words 
might have been v:r it ten as "the Pres. ", h8v;eve::·, \'ice President 
Chenev advised he could not be certain and, in anv event , it had 
been ~rossed out . The Vice Presid~nt stated that.the portion of 
his hand•,.ritten notes ""'hich read in part, "· .. sacrifice the guy 
that wae asked to stick his neck in the meat grinder because of the 
in:::o~r.petence of others", was h is re(erenc:e to the effcrts of Libby 
who was forced to respond to nume:rc•us mcd1a inq>..1iries involving Joe 
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Wilson because of the incompetence of the CIA. The Vice President 
believed at the time that both Libby and Elliot Abrams were being 
left out there in the public eye as the alleged sources for Novak 
in the aftermath of McClellans public exoneration of l'~arl Rove. 

(U) The Vice President acknowledged that it was also his 
hand-..:riting in t.he left margin of t.he one-page note referrins t.o 
"Tenet" and "Wilson memo." However, he said his review of tr.at 
portion of the document did not ring a bell as to why he wrote 
those words. The Vice President could not recall exactlv when he 
wrote this note, but assumes it had to have been sometirn~ after 
McClellan's September 2003 press statement about Rove, and prior to 
a similar statement McClellan subsequently issued curing a press 
briefing denyi:1g any invol verr.ent in the leak on the pa1-t of either 
Libby or Abrams as Novak's sources. 

(U} The Vice President does not recall any member cf his 
staff, including Scooter Libby, meeting with New YOJ::k Times 
reporte::: Judith !'-~iller during the week of 7/7/03, just afte::: 
publication of Joe Wilson's editorial in the New York Times. The 
Vice President was familiar with Judith Miller and her reporting 
expertise in the area of weapons of mass destruction. The Vice 
President does recall some OVP discussion v:ith !>~iller abcr;Jl the key 
judge:n':;;nts of :.he Fall, 2002 N!E around the time of the 
declassification of the NIE. The Vice President recalled this 
time-frame; as being after Baghdad had falle:1 and the sc;arch was on 
in Iraq for weapons of r:1ass destructio::J.. The Vice President 
recalled that certain portions of the NIE had been declassified 
regarding WND, namely the surn.11ary judgment. portions ab::>ut Iraq's 
\IJeap:::ms of mass destruct ion and those parts of the body :Jf the 
overall NIE report which dealt with Iraq's efforts to procure 
uranium from Africa. 

(U} The Vice President described the declassification 
process stating that the President has the ultimate authority to 
declassif)' a document, with other declassification responsJbilities 
vested with those agencies having originally classified a given 
document. He also noted that the Vice President himself had 
declassification authority which comrnonly occurs when tw;:J different 
agencies cannot agree on the de::lassifica':.ion of cer:tain matters 
and the Vice President in essence referees the disoute. 1:..:: an 
examnle I I 
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I :n The Vice President advised he 
eventually made the declasslhcation decisj ons in those matters. 

(U) With respect to the NIE, questions had arisen about 
the President's decision to go to war with Iraq, so the White House 
had been in favor of declassifying the summary judgment portions of 
the NIE, and eventually made the decision to declassify them. The 
Vice President advised that be was unaware of arr b'ec~i 

those portions of the NIE 
prior occasions, i~cluding with the in

(U) With respect to dissemination of tte intonnat:o~ 
contained in the NIE to the press, the Vice President aivised tha~ 
it is possible tc talk about something contained in a class:ficd 
document 'l':ithout violating the law regarding declassification. For 
e:xample, the Vice President has made numerous public s':.::t.':ement.s 
about Iraq's weapons of mass destruction which were based on and, 
in some cases tracked, hiF. reading of classified ir:fo::.•r.atic:1, 
ir.cl udino: the laE.

The Vice President 
advised that the only person on his staff who would have made such 
a request .,.,.as Scooter I~ibby who "''as familiar 't:itb the governing 
rules for utilizing the information contained in the NIE. Libby 
knew it was appropriate to use the information ir. the NIE 
derivatively, without attributing it to its source and without 
disseminating the actual NIE document itself. The Vice- President 
cannot specifically recall having a conversation ..... 1 th Scooter I,ibby 
during which Libby advised the Vice Pr~sident that he wanted to 
share the key judgments of the NIE with Judith Hiller. J..l though 
the Vice President cannot recall having such a conversation, if one 
did occur, he would have advised Libby only to use something if it 
was declassified. He believed Libby would have told him about any 
attempts to put something out to the media prior to its 
declassification and the Vice President cannot recall such a 
discussion. However, the Vice President does recall havin~ a 
conversation at some time with Libby ab::mt the NIE. 

(U) When a8k.ed if he ever had a convcn'.'ation · .. :it.h Scooter 
Libby wherein Libby informed the Vice President that certain 
mate:dal v:ithin the NIE needed to be declassified before it could 
be shared externally, Vice President Cheney advised that he does 
not recall. When asked if he ever advised Libby that the President 
had decided to declassify the NIE, the Vice President declined to 
answer in view of his concerns about sharing potentially privileged 
conversations between himself and the President. It was clarified 
fer the Vice President that he "V:as not being asked to com:ll'2nt on 
the substv.nce of his conversations with the President, tut rc..ther, 
only whether he ever told Libby that he had such a discussion with 
the President.

(U) After the Vice President again mentioned that he was 
pressed fer time, two separate requests were made to Vice Preoident 
Cheney in an effort to assist the DOJVFBI investigation into this 
matter. First, an FBI waiver form was presented to the Vice 
President and copies were given to his attorneys. It was explained 
to Vice President Cheney that his signature was being sought on th0 
waiver form in order to release any reporters with whom the Vice 
President may have had conversations about the subject rratter of 
this investigaticin, from promises of confidentiality arising from 
any nlch convere:ations. Vice President Chr:ney ackno·.o:ledged receipt 
of the- FBis waiver form but declined to sign unti J his atton1eys 

·- have had sufficient time to review it. 

(U) Secondly, it 'l:as requested of Vice P:r-esident C~;ener 
and his lav.yers that all parties to this inter-view agree to refrain 
from any external discussion of this subject matter with any 
unauthorized persons. It was specifically requested that no 
discussions take place with other witnesses in this cas~ and that 
the classified nature of the subject matters discussed in this 
inter-vie·.,· be properly protected. In response to this spccie;.l 
request I the Vice Presidents attorney, Terr-y ODonnell r advised 
that he understood the FBis request, but said he cculd not rr,ake a 
binding cornmi tment to refrain from discm:sing the inter.ri(,;o.· with 
persons who may need to help him properly advise and reprPsect his 
cl j ent. The Special Counsel explained that it •:as important to 
e:1sure that everything be done to keep the recoJ 1 ec: imu; cf other 
witnesses from being influenced.
