previously, In 1918 JOHNSOI was still oubside of the United States as-a
fugitive residing at last during part of 1918 in Spain, It is also known
from general information that when JOHNSTON returned to the United States
he was immedieately placed under arrcst and then served a prison term so
it is unlikely that the photograph in the possession of subject of JOHNSTON
