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EXPLANATION OF EXEMPTIONS

(b)(1) (A) specifically authorized under criteria established by an Executive order to be kept secret in the interest of national defense or foreign 

policy and (B) are in fact properly classified to such Executive order;

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AS IT IS 

I was twenty five years old when I met The Process. Thet 
was m New Orleans, when I was at the lowest ebb 1n the 

whole of my hfe 

I'd tned workmg for a llvmg and not workmg for a hvmg I'd 
tned Roman Cathohc1sm and me<Matlon I'd tried peace 
marches and drugs I'd tned theosophy, theology, SCientology, 
astrology, numerology, mantras, yoga and on and on, free 
love, free sex, free SOCieties prom1smg freedom from mh1b1t1ons 
freedom from problems, freedom from death, freedom from 
hfe, and on and on, myst1c1sm, occult1sm, spmtuahsm and 
pelmamsm, and on and on, and all m e1ght short years. 

It started when I was seventeen and ended when I was twenty 
f1ve and met The Process 

They sa1d to me " The world IS s1ck and the Sickness can only 
end m death, death of the world" Check I'd seen that 
for myself 

They sa1d to me "The latter Days are upon us, and the 
prophecies for the End are now bemg fulfilled" Check I'd 
come across that too m my mvest1gat1ons 

They sa1d to me "He who tnes to hve IN the world and be 
OF the world must d1e w1th the world " That made sense to 
me too, because I'd seen where the world was headed 
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They sa1d· "ThiS IS man's last mcarnat1on, h1s last chance to 
pay off all debts mcurred both m thiS hfet1me and all 
prev1ous l1fet1mes" It felt nght. 

They sa1d "We ~an no longer afford enm1t1es, hatreds, 
self-mdulgences, self-p1t1es and self-condemnations They are 
the cankers that take root ms1de us and blmd our s1ght, 
block our heanng and dull our sens1t1V1t1es to the pomt where 
we begm to stultify mto death, Instead of stretching upwards 
tnto life" 

Yes, 1t had begun to happen to me At twenty f1ve I had tned 
so hard and fa1led so dismally I was bin')(!, deaf and dumb, 
all I had left was a front to present to the rest of the world, 
an 1mage that sa1d 'I'm all nght I know what I'm domg and 
where I'm going. lt'l rtllly quite almplt if you're 11 smtrt •• I 
am,' I THINK my Image fooled people, lt even managed to 
fool me somet•mes - except when I was alone 

Yes, so far so good I behaved them 

They sa1d to me "The only ev1l IS fa1lure, and failure IS refusal 
to fulfill our capab1ht1es, meet our dest101es, and stand true 
to the Purpose of GOD " I d1dn't know too much about that 
but I was Wllhng to fmd out 

"What shall I do?" I asked 

"Work, my fnend, work " 

So work I d1d I made doors and hung them, waited m the 
Cavern !coffee lounge), washed d1shes m the k1tchen, and d1d 

anythmg that requ~red domg 

In the meant1me I took a Job at a coffee bar m order to pay 
my way m Process act1v1t1es The JOb was my f1rst m two 
years, smce I had decided some t1me prev•ously that JObs were 
the answer to nothmg, and not JUSt my leve1s of JOb etther -
truck dnvmg, carpentry, meat packing and odd JObbmg 
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generally - but all Jobs where I'd seen poople m actton, lawyers, 
doctors, engmeers, pol1cemen, teachers. et al 

They all had the1r gnpes and complaints They were all 
d1ssat1sf1ed They all had the m1senes. 

I'd even v1s1ted a psych•atnst when I was twenty two, to see 
1f he could stratghten out some of the circular tours 1n my 
head, and after talking w1th h1m for some t1me, had arnved at 
the conclus10n that although h1s 1mage was on about the 
same level as mme, m general he was 1n worse shape than I was. 

So, I worked for The Process 

They sa1d "As you g1ve so shall you rece1ve " I gave to the 
best of my ab1hty, and I recetved I felt better than I'd felt 
for years. 

