A Killer's Confession 
One of the cold war's most f,\:;ei1Mtin~ 

murder mvsteries was solved last week 
-or was it? These were the facts: 

On the night of Oct. 15. 1959, the body 
of a 50-year-old Ukrainian anti-Commu­
nist named Stefan Bandera was discov­
ered in his :'.\[unich home, slumped across 
the stairs, dead. It looked like a heart

had been poisoned with cyanide.

The babv died 
last Aug. 8 and, in des.pair, the Stashin­
skys fled West just before the border 
was closed on Aug. 13. 

But Stashinskv's confession to murder 
meant possible life impris.arunent. So why 
had he gi\'en himself up..~ The only ex­
planation police could o.fl!er was that a 
worse fate awaited him m the East.
