4• After the a.tta.ohments were reoeived by the recipients, several 
interesting- developments took plaoe, which N'Ef}HJ£ subsequently heard about 
from Subject of Reference. The most important was that ZEfilUi:R gave WEINERT 
the co:r;,Y of .Attaehm"nt C-1 after the latter demanded that he be given the 
c.hamJ• to prepare a S-telltn,p@J!!e in 'rebuttal. In it, WEINERT allegedly 
admitted to the su.bstanee of the indiotment contained in Attaebmant C-1, 

_but claimed that his aetivities were nevertheless not delineated quite cor­
reet ]Jr b7 Sabject of Ref'e:rence. 'fhe latter was o-f the opinion that \VEDmRT 
only weakened his position through hie §iellMP:!bm.e. instead of elarifying 
it. 'fhe next item of interest was th-1t l):h Welt terminated its free-lanoe 
arrangement with Subject of Reference. !t'he latter did not make it elear 
to NEWILUt whether this was a perfectly normal procedure on the part o-f 
Die Welt becauee he· was representing a client with a case against Die Welt, 
· or whether this was e.n act of re_taliation by Die Welt. The final develop­
ment was a request by Subject ot Referenee urging NEWHAM to re_tain a lawyer 

· praetici118 in West Berlin to handle su.oh matters as may t:i-anspire on the 
looa.l soene. However, he emphasized to NEWH..AJL that this request should 
not be oonstru..ed tliat he wa,s preparing to wi thdra:w as N.i:i-WRAR' s/M.'LilfEliJ" s 
counsel, but was baaed on the fa.ct that· he simply had too many ca.see to 
handle in the hd.Bep which kept him from doing justice to West Berlin 
a,t-el0pm.enta. 

5. We will keep you advised of fu.rthel'. developments arising from 
Subject of Jte:f'erence• s a.etivi ties on behalf of Nt'WHAM and D'fLINEll. ·

I refer to our discussion of yesterday in connection with the news­

paper articles emanating from the :Berlin office of Die Welt,. which con­

cerned my client, Kr. Ernst Tillich. This entire matt.er ha.a not only a 

juridical aspect, but also •"Speoif'ioally a criminal aspect. The problem 

of this kind of newspaper reporting also touches upon journalistic aspects, 

about which I would like to make certain comments to you. 

In order to clarify the circumstances, I am forwarding to you as 

Attachment 1 a correction as per the provisions of Paragraph 11/Presse­

geeetz, as well as an alternate article, which I previously forwarded to 

Dr. l3uoerius. From these items you will be able to determine the beginning 

of the campaign against Mr. Tillich, as well as the seriousness of the 

allegations which were made against him. During a meeting of STERII 

editors on 20 October 1955, at which Messrs, Bannen, Weinert, Peters, von 

Neuhaus and .Qraf participated, Mr. Weinert presented certain items which 

he considered damaging. These items were purloined by Mr. Ratzek, a former 

employee of the KgU. The specific criminal allegat.ions, i.e., the alleged 

missions to carry out acts of sabotage and espionage by various persons,

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are in no way contained in .these items (documents). Rather, these accu­

sations have their origin in propaganda which was put out by the S:f'S. 

With respect to the manner of reporting in this article, I call your 

attention to a picture which purports to show.a fire in the Bunafabrik 

:,Uerste~0walde. This picture was taken from a Soviet Zone Defa film. 

The caption reads 1 

"Whether or not this picture is falsified, no one in the West 

can say. The SfS 1'l"esented it as proof for an act of sabotage 

committed by the XgU in the Bunafabrik Fuerstenrnralde. The 

. factory buildings ·allegedly burned to the ground, and the cul­

prits were liquidated. In any eve_nt, KgU chief Tillich could 

not deny that a numb.er of p\lpple sentenced to death in the ODR 

for alleged acts of sabotage actually belonged to his orga.niza-

tion."· 

i'his mixture· of ugly oomibnations and allegations speaks for itself. 

When I e.m not in a position to state whette r or not a picture has been 

falsified, then I do not publish it and at the sazne tir:,e try to tie it 

to some XgU activity. ·The material which was contained in the STERN 

article came from Mr. Weinert. and he helped write the article.

