REPORT ON GUATEMALAN HUMAN RIGHTS SITUATION
(CASA 27/82, Al INDEX AMR 34/24/82) SUBMITTED AS
TESTIMONY TO THE PATTERSON SUBCOMMITTEE ON AUGUST
5 ASSUMES THAT THE GUATEMALAN ARMY IS
RESPONSIBLE FOR THE MAJORITY OF INCIDENTS SINCE
MARCH 23 INVOLVING THE KILLING OF HUNDREDS OF
NONCOMBATANT CIVILIANS. THIS, OF COURSE, SHOWS
THE ACCEPTANCE OF THE VIEW OF THOSE (THE FAR-
LEFT MEMBERS OF CUC -- A CAMPESINO ORGANIZATION)
WHO OCCUPIED THE BRAZILIAN EMBASSY IN GUATEMALA
LIMITED OFFICIAL USE
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ON 12 MAY. HOW THESE PEASANTS COULD HAVE
GATHERED INFORMATION ABOUT THESE INCIDENTS --
SCATTERED ALL OVER GUATEMALA -- IS UNEXPLAINED.
MANY OF THE INCIDENTS ARE UNKNOWN TO THE EMBASSY
AND TO EMBASSY SOURCES -- THE PRESS, THE ARMY,

AND THE POLICE (SEE PARA 2), OTHER INCIDENTS

(SEE PARA 3) ARE REPORTED BOTH BY THE EMBASSY AND
BY Al, BUT OFTEN WITH A DIFFERENCE OF OPINION

AS TO WHO WAS RESPONSIBLE: ARMY OR LEFT-WING
TERRORISTS. FINALLY, Al EITHER WAS NOT AWARE
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OF, OR CHOSE NOT TO REPORT, MANY INCIDENTS INVOLVING
TERRORISTS ATTACKS ON THE ARMY, CIVIL DEFENSE
FORCES, AND NONCOMBATANTS WHICH THE EMBASSY
REPORTED (SEE PARA 4). END SUMMARY.
