GORBACHEV WAS "A MUCH MORE PRAGMATIC LEADER., .
WILLING TO EXPLORE NEW APPROACHES TO OLD PROBLEMS." !
GANDHI OBSERVED THAT GORBACHEV OBVIOUSLY PURSUES 5
THE SAME SOVIET GOALS AS HIS PREDECESSORS, BUT IN

HIS TACTICS HE IS VERY DIFFERENT. GANDHI SAID

GORBACHEV IS "A MODERN MAN WHO IS WILLING TO TAKE

CHANCES BY EXPLORING NEW FORMULAS TO RESOLVE

PROBLEMS." GANDHI HAD MET THROUGH HIS MOTHER |
PREVIOUS SOVIET LEADERS AND HENCE WAS ABLE TO :
COMPARE THE DIFFERENCE IN STYLE OF LEADERSHIP.

WASHINGTON. THE PRIME MINISTER SAID HE HAD REPORTS

FROM WASHINGTON THAT THERE WAS DISAGREEMENT IN

TECHNOLOGY TRANSFER TO INDIA WITH THE PENTAGON

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5. THE PRIME MINISTER THEN MENTIONED THE PUBLICITY

= GANDHI NOTED THAT THERE HAD APPARENTLY BEEN
"CO-MINGLING" OF FUNDS DERIVED FROM THE PROFITS
OF THE ARMS SALES TO IRAN WITH U.S. FUNDS FOR THE
MUJAHEDIN RESISTANCE AND A MATCHING SAUDI CONTRI-
BUTION FOR THE RESISTANCE FIGHTERS. HE THEN
RETURNED TO THE AWACS DISCUSSION NOTING THAT
APPARENTLY THE SAUDIS WERE SUPPOSED TO COME UuP
