SUBJECT: General Huyser's Report

I include an interesting cable from Huyser.

I believe he is following his instructions correctly
though I feel uneasy about his list of desirable governments,
(marked in red). I do not believe we can afford to go down
the slippery slope of one civilian government followed by
another somewhat more to the left. The armed forces will be
demoralized and we will have no more leverage.

If Bakhtiar fails, we must make a decisive choice and
(Huyser's) "C" will have to be implemented with U.S. backing.
I believe that is consistent with your original directive
and, with your permission, I would like to communicate that
corrective to General Huyser. It is important that he and
his Iranian colleagues not entertain any illusions of what
may have to be done in the event Bakhtiar falters.
