Of course it may
not be possible at { ate to gather sufficient ¢vidence to accomplish either
result. In any event, however, it does not appear appron:-ate for CIA to con-
- duct this investigation, even insofar as questioning vho has already
contacted an Agency official on 31 October to inform CIA of the fact that his
wife had related these allegations to him. Since it might appear to some that -
CIA has an interest in not confirming that individuals were in fact "victimized"”
by MKULTRA-type activities, the Agency could be accused at some point, in
- - this or any other investigation of the same general nature, of having influenced
- the recollections or statements of those involved or of having not conducted the
investigation in a proper manner. Should these matters proceced to litigation,
this perceived conflict of interest on the part of CIA or its employees could
become particularly damaging. -

- - ~ The Agenty continues to be anxious to do everything possible to assist |
those who may have been adversely affected by MKULTRA-type activitics.
However, the complications surrounding any action contemplated by CIA
itself continue to plague us, as the above-descrlbed case again illustrates.
— . We shall be happy to assist you further, in any way you may deem necessary,
- in achieving a satisfactory resolutmn of these difficult problems.
