The document was taken from the safe, carried to the
appolnted place, delivered to the other individual, and subsequently
delivered tol _ Y In each case, the girls, upon completion
of the experiment, passed into a deepSI stats on the sofa. For a
matter of record, it should be noted that in both cas=s, holh
subj2ttis had a complete amnesia for the post H part of this ex-
periment and a partial amnesia for the awake or sarly part of the

exgeriment.

In the opinion of m,nd the writer, this test has
a very positive operational value. It could, of course be carried
on at long range with rendezvous between the participants arranged,
many miles from where the subject's activity would take place., It
is most important to note that each girl preformed in the opposite
role in a perfect manner without hesitation. Furthermore, it is
worthy to note that bhothwis . and the writer were observing
the tests from concealed positions and felt that the appearance
of the particpating subjects was completely normal and their
activities were routine, easy, and rapid.

The results of these experiments, set out above, indicate the.
necessity for continuing this type of work, both within the labora-
tory and @dtside over long ranpe. These projects will be taken up

in the near future in a wider manner and will be repeated using
_other subjects.
