Q: Can you ~btnin information from an individual, willing or 
unwilling, by hypnotism?

through hypnotism, I have been quite successful in obtaining 
this. If an individual refus~s to co-operate with hypnosis, 
the doctors with whom I work use drugs, always sodium amytal •

:.Q: How far do you think individuals could be controlled by', 
hypnosis? -~·· · · .·, 

Az 'Ibis is a very difficult subject. Post-hypnotics will 
last twenty years aod will be very strong if re-enforced 
from time to time • However • if direct control is wanted, 
and particularly without re-enforcement, perhaps twelve 
hours would be the most you could expect and even then a 
possibility exists that the person under hypnosis might 
suddenly be awakened ·by some external stimulus. 

Qz Have you ever had any experience with drugs? 

,. 

1 Az Yes, many times. I have worked with doctors using sodium 
l ~~~;!;::~..:.;~\;.:.; :;·~·.~;\·"':·~~~;\'~:~ ~.:·:: anytal and pentothal and have obtained h;ypnotic control .~~ .' 
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after the drugs were U3ed. In fact, many ti~es tho drugs 
were used for the purpose of obtaining hypnotic control. 

Q: · tt/ere 1mr other drugs used? Do you know any "new" drugs or 
are there any "wonder" drugs that can be used in this busi­
ness? 

A: f.To. I have known doctors to try other drup,s but they do 
not luwe e.ny success and almost without exception in my 
work, sodium amytal and pentothal are the weapons used. 
If I hnd to tackle a case, tough ;md umdlling, I would 
rely on. sodium amytal. I do not know or any "wonder" 
drugs. ·I do not heliAve they exist and none of the psy-

. · · chiatriets and doctors I vork vitb use anything 'but those 
I have mentioned. 

Q: Have you ever heard of hypnosis being used in connection 
with electroshock? 

:· . ~;: >; Aa No. I am familiar with the electroshock convulsion and 
coma 'but I have never attempted to obtain hypnotic con-

~i ·.' ···1 trol thereafter and have never heard of anyone doing this.

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However, some of my friends who are psychiatrists con­
sta.ntly use electroshock and I have complete access to 
their work. I shall make some ~xperiments along these

At Yes, throur,h the relaxing technique nnd on r:1r~ occa!lions 
ro:-en abl'! to produce hypn-;,tism J.t:.:tlnst a pnr:>on's will. 
Howev!:r, you cannot count on t.hl.> and t0 at. tempt to at tack 
an individual who did not want to b~ hypnotized alone would 
be almo9t an impossible tnsk. In. that type of case, I would 

· use sodium amytal and/or sodium pentothal. 
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Q; Do you have any special techniques that you think are 
valuable? 

·.·• Ac · All techniques are valuable. I use about eighteen dif­
ferent approaches to individuals ranging from fear to 
anxiety, to deception, etc., etc. All individuals are 
different and a hypnotist always studies hi~ subjects 
carefully, psychologically and otherwise, before attempting 
hypnosis with them. Only skilled professional hypnotists 
have proper training and work at it often enough to be 
skilled hypnotists. I would be glad to show you all my 
techniques when we have time to discuss them. . . . 

There is a peculiar and somewhat dangerous te~hnique in­
volving pressure on the carotid artery. Th~ technique 
of using pressure on this artery is largely a matter of 
timing. Pressure in th~ right place cuts off the flow 
of blood to the brain, apparently causing R rapid coma­
like condition -- during this condition, hypnotic control 
can sometimes be obtained. The technique is not oasy to

Q: How effective are post-hypnotics; over what distances and 
time can they be effective? 

A& Properly used post-hypnotics will last twenty years. They 
can be made more effective by ro-onforcement from time to 

: .... ·'time. Post-hypnotics are not ufected at all by time or 
-: . travel or distance away from the person who placed the post­

..... 1.· •• hypnotic. As a rule, post-hypnotics should be 100% effective 
in good subjects and they would certainly be more effective 

· than a person operating under direct hypnotic control, since 
a person in a hypnotic trance can suddenly be brought out of 
it for various reasons,particularly after ~any bours,while 
a post-hypnotic will always remain strong. 

Q: Can individuals be made to do things under hypnosis that 
they would not do otherwise? 

