Infornant stated that on the mﬁma.pc the visits of milicary
relizuiters on the Texas Technological College campus, the Students
for @ Democratic Society organized a Students to End the War Group,
and they placed s table opposite the recruiters' table in the college
library where they carried on harassment tactics ag.inet the govern-
ment tccruiteu.

Informant said that these cetion- vere uuuauy tsken against
the Aruy recruiters, who were the first to srrive on campus, snd a8 &
result of the actions, the U,8. Air Yorce recruiters decided not to
come on campus and approsch Texas reclmologic-l College students for
careers in the service.

quomlnt said that during the next week, U.S, Navy recruiters
vere glso harassed while on campus in the ssme manner and it is felt
that this group of Students for e Democratic Society will probably
becoms much more active in the future and it appears that they are ‘ .
making extensive efforts to recruit large numbers of the student Ny
body for support.

Informant said that the group recently published the first
edition of thoir paper, The Forum. A photostatic copy of this paper
1s attached as Exhibit #1, and indicates that it ‘apparently is going
to be @ monthly publication, at least in its initisl .stages, as the .
date on this paper is March-1968. This issue is Volume I, Issue I.

R-1 also provided a photostatic copy of a clipping from the
University Daily indicating the debut of the Forum on campus and
some initial observations concerning this publicstion. These are
attached as Exhibit #2 to the report.

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the University Daily concerning the sctivities of Students to End the s

War. Tha article describes the recent activities of this group e

against military recruiters as the university's first open opposition e

to the Vietnam War. It should be noted that the chairman of this i

: R-1l stated that it could be expected that if this group {s
alloved to pursue its present policy, they will most assuredly become

on-campus student group. R-l indicated that as yet, the group does
not have this vecognition.