I attended Process act1v1ties and began to find out about 
myself, w1th realtty for the ftrst t1me 

I began to fmd out about the Gods 

The Three Great Gods of the Umverse Jehovah, Lucrfer and 
Satan. Consc•ously or unconsctously, apathetically, half-heartedly, 
enthus1asttcally or fanat•cally, under countless other names than 
those by which we know them, and under mnumerable d1sgu1se1 
and descnpt1ons, man have followed the three Great Gods of 
the Unrverse ever 11tN:e the creation. Each one accordmg to h•s 
nature 

For the three Great Gods represent three basiC human patterns 
of reahty W1then the framework of eac:fl pattern there ... e 
cauntless vanattons and permutattons, Widely vary1og grades of 
suppress1on and mtens1ty Yet each one represents a fundament-' 
problem, a deep-rooted dravmg force, a pressure of anstmcts and 
des~res, terrors and revulsions 

All three of them ex1st to some extent m f!Yery one of us But 
each of us leans more heavily towards one of them, Whilst the 
pressures of the other two prov1de the presence of confhet 
and uncarUmty 

JEHOVAH, the wrathful God of vengeance and retrlbutiOfl, 
demands d1sc:~phne, courage and ruthlessniS$, and a sangle-mtnded 
ded1eat1on to duty, p1.1r1ty and self-den'* All of us fQf tho• 
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demands to some degree, some more strongly and more frequently 
then other. 

LUCIFER, the L1ght Bearer, urges us to enJOy hfe to the full, 
to value success m human terms, to be gentle and k1nd and lovmg, 
and to lwe m peace and harmony With one another Man's 
apparent mab1hty to value success Without descendmg mto greed, 
.1111lousy and an eiaggerated sense of h1s own Importance, has 
brought the God Luc1fer mto disrepute He has become mistakenly 
ldent1f1ed w1th Satan 

SAT AN, the rece1ver of transcendent souls and cOt'rupted bod .. s, 
mstlls 1n us two dtrectly oppoSite quaht11s, at one end an urge 
to me above all human and phySICal needs and appet1tes, to 
become llll soul and no body, all sp1nt and no m1nd, and at the 
other end a deSire to smk BENEATH all human values, all 
standards of morality, all eth1cs, all human codes of behaviOur, 
and to wallow 1n a morass of VIolence, lunacy and excess1ve 
physecal 1ndulgenc:e. But 1t 11 the lower end of Satan's nature thlt 
men fur, wh1ch Is why Satan, by whatever name, II ~een u 
the Adversary 

I began to fmd out about Chnst and what He was really trymg 
to tell us 

I began to fmd out about the grey forces, the hypocrites, who 
by the1r hypocnsy, st1ll, two thousand years later, cruc1fy 
Chnst dally 

I began to fmd out about the Un1ty of Chnst and Satan 

Chr1st said, Love th1ne enemy 

Chmt's Enemy was Satan and Satan's Enemy -Christ 

Through Love enm1ty IS destroyed 

Through love samt and s1nner destroy the enm1ty between them 

Through Love Chmt and Satan have destroyed Thesr enm1ty 
and come together for the End 

Chr1st to Judge, Satan to executa the Judgement. Salvation 
OT Doom 
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I began to fmd out how we, humamty, have mahgned Satan. 
have made H•m the scapegoat for our own ev1l and weakness 
and negat1v1ty And I began to understand! 

I was 1nv1ted to attend Sabbath Assembly at The Process where 
I was made an Acolyte of the Church My f1rst step m the 

Process h1erarchy 

That Assembly was movmg, deeply movmg, a real expenence 
for me We sang Process hymns, hymns I'd never heard before 
yet felt were so fam1har We chanted Process chants, chants 
I'd never heard before yet felt I'd known for the whole of 
my hfe. 

The long candles burned, throwmg l1ght and shadow over the 
beautiful Assembly hall Incense, sweet and th1ck, wafted m 
smokey sp1rals up round the polished wood beams 

The Cross, symbol of Chnst, stood stark above the altar, and 
the Mendes Goat, symbol of Satan, was there With us For 
we were about umty, and for the f~rst t1me m my life I 
understood what umty was, not With my mmd or my mtellect, 
but w1th my feelings, wh1ch 1s where after all, the truth lies 

I'd used my mtellect for years and It had profited me nothmg. 
I'd watched others usmg the1r Intellects too for years, and 
could see that 1t was takmg them nowhere fast, except 
downwards, because there's a ce1lmg on mtellect, beyond 
wh1ch we cannot go 

We can use mtellect to solve mathematical equations, to resolve 
fmanc1al problems, to create new wonder drugs, to sncrease 
food production, to evolve new ph1losoph1es, to bu1ld g1ant 
complexes, to revolut10n1se educat1on, to mst1gate mass media 
and to fly to the moon We can use our mtellect to do all of 
these thmgs, and we have, and where are we now? 