The ·accusations in Number 37 of the STERN are so grave that they 

should have bJen clarified before they were printed; However; Mr; Weinert 

ciid not cease his efforts with this article.. He continued them with a 

series of· articles in Die Welt and Welt am Som1tag. I forwarded there-

fore in Attachment 2 the following items• 

a) phot.occ;,py . of the article in Die Welt of 30 September 

. b) photocopy of the article in Die Wel.t of 13 October 
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c) photocopy of the article in Die Welt of 14 October 

d) photocopy of the article in Die Welt of 20 October 

e) photocopy of the article in Die Welt am Sonntag of 23 October.

the origin and baokground of these articles a 

After· his attaok in the S'l'EBB, 14r. Weinert needed additional 

"material". ,o accomplish this, Mr. Weinert visited the defector Ruprecht 

Wagner who apparently had been ·for aome time a epitzel and an agent of the 

SfS. Mr. Weinert visited him in his apartment in Stalinallee (East Berlin), 

and procured from him material. a.nd information against 'rillich. ~ing 

the four hour discussion with Wagner, two officials of the SfS partici­

patedJ these men showed Mr. Weinert photographs of various employees of the 

KgU as well as photos of various KgU offices. The fact that this conver­

sation took place cannot be denied by Kr. Weinert, because he specifically­

referred to it in an article in Die Welt of 30 September. In this article 

Mr. Weinert hae made himself a helpmate of the SfS. 

I would like to observe that Kr. Weinert did not take upon himself 

the task of objectively reporting the incident in East Berlin in this 

article. A short time after Mr. Wein~rt's visit, the S:t'S staged a press 

conference with Ruprecht Wagner. If Mr. Weinert would have made a detailed 

report about the press conference, one could still raise the question, if, 

apart from publicizing material from the StS in West Germ.an papers, it· 

ca.n be considered appropriate to m~lign tlle honor of a citizen. As pre­

viouoly mentioned, the discussion with Wagner in the latter's home, at 

which two officials of the SfS participated, came about at the initiative 

l .: 
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of Mr. Weinert. The discussion did not serve t.he pur:poae of objectively 

reporting certain developments, but ean be construed as a questionable 

procedure to obtain material designed to satisfy what appeared to be Mr. 

Weinert•s private detective-like inclinations. I take the liberty of 

labelling this procedure as revolver journalism, and I raise the question 

if it is the policy of Die Welt to deviate from the principle of objective 

newspaper reporting, and to permit its individual employees tc fight a 

private war. I further raise the additional question if it was not the duty . 

o:f Mr. Weinert, as a journalist whose concern should be objective news-

paper reporting1 to have reported Mr. Tillich's side of the story, es­

pecially when '"Mr. Weinert utilized mnterial obtained from the SfS in Die 

Welt. And I raise ·another question, i.e., is the chief' editorial officer 

of Die we informed about such activities of Mr. Weinert. 

In connection with the article of 13 October, I am sending you a 

correction as per .the provisions of Paragraph 11/Pressegesetz, which is 

self-explanatory:. Since according to the provisions of Paragr~ph: .11/ 

Pressegesetz I can take a position only with respect to a number of un­

truths which speoi:f'i<>a.l}y concern my olient. Mr. 'fillich, I consider it 

necessary to inform you in full about the background concerning these 

articles. 

After the .press had publicized that 2,000 f'lllee h:ad vanished from 

the ltgtJ, the 12.tter. preferred charges for theft. An investigation. dis­

closed that instead of 2,000 files approximately 75 single pages of 

various reports/records were missing. The suspicions of the criminal 

,.l J._ -
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police were directed to the. former KgU employee Ratzek, whose employment 

had been terminated about nine months previously. Ratzek initially denied 

any knowledge about the missing items, but finally broke under the weight 

of the evidence and took the investigating officers of the orimillB.l. police 

to the o~llar of his house, where the remaining items {i.e. missing docu­

ments) were found under the coal pile. This fact is not known to~. 

Weinert a.s of now and I request you not to in.form him of it. A. ws.rrant 

of arrest was then issued against Kr. Ratzek, 0specially since he was under 

suspicion of maintaining treasonable contacts. The documents which Mr. 

Weinert used were those which Mr. Ratzek had stolen. I therefore raise 

the question if it should not have been the Journalistic du:t;r of Mr. 