A: This is a muchly debated subject and, in my opinion, as a 
general rule, no individual will do nnythin~ again~t his moral 
code or upbringing under a hypnotic tranc!! they would not do 
otherflise. Howov~r, it should be remomborod that 1--y tho pro-

I do not have 
much faith in teat experiments in colleges because they are, 
by their very nnture 1 experiments or test~. I do believe 
that you could carry out acts that ~auld be again3t an in­
dividual's moral !oelings if thay wero rightly, psychologi­
ca.llr conditioned. or course, it 1rould not be as :m1ch of a 
probl~n to hav9 an ir:r:1ornl p':'rson com.-...it an immoral act or 

i • . . • '. t.~.r1· 
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a murderer comMit a murder, aince by their nature they would 
have no hesitancy to do such a thing in their normal life. 

I do not kncr• of any drugs that ~ do this under any cir-
cumstances, but I do feel that· th nnd other familiar 
c:;.ses in which individuals confesaed to cri111es vhich they 

·could not have possibly comrJitted WlS hrought about t-y hyp­
nosis, as I mentioned ·before, and lengthy psychological con­
ditioning. The question its~lf, of course, is one thnt has 
been debated a great many times hut is difficult to actually 
arrange a "practical" test. 

Do you have any special techniques or ideas for detecting 1!-· 
an individual is under hypn?sis or not? 

·A: Yes, I h'lve several method3 for detecting this nnd if I see · 
you again, I will go over them in detail with you. There 
are certain tests that I make which I think are very effective. 
Along thi.s .<.lame line, I al3o use several methods for detecting 
wh~n individuals aro faking or play acting with me or feigning

Qs Do you have any system for detecting ~ood hypnotic subjects, 

particularlY' not along tho lines of stage entertainments? 

A: No particular system, but thl!rP. are certain t~chniques that 
I apply ln looking for good subjects. Most of these are 
rasically standard tests and are, undoubtedly, known to you. 
(Reference was made to standard tests for suggestibility, 
all known to the writer.) In thi3 connection, when I s~e 
you again, I will show you aome of the methods I use along 
these lines. 

Qt Can hypnosis be brok'!n by onot.h.,r hypnotist 1.f specific 
instructions have been given to a subject to prevent this'? 

., A.: I ha.ve been able to do this, but this is not eas'/ and ra-

Q: DoM ~lcohol ns9ist in tho obt~inlng of h_ypn,Jsis in a 
subject? 

A: I do mt teliovn it. helps. There ~re WHlY other morG 
import.11nt nids to hypnosis thl:ln a social dr.l.nk or t'~>TO. 

Tho first of these I believe would be anxiety, anoth~r 
would be fear, third might. b1 oxha!Js\..ion. However, in 

, · many cases, alcohol does make indi.viduals more pliable 
and in that sense N.ght h9ve so!llo results. 

Q: Do you hnve any mntE'rinl t.h:t t.. you think 111.ight be of in­
terest to me along these linos? 

AI Yes. As you know, an individual who has bo~n hypnotized 
, makes a very excellent courier. They can be glvon messages 

:. ·: . while under hypno5is which they themselves do not know nn:i 
only an irxHv1dual kno\tring th<3 coclo can get this message 

· · ~-·· · :-·; ·' from this courier. Even assunling that. th9 post-hypnotlc 
control could be broken or t.he individua.l hypnotized, it 
could still be protected perhaps as follows:

A person could 1:-e regressed to a certain time 
and date and then given the message and unless 
the person who subsequently gained control of 
the subject regressed the subject to the cor­
rect date and time set out, he could not get 
the message. Even more secure would be to move 
the individual forward• If he were moved from 
thirty years of age to thirty-five years of 
nge at a given date and time and then given 
the message, Wllosa the individual could guess 
the age, the time, and date in the future, he 
could not obtain the message. 

In my opinion, the use of this hyrnotic techniqu~ is valu­
able from your point of view• Certain it is that by hypnotic 
control over an individual you can extract information pro­
bal:ly better than any other known way. Furthermore, in good 
3ubjects you can crc~te complete Winesias ~hich ~hould be 
helpful. In addl tion, as I mentioned above, I think lhls 
technique c·ould bo used on a mass scale as I explained both 
as a morale factor or for propaganda purposes. Some people

not believe there is anything such as the "wonder" drugs 
which will produca instant talking when given to an indi-
vidual. I believe our ties are as good

that t y have no "wonder" drugs or any other dru~s we 
do not know about. The only thing they have is plenty 
ot ti.ltle and they care nothing for normal conventions.