Is humamty any happ1er, any better, any more sat1sf1ed, any 
less frustrated, any less anx1ous, any less afra1d than 1t has 
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ever been because of the use of mtellect Are YOU any happier, 
any better, any more sat1sf1ed, any less frustrated, any less 
anx1ous, any less afra1d, because of the use of mtellect1 

No If we are to be honest we must adm1t that there IS more 
unhappiness, mstab1llty, msecunty, chaos, anx1ety, fear, and 
downnght m1sery m the world, than ever before, on a w1der 
scale than ever before, and w•th no reassunng solutions 
1n v1ew to allay the more and more w1dely held v1ew that man 
1s headed for extmctlon 

So, there's a ce1llng on mtellect beyond wh1ch we cannot go 

But there's no ce1llng on emot1on Our feelings can expand 
to encompass any knowledge 

But feel•ngs can be fnghtenmg, they tell us so much about 
ourselves 1f we listen to them, about what we are, about what 
we want And very often what we are and what we want doesn't 
f1t w1th the 1mage of ourselves that we've created 

Feelmgs can tell us that we're stupid or cowardly or confused 
or mfenor or unacceptable or any of the other th1ngs we 
don't want to know about ourselves, and then we really push 
down on those feelings, hard Then we dec1de that feelmg 
really IS dangerous. We revert to Intellect, fast, and took for 
somewhere to put the blame for those feelings of madequacy 

So there's no ce1lmg on emotion, but feelmgs can be cruel and 
b1tter thmgs, particularly 1f we' re alone w1th them Any wonder 
then that we try to live by reason and mtellect and rationale 
and log1c1 

But once we can see that we're not alone With them, that all 
of us at some t1me feel stup1d and cowardly and confused 
and mfenor and unacceptable, and that that •s JUSt how 1t IS, 

part of the human predicament once we can come together 
w1th people who understand, who've been there themselves, who 
love us, and whom we can love, then we start to get the 
courage to hsten to what our feelings are trymg to tell us. 

I d1dn't know too much about any of that the f1rst t1me I 
attended a Sabbath Assembly, and became an Acolyte of The 
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Process What I d1d know was that I felt what umty meant; 
umty w1th other human be1ngs, and umty w1th superhuman 
Be1ngs. 

For They were there that mght, those superhuman Bemgs, and 
Thetr presences were new to me I felt afra1d, I felt overwhalmed; 
I felt very small But also, for the f~rst t1me, I felt a surge of 
exultat•on, of JOY, of bemg at one w1th somethmg I'd known 
somewhere m the d1m and d1stant past, and that I had found for 
myself agam 

Now I knew I was on the nght path There was a feeling of 
nghtness m me that gave me the sort of courage I d1dn't know 
I possessed, that gave me the sort of confidence I dcdn't 
know was poss1ble, that gave me the sort of mvulnerab1hty 
that knows 1t can meet any challenge, surmount any obstacle 
and mvade the very P1t of Hell Itself 1f that IS what IS requared. 

I was an Acolyte of the Church 

I was a Processean 

I had come home 

Smce that t1me I have d1scussed my feelings durmg that 
Sabbath Assembly With other Processeans, and they tell 

me they too have felt the feelings I've tried to descnbe, some 
sooner 1n their progress w1thm The Process, others later But 
all have felt the feelings, and once felt, those feelings never 
entirely leave you, so that no matter how tough the gomg at 
any g•ven moment, there' s th1s glow ms1de you that sustams 
you and lets you know that you're never alone 

Gettmg 'the knowledge' other Processeans descnbed these 
feelings to me as. Well, I got 'the knowledge' that n1ght, and 
nothmg has ever been the same smce Th1s also I was told, 
and have smce discovered for myself, IS accordmg to format 
Once 'the knowledge' 1s g1ven, nothmg IS ever the same agam 
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Smce that t1me I've travelled a long way With The Process, 
physically, mentally and sp1ntually, a long way But the mght 
on whtch I became an Acolyte stands out tn my memory as 
the start of the tourney After that mght I was aware of the 
begmmngs of b1g differences tn myself 