Weinert to transmit these doau:ments to that person from whom they had been 

stolen, or if he did not like Mr:. Tillich, to the police, instead of 

having utilized ,them for his own purposes. {I emphasize again that these 

dooumente do not aor:tain any of the allegations which were made public 

in the S'l'ERN). 

In connection with the investigation of Batzek, the criminal police 

established the fact that hie former secretary, Frau Corth, had purloined 

a number of these documents from the KgU. The criminal police therefore 

did its duty and decided to investigate Frau Corth. She was picked up 

and brought to police headquarters for this purpose. Despite the :fact 

that frau Corth was released by the police after she had signed a con­

fession, Weinert decided to report this in an article which was distinctly 

antagonistic to the Berlin police. :S:e specifically accused them of having 

obta.ined a con.fession under d.uress. 
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If I as a lawyer were to speak with an a.ccusec! directly after his 

investigation in order to determine the. results of his incriminating 

deposition, I would be. guilty of aiding and abetting the accused under 

Paragraph 257 /strafgesetzbuch, and I wo.uld be expelled from the lawyer's 

association. Mr. Weinert no:t only spoke.with this witness about her in­

vestigation immediately after her release by the police, but he even 

reported. th.is matter in a thoroughly distorted manner. As far as the 
, 

ICgV is eo~erned: in this matter, you will find. the correct circumstances 

in the attached correction. 

lty rtrtue of his newspaper articles Mr. Weinert deliberately intruded 

in an investigation which is still open, while at the same time directing 

sha.rp and unqualified attacks against the Berlin police. As an objective 
'· 

reporter of Die Welt in Berlin, it should have been his task to await the 

outcome cf the inv.estigation against Ratzek and t!',en to report about the 

aentenoe, and poaeibly thereafter to take a critical position with respect 

to the legal validity of it. It is however not his task to interview 

wtinesses directly after their release by the police, to r.eport the re­

sults in false manner, and to direct attacks against the Berlin police. -

It should be investigated if Mr. Weinert did. not attempt 'In pressure tlie 

police in:Jsome manner through his articles. His article abounds with 

perfidious allegations which a.re clear to each and everyone who .has s:, me . 

knowledge of writing end of the German language. For instance he states 

with respect to the Berlin criminal police:

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"Ra.tzek was supposed to admit that he took along aeoret 

documents from the KgU at the time of his termina.tion.n 

What is the meaning of this phrase was supposed to? The West Berlin police 

did not and was not supposed to do anything else except to determine the 

truth about the matter. Weinert insulted the police with· hie allegation 

that insteed of doing its duty, it md a preconceived opinion of the 

ei tU:l. tion. In phrase after phrase· the article contains perfidious in­

sinua.ti ons a.nd allegations concerning the dereliction of duty on the part 

of the police. 

"They threatened her that they would hold her in investiga­

tive custody." 

If an individual is an accomplice to a theft, then the police has the 

duty to demand investigative arrest in the event the individual is oapa~le 

of prejudicing the course of justice. Furthermore, the police generally 

do not make the decision as to whether or not an individual should be 

placed under investigative arrest, this is the duty of the investigating 

judge. I therefore repeat, Weinert•s article is not only an intrusion 

into a case still open to investigation, but is also an intrusion into 

the specific aspects of the investigation, especially in connection with 

his accusations that the police used duress to get a confession. 

:Mr. Weinert however was not satisfied with this intrusion into e.n 

unfinished investigation. The following day he and Mr. Joohen !CUehle 

interviewed Frau Corth in the !erlin office of Die Welt. And' it was 

agreed to turn the tables and to attack the West Berlin police, and by 

means of counter-charges to try to whitewash the accused. persons while 

at the same time putting the police under pressure through the press. 
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fhe counter-ehnrgesr,were drafted up in the :Berlin office of Die Welt il]. 

the presence of Mr. Weinert and Mr. Kuehle, and ~ere signed by Frau Corth. 