Ftrstly, 'Rehg1on' was real to me where at had never been before 
Previously I had dectded that rehgaon was 'bunk', and had 
stated 1t qu1te vociferously to anyone who got me gomg on the 
subtect (lmagme the tementy, me w1th my great non-knowledge, 
dec1dang that the thmg that had been most tmportant to most 
of humantty down through all the ages, was 'bunk' My only 
excuse 1s that I'd looked at rehg1on, and what I'd seen practtsed 
10 1ts name was one great sham, one great cover-up for greed, 
avance, dishonesty, betrayal and the sheerest hypocnsy) 

So, religion wesn't bunk - well certamly not all rellg1onl One up 
to me I could dttch a stubbornly held agreement, do a vast 
about face, and feel fme - even qutte smart really for havmg 
dtscovered tt 

Next, whenever I'd looked at myself prevtously I'd felt pretty 
much the bottom of the barrel You know, other people were 
better lookmg, or smarter, or more luctd, or more conftdent, or 
more charmmg, or more aggress1ve, or more successful, or 
you know If you're honest, you've been there too We all have 

I'd always known that we all trotted around 1mages of ourselves, 
but now I began to see JUSt the extent of the 1mages that most 
people have bu1lt around themselves for fear of be1ng seen and 
known- or even seemg and knowmg, for tf we see and know, 
that g1ves us a r,1:!spons1btltty, for what we're usually see1ng and 
know1ng IS a terrtble vulnerabtltty tn people, the great 1nsecunty 
exposed, the fear of what the future holds la1d bare, the 
crushmg anx1ety of what the end w1ll be for them, latd open 
for mspect1on . 

Most of us aren't aware to any large extent of these th1ngs m 
ourselves, most of us try very hard NOT to be aware of these 
thmgs m ourselves. But they're there nevertheless, gnawmg away 
at our v1tals hke a cancer, drammg away our conf1dence, 
drammg away our v1taltty, dram1ng away our willpower, mak1ng 
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us much less than we are, much less than we could be, much 
less than we should be, for our own fulfillment 

Now that I could see myself more clearly, necessanly I could see 
other people more clearly also I could see that what starts 
off as 1mages ends up as bnck walls surroundmg each one of us, 
for fear of what mtght get tn or out And seetng, I could offer 
somethmg, some l1ttle thmg, a httle warmth, comfort, contact, 
a httle sympathy 

I felt sympathy, I'd been there too I started to want to help 
other people up out of the bottom of the1r particular barrels 

Some don't want to come up Maybe 1t's easter down there, 
maybe tt's more comfortable, maybe there's nothmg they want 
anyhow, maybe there's nothtng they believe they can have any 
more But some do want to come up, and them, pratse GOO, I 
can g1ve to, to the best of my ability to give, and their ability 
to rece1ve And rece1vmg 1s very often harder than g1vtng, smce 
1t puts us under an obhgat1on, and none of us enJOYS bemg under 
an obltgat1on The only answer to 1t, 1s to gtve and gtve and g1ve. 

"As you gtve so shall you rece1ve," they told me, and I believed 
them, and they were nght 

I'm still convinced there's no altrUism 1n my QIVtng I'm still 
convmced I g1ve only m order to rece1ve, and I don't really 
mmd that at all If gtvmg 1n order to recetve IS me at my selftsh 
best, I shall pursue my course, because 1t feels good and nght, 
and tt' s the law of Chnst 

· Next, I started lookmg at my fellow Processeans more closely. 

In tne ftrst place I'd felt drawn to them and a ltttle btt afra1d 
at the same time I'd felt drawn because of some 1nner quality 
of seremty and purpose and I'd felt a ltttle afratd because tt 
seemed as though most of them could see nght through me, 
and knew thmgs about me that I dtdn't even know myself 
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Now I felt less like an outs1der and more hke one of them, 
an 'lns1de Processean' as opposed to an 'Outs1de Processean', 
although at that stage I was st1ll hvmg outside w1th other 
people who wanted to become part of The Process 