Thereupon :Mr. We:lnert publicized these charges in the next issue of Die 

Welt, oha.rges y1hich he himself had helped to draft up, which accused two 

officiala of the Berlin police of false arrest, false accusations• per­

secution o:f innocent peroons, and of rof.l!orting to duress to ol?te.in a 

confession. These_ accnsr,tiollll were aI!long the severest which oe.n be 

leveled against an official and especially against an investigating 

official. The ent5.re article can be construed a.s a major attempt at 

blackmail, :false aocuaationa, and attempts to favor the accused and _to 

pervert the course of an investigation. I amrnme that the Berlin police 

will know what to do about these acouaatiuna, especially since it. involves 

accusations against two of its officials. I take the liberty of pointing 

out the following to you. From the standpoint of legal prooedu:re, it is 

axiomatic that every individual has the right 'lo bring charges. However, 

is it possible that the charges of Frau Corth would have received two 

columns of space with three lines of- heading if by chance Mr. Weinert 

· had not been the correspondent of Die Welt in .Berlin. Are not the statutes 

of Die Welt, which include the duty of objective reporting, seriously 

a.bused when charges are prepared in the Berlin office of the paper, which 

are tlcn publicized in a manner not befitting their natur~, thanks to 

the influential posi tfon whicl- Die Welt occupies nmonc the public at 

large. Is it rifsht that these charges shoulc. l)e give~ a status which 

they never deserved simply because M:r. Weinert wants to conduct a private 

war. Should it not hav2 been the journalistic responsibility of Mr. 

Weinert to visit Mr. Tillich or another representative of the KgU in 

------1 
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order to give the other side, which Wl!!,S constantly under attack, a.n oppor-· 

tunity to give an objective account of its side of the matter. Is it the. 

polioy of Die Welt to.permit intrusions into open investigations. 

The article in Die Welt of 20 October can only be designated as in­

famous. After the results of the investigation and interrogation of 

Ratzek, plus the f'inding of the stolen documents in the coal cellar, bad 

served to justify the case against Ratzek, tre sta.te•s attorney in Berlin 

approved tho necessity of investigative custody, and the judge approved 

the issuance of a warrant. of arrest against Ratzek. Now, after Mr. Weinert 

ha.d violated the statu~es of Die Welt a.a well as his journalistic duties 

by intruding in an open investigation in an attempt to whitewash the accused. 

Ratzek• .1 t would have been t1m'e for him to bring at least an objective re-

port concerning: the court session re Ratzek. However, Mr. Weinert reported 

what MW3t have been for him a.nd the deliberately misinformed reading public 

the surprising result of the affirmation of the investigative custody in 

only one sent82loe. Thereafter he oontinued by reporting the allegations 

of the accused Ra.tzek. I ask you to inquire of one of your journalists who 

happens to be a. police reporter what his opinion of such reporting pro­

cedure is. It is obvious that at this point the reporting no longer deais 
) 

with Yr. Tillich, but rather with attacks age.inst the police a.nd the courts. 

It would have 'been Mr .• Weinert' s duty- to report a.t least some. of the. state­

ments of the state's attorney or so.me of the legal.grounds for Ra.tzek's 

continued arrest. At this particular· stage of hia reporting, Mr. Weinert 

. could have. brought a.t least a· statement by· Mr. Tillich, which the h.1.tter 
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probably would have refused to make.because he did not want to interfere 

with a case still under investigation. The manner in which Mr. Weinert 

has reported these developments is not only insulting and libelous, but 

is also dictated by hate. If Mr. Weinert hates Mr. Tillich, then this 

is a. personal matter. However, I raise the question if it is desirable 

that the reputation of Die Welt be besmirched because Xr. Weinert has 

utilized it for purposes to satisfy his personal dislikes. 

The last article of Jh-. Weinert in Die Welt am Sonntag of 23 October 

is also directed against the KgU in its entirety, despite the fact that 

the KgU is. attempting to ameliorate the lot of the people in the GDR. · I 

regard this article~ ·insofar as it does not contain accusations which go 

beyond previous ones, as an art1ole which contains Weinert'e ten4entious 
•·•1.::n . 

opinions. 

In summary, it can be stated that the publication of five articles 

in Die Welt, an article in Die Welt am Sonntag plus the article in !lumber 

;7 of the STERN do not represent reporting.in its true sense, but rather 

a systematic and d~famatory- hate campaign. To date no statement of Mr •. 

Tillich baa been carried in these papers. It would seem that )(r. Weinert 

has used the fact that Mr. Tillich is not a section chief in an intelli­

gence organization but rather the leader of a legally registered private 

organization in order to defame the honor of a private citizen without. 

repercussions to himself. And ·Mr. Weinert has not made _his attacks more 

palatable because he happened to single out :Mr. Tillich, who 1s in a 

somewhat vulnerable arid unprotected position.