What I now saw about my fellow Processeans was that they 
were happy - not a very penetratmg observatiOn I know, but 
a very surpnsmg one for me, I'd never met people before 
who were genumely happy - and free - they were free from 
the sort of self-consc1ousnesses that I at any rate had been 
prone to- and d•verse- there were not many 'lns1de 
Processeans' 1n New Orleans at that t1me, ten at most, w1th 
vanous commgs and gomgs from Process Chapters m other 
parts of the Umted States, but the stable body compnsed 
not more than ten, and ten such d1fferent types, from 
d1fferent backgrounds, w1th different educational standards, 
different fmanc1al means or lack of them, dtfferent talents, 
attnbutes, natures and outlooks 

I've s1nce d1scovered that the d1vers1ty IS more, much more 
than I was able to see at that t1me Processeans cover the 
SO<:Ial spectrum Graduates frQm top umvers1t1es through to 
near llltterates, ex-engmeers, drug addicts, architects, teachers, 
bums, ttme and mot1on experts, panhandlers, artists, 
electnc1ans and chartered accountants, and all llvmg and 
work1ng together w1th understanding and ded1cat10n, Jew w1th 
Arab, Jew w1th Chnsttan, Jew With German, (what IS 1t about 
the Jews?) - I could go on but I'm sure you've got the pomt 

Anyhow, at that t1me I was v1ewmg The Process and 
Processeans through the eyes of a brand new Acolyte, and 
I hked what I saw 

One more thmg I feel IS worth ment1ontng from that penod 
of my h•story m The Process Never m the whole of my life, 
anywhere, had I felt so accepted or so acceptable Not the 
'accepted' or 'acceptable' where nobody really cares whether 
you're there or not there These people cared They cared 
about whether I res1sted what I was there to fmd out about 
myself, and so drove myself down They cared about whether 
I accepted what I was there to fmd out about myself, and 
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so freed myself from the bonds that bound me to the world 
and the confliCts of humamty 

They cared, but the canng was w1thout cnt1c1sm, Without 
Judgement I was what I was, bum or tycoon, stupid or 
bnll1ant, mad or sane, host1le or sympathetiC, I was what I 
was, and they accepted me as such 

So I had nothmg to f1ght, except myself, and I kept my wars 
With myself to an absolute m1mmum 1n order to make fast 
progress, although I never could move fast enough for my own 
sat1sfact1on, and that hasn't changed even now 

But I d1d move One week after I was rece1ved mto the Church 
as an Acolyte, I was receiVed further mto the Church as an 
ln1t1ate and g1ven my Cross S1x weeks after that I was 
baptu;ed w1th my new Process name, and accepted mto the 
Un1ty of Chnst and Satan as a Messenger of that Un1ty. 

Th1s IS the fastest that these steps can be taken and I really 
felt proud of myself, another somewhat strange feelmg for me 

Shortly after my baptism, 1t was t1me for The Process to 
leave New Orleans It had been there for somethmg l1ke four 

months, runn1ng an Open Chapter (as opposed to a Closed 
Chapter where purely mternal act1v1t1es take place), an Open 
Chapter where everybody and anybody was welcome to attend 
act1v1t1es And everybody and anybody certamly d1d attend 
actiVIties, en masse 

We had a faar-s1zed three storey building m the famous French 
Quarter of New Orleans But fa1r-s1zed or no, 1t was never b1g 
enough for all the people who wanted to cram mto It 

You would have 1magmed that m Lou1s1ana, deepest of the 
deep Southern States and notonously conservatiVe, that 
somethmg as revolutionary as The Process, preaching such 
unpalatables as 'The End of the World' ("What do you mean 
the end of the world?"), and 'the Un1ty of Chnst and Satan' 
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("Who ever heard of such a thmg?"), would Itself be unpalatable 
But no, 1f you had 1mag1ned that you would have 1magmed 
wrong Hundreds of people passed m and out of that 
fatr-s1zed bulldmg every day, and dunng act1v1t1es - Progresses, 
Processcenes, Telepathy Developmg Ctrcles, D1scuss1on Groups, 
Sess1ons, Assemblies, and M1dn1ght Med1tat1ons-
overflowed from fatr-s1zed room to room to room 

So leaving New Orleans meant leavmg many fnends behmd, 
and that saddened us. But word had come down the 
h1erarchy that we ~hoold move, word from the Super Bemgs 
Whom we attend, and Whose hfe force ts channelled through us. 