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l4;v' dear Mr. Zehrer, when Kr. Tillich requested me to represent him 

in matters which could possibly result in legal proceedings, I assumed 

that he was referring to the attacks in the STERN. I was astounded when 

I found out that Mr. Weinert wa.a behind these attacks, while at the same 

time servil!lg as the correspondent of Die Welt in Berlin. To some extent 

the public has gotten the impression that the attacks.against Mr. Tillich 

stemmed from various sides and various organizations. In reality, the 

attacks appear to be due almost entirely to the efforts of Kr. Weinert 

himself'. 

Because of my long established and close, contacts to Die Welt, it 

has been fairly easy for me to advise Mr. Tillich not to consider any 

legal action against the newspaper publisher himself. Mr. Tillich is 

definitely interested in a close and collaborative relationship with the 

entire press, especially with Die Welt. I believe it is clear from the 

aforegoing that Die Welt is obliged to undertake some action which will 

rehab1litate Mr. Tillich's honor. You will therefore understand my re­

quest when I ask you to print the information contained in the attachments 

as required by the proYisions of Paragraph 11/Pressegeeetz. This should 

take place in the next issue of your paper on the same page and in the 

same format under which the previous derogatory articles appeared. It 

is realized that a correction under the provis,-ons of Paragr:aph 11/Presse­

gesetz is generally awkward and diffiou.lt for the reader to understand 

and follow. Buoh a correction also has the disadvantage of only touching 

upon a number of points while at the same time excluding ail comments 
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and observations pertinent thereto. The correction has the further dis­

advantage in that the major portion of it should really rectify the 

accusations that were leveled against the Berlin polioe, so that a full 

undere-tanding concerning the distorted reports of' ?Ir. Weinert is possible. 

It would therefore be more desirable if you would be prepared to publicize 

a second version of the correction, which however does not necessarily 

meet the technicalities of Paragraph 11/Pressegeaetz. Buch a version 

would have the advantage of not necessarily appearing ae a correction, 

it would thereby enable the reader to read it with interest and would 

save the newspaper the embarrassment of he.Ting to dieaTow its previous 

reports. I leave it to your discretion as-to which version you decide to 

print. I would also agree if youwould assign an objective and unbiased 

reporter of Die Welt to conduct an interview of Mr. Tillich and to write 

an article concerning the activities of the KgU. It is presumed that 

such an article would:-pta~ent to the public e. correct version of the . 

KgU•s acti;vitiea and wo'.lld thereby help to lessen some of the damage 

,f'.' which has been done to my client.

You will have noted that I did not te.lce a position with respect to 

the various accusations which have been leveled against Mr. Tillich 

personally. I have rather restricted my position to such matters as are 

concerne!l with proper journalistic reporting and the legalities that 

may arise therefrom if no~ conducted in the proper manner. In this con·!'" 

nection I would like to inform you, that because of the articles in the 

STERN and Die Welt, investigations have been instituted which my client 
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Mr. Tillich considers desirable because they afford him an opportunity 

to clear his name. Furthermore, the investigations against Ratzak and 

Frau Corth are continuing. Also, due to the efforts of Mr. Weinert and 

Mr. Kuehle, investigations have been instituted ag3.inst the two officials 

of the Berlin criminal police who handled the Corth/Ratzek investigation. 

I give you official notification of this so thst you.may know that any 

further articles concerning these matters must be considered an attempt 

to interfere wit1.i judicial prooedurea. It would also be impossible for 

me to restrain Mr. Tillich from legal action against you in the event 

further articles appear. I am certain however that you are of the same 

opinion as I am, namely, that a large and leading newspaper has a respon$1-

bility to defend the basio law of our country, and that it does not have 

the right to interfere with the due prooess of the law especially when 

one of the individuals involved in such judicial procedure has been 

severely attacked. it would be most desirable if you would use your 

influence to induce the Berli.n office of Die Welt to adhere t,0 the plan 

of proper and decent journalistic proced~re. 

Be!oer concluding, I request you to consider this letter as personal 

a.nd confidential. Naturally I have nothing against a revelation of the 

general contents of this letter to the people who ere cc.nccrned with the 

various events.