Thetr d1rect1ves are very often tests of fa1th Do we still have 
roots 1n thiS world'? Do we st1ll need matenal secunty7 Do we 
sttll need envtronmental stabllity7 Do we st11l need money 1n 
our pockets7 Do we st1ll need to know where our next meal IS 

commg from? Do we still need to know where we're gomg to 
sleep tomght7 

If the answer to any of these questions 1s 'yes', we're st1ll 
short on fa1th For not until we've g1ven ourselves over 
completely to the h1gher Powers can we be born agam 

Chrtst sa1d "Except a man be born agam, he cannot see the 
k1ngdom of GOD " And bemg born agam IS llvmg totally 
m fa1th, fatth that however seemmgly 1mposstble the 
Circumstances, that m fa1th we shall overcome, fa1th that 
whatever our needs may be, m fa1th those needs Will be met 
I have lived w1th th1s creed for two years now, and have 
Witnessed and been part of such a senes of mtracles, that, 
please GOD, I shall never doubt agam 

But I was new to the Game when word came that we were 
leavmg New Orleans, and apart from feelmg sad about leavmg 
many fnends beh1nd, there were thmgs I couldn't understand 
Why, when we were do1ng so beautifully, good accommodation, 
enough money com1ng m, many people mterested m us, 
fascmated by us, workmg wtth us and wantmg to become part 
of us, should we suddenly up st1cks and leave? Nobody wanted 
us to leave, except maybe a few nutters who'd heard the word 
'Satan' m connection w1th us, and dec1ded out of their own 
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heads that we were all drug addtcts, or sex man1acs or con men, 
or black mag1c1ans, or even at a p1nch, murderers and rap1sts. 

Fortunately the nutters were a very tmy mmonty, and the more 
1ntell1gent people recognised that here was something new and ' 
worth f1ndmg out about They, like me, obviously liked what 
they found out, smce they kept commg back for more And 
they, the ones who kept commg back for more, certamly 
dtdn't want us to leave 

So why should we leave? Wasn't 1t Important to us to have 
success m terms of money, people, love, admtrat1on and 
acceptance? 

No, It was not We are here to do the w1ll of the Gods and 1f 
we fatl to do that w1ll, all the success m terms of money, 
people, love, adm1rat1on and acceptance 1n the world, w11l g1ve 
us no sat1sfact1on For 1n purely worldly terms there IS no 
sat1sfact1on (There IS an abnormally h1gh su1c1de rate amongst 
mllhonatres, wh1ch, 1f I'd needed proof, would have helped ) 

But I d1dn' t need proof I'd seen enough of 'worldly success' 
myself, to know that 1t brought nothmg but transitory pleasure, 
of the 'aren't I clever' vanety Then after the short glow of 
self-satlsfactton, comes the same dull ache, the same hollowness, 
the same fut1hty, then, more whormg after empty pleasure, 
more whonng after empty success "For what IS a man profited, 
1f he shall gam the whole world and lose hts own soul" 

I was convmced And th1s t1me I'd convmced myself I hadn't 
had to go to another Processean of greater expenence and 
h1gher rank to say "Why, how, whtch, when, where?" I'd 
gotten 1t for myself I was begmntng to open up as a channel, 
to the extent that almost as soon as I asked a quest1on, 1n 
came the answer My fa1th was rncreasmg My scope was 
expand1ng 

Now I was ready to leave New Orleans So were other new 
Processeans whose fatth had already taken them to the pomt 
I had reached, or maybe beyond 

It was easy for me I had nothmg to g1ve up, except my own

; miserable doubts. Others had to choose between The Process 

and well pa1d JObs, The Process and a umvers1ty degree, The 
Process and a professional reputation, The Process and a 
beautiful home, m short, between The Process and the1r roots 
m th1s world 

The ones who made their dec1s1on FOR The Process, then set 
about organ1s1ng to get themselves to San Franc1sco, and to 
the Process Chapter m that c1ty We travelled by every 
ava1lable means of transportation Some went by tram, others 
by car or truck or 'plane or bus or by h1tchmg ndes Some 
even, believe 1t or not, went by boat 

Well, all of that was almost two years ago, and dunng that 
almost two years, I've been part of Process Chapters m San 

Francisco, Los Angeles, and New York, then, leavmg the 
States, Process Chapters m Holland, France, Germany, Italy 
and now, England 

Dunng that almost two years I have changed Immeasurably, 
both by bemg part of Closed Process Chapters where the 
accent 1s on trammg, self- and other- realisation, learnmg, 
knowledge, self·express1on and expansmn, change and 
development, and by bemg part of Open Process Chapters 
where the accent IS on spreadmg the Word through literature, 
and through act1v1t1es wh1ch everybody and anybod¥ IS 
welcome to attend! 

The changes I've noted m myself stagger me sometimes when 
I compare the 'me' I now am, to the 'me' I once was 

Everythmg that once was a problem to me no longer IS The 
anxtetles that once dogged my movements have evaporated 
1nto thm a1r The uncertamt1es I used to feel about my own 
worth and stature and acceptability have dropped away and 
left me free I now know who I am and where I'm gomg, and 
what I'm tn th1s world for I now know my functton, my 
purpose, my fulf1llment and my destmy, and th1s of course IS 
the greatest change of all 
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Now, when people on the fnnges of The Process ask me 
quest1ons l1ke "How can we believe m GOD when the world 
IS m such a state and people are suffenng so ternbly7" I 
can answer With my own conv1ct1on "GOD IS not responsible 
to us for the state of the world and the suffermg of humamty, 
WE are responsible to GOD that we allow such thmgs to be" 
Or when someone says to me almost complammgly "What IS 

The Process trymg to say) I don't really understand the 
literature or what goes on at the act•v1t1es," I can, With my 
own conv1ct1on use the words Chnst used when HIS d1sc1ples 
asked h1m why He spoke m parables " That seemg they 
may see, and not perceiVe, and heanng they may hear, and 
not understand, lest at any t1me they should be converted 
and the1r sms should be forg1ven them " 

Or agam, the people who say to me "Your literature, and 
everythmg The Process IS and stands for, makes so much 
sense to me It answers so many previously unanswered 
questions, and relates d~rectly to me as nothmg ever has 
before," to them I can say, agam usmg the words of Chmt 
"But blessed are your eyes, for they see, and your ears, for 
they hear " And to that I can add m my own words 
"Welcome, you are one of us " 

As for me, I am a Prophet of the Church I am a Processean. 
I have come home 

As for you, 1f my humble effort to explam to you what The 
Process means to me, helps to explam what The Process could 
mean for you, I'm glad And my dearest Wish 1s to say to 
you, whoever and whatever you are "Welcome, you are one 
of us"

And Jove IS the major way that we have of resolvmg the conflict 
between the CH R 1ST and SAT AN m ourselves, that leads to m1sery 
and 1solatton, loss of contact and separation from our fellow bemgs, 
ahenat1on from and hatred of other human becngs, who, JUSt like 
hke ourselves, are trymg to make the best of life m a harsh and 
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dtff1cult world, a world MADE harsh and d1ff1cult by those same 
conflicts, that same CHRIST and SAT AN m each of us 

We cannot at th1s pornt reach as far as LOVING the ev111n our­
selves that IS SAT AN, but we can take the f1rst step We can 
acknowledge the fact that the ev1l1s there rn us, man1festmg m 
the drshkes that we feel for one another, the lusts of the flesh that 
can lead to self mdu lgence m eatmg, dnnkmg, sex and drugs, the 
failures to g1ve help where help cs requared, the demands for self 
mstead of the gcvmg of self, and the fear we know, fear of 
retnbut1on for what we feel we have done wrong 

We cannot at th1s pomt ACCEPT the ev11 wcth1n ourselves that IS 
SAT AN, but we can take the hrst step We can accept the fact 
that the ev1l IS m US, rather than JUStlfymg ct away by saylllg that 
1t's not our fault, or by blammg other people, ccrcumstances, 
organ1sat1ons, tnst1tut10ns, rules and regulations, env1ronment, 
government or the weather 

And once we HAVE dcknowledged that SATAN IS IN US. each 
md1v1dual one of us, and that 1t's not s1mply other people who are 
ev1l, then we can go further Instead of hatmg, rejectmg and bemg 
ashamed of the ev1 l m ourselves. we can begm to accept and under 
stand It -our mamfestat1on of CHR 1ST'S love for SATAN - and 
that IS the key to changmg &t 
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And once we have stopped ftghtmg the SAT AN m ourselves by 
runntng from 1t, htdtng from tt. suppresstng tt, tgnonng tt, denymg 
1t, reductng tts tmportance, wtshtng tt weren 't there. pretendtng 
tt's NOT there, betng bhnd to tt, or tnvahdat1ng 1t tn any one of a 
hundred other ways, we can redtrect mto more postttve channels, 
the energy we've been ustng to ftght agamst ourselves, and. we can 
unf1x the ftxated attentton on ourselves and gtve tt to other 
people. where tts returns are much more rewardt ng 

When we reach the potnt where we have more attentton on others 
and the1r problems than on ourselves and our problems, where our 
INSTINCT JS well as our asp1rat1on 1s to g1ve to others rather than 
demandtng for ourselves, we're wtnmng 

We have learned the truth of CHRIST's words " As ye g.ve, so 
shall ye recetve" 

Thts 1c; the Untversal Law If we gtve love and warmth and contact, 
we ~hall recetve love and warmth and contact If we gtve hatred 
and lear and susptcton. we shall recetve them tn return If we 
defend ourselves agamst others. others wtll defend themselves 
ag.tmst us If we attack others, others wtll attack us If we take, we 
w•ll be taken from Anythmg we gtve, whether poSittve or negattve. 
wtll be returned to us m full measure 
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As long as we KNOW thts, we cannot stray far from the path 
Somett.nes there 1s a need to prove tt We test our knowledge of 
the Untversal Law. blamtng, cnt1c1smg, or demandmg And tn 
return we are blamed, cntlctsed and demanded from - naturally I 

That SHOULD be enough We should have our proof But 
sometimes, some little demon of pervers1ty or masoch1sm dnves us 
on, to prove agamst all the ev1dence, that we CAN be selfish, 
blamefu I, baulky and self absorbed, and sttll be happy and fulftlled 
We can't, as we very soon dtscover All that happens ts that we end 
up mtserable and frustrated 

If we're wtse and ltfe onentated, at thts pomt we set ourselves 
ftrmly back on the path of lovmg and g1vtng and contact wtth 
GOD If we're stupid and death onentated, we carry on, poor 
v1ct1ms of Circumstance, poor v1cttms of ' them' who won't gtve us 
what we want, poor v1ct1ms of 'them' who don't understand us, 
make no allowances for us, are cruel to us, take us for gnnted -
and had better watch out or WE'LL show them' 

In thts state. we're out of contact wtth ourselves and everythrng 
else, we're out of control of ourselves and everything else, we' re 
no good to ourselves or anythtng else In th1s state, our only true 
realtty ts our own mtsery We're rtght back where we started, slaves 
to our negattve selves 
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Th1s latter, fortunately, seldom happens. Nonnally, once we have 
learned the way, we are able to catch ourselves on the way down, 
before we h1t rock bottom Then we Simply begm agam where we 
left off, the lessons of pos1t1v1ty, and the rewards that pos1t1v1ty 
brmgs, once more well learned- better learned this t1me m fact 
because of our fall from grace and the stark difference we've seen 
1n our selves between one state and the other 

Welt, th1s 1s one way we have of tackling spmtuat problems, a 
Simple 1mpartmg of spmtual knowledge If It appeals to you, 1f It's 
real to you, makes sense to you, or many other way stnkes a 
chord m you, come along to the Chapter and fmd out more 

We have other ways of helpmg you to help yourself to help us to 
help others, Telepathy Developmg C1rcles, where you can develop 
your telepathic ab1llt1es through psychometry ar.d the like, 
Processcenes, wh1ch are fa1rly rumbustous, great for self-expressiOn, 
great for emotional release and great fun, M1dmght Med1tat•ons, 
wh1ch are qu1et, warm, gentle and full of contact There are our

then IIYil cannot love anyone else And th1s IS not self-love of the 
'g1ve to me, I want, I need, I deserve' vanety, but self-love of the 'I 
have sympathy, understanding and other good thmgs to g1ve, and I 
have the confidence and ability to g1ve them where they are 
reqUired' vanety

n the beginning there was purity, and calm, and peace, and beauty.

religious organizatlons without due cause . They were also 
advised that the FBI appreciated their concern and cooperation .
