Chicago Police Department (CPD) officisls are mentine dAafly at. ‘he —
amphitheatre with agents of the Secret Service and the FBIL on secority
pracautions.

A CPD spokeaman said that everyone poing to the amphithratre wonld
ha ghjected to police checks for credentials at hoth an guter and inner
prrimetar in the vicinity  of the convention hell. 1The size of Lhe arens
roportedly precludes any effort to admit the public to mallery rests. Only

prraces wilh eredentials issued by the Democratic NaLional Conmittee will
hn allownd Lo enter.

Folice helicopters will fly constant surveillance over the five-mile
ronte from downtown hotels to the meeting.hall. - Part of a parking lot at
the amphitheatr= will serve ms a helicopter landing pad. Policemen with
long-range veapons will be stationed on rooftops in the smphitheatre nres.

Livestock shippers and traders who vork at the slockyards will he
snhjected -to the seme scrutiny as convention-goers. Even manhole covers
ere ‘0o he gealed. The surveillance will extend to the eity's thrre air-
ports and bus and railroad terminals so that authorities cen he alerted
to the arrival of possible Lroublemmkers. Eirht thonssnd more eanigters
of *he disabline chemicnl MACE are to bhe delivered to the CID this week.
A 2,135-Toot long chein-link fence topprd by barhed wire hes heen eracted
or the weat gide of the emphitheatre. A vast 8 blnck-wide areas ef s!ock-
yards, now mostly empty, stretches to the west From the fence, providines
r.tmffer zone. Other security measures, similar to the plsn uend at the
RNC will be in effect.

CPD officials are making plans to house 1500 prisoners in the yard
of the Ccok County jail in the event of mass arrests durinm the INIC.
Safricient tents end outdoor toilet faciliidcs have benn arranred Cor.
Arproximntely 1500 additional prisonersz conld be gqueazed inteo the
ety iail and the eity's heuse of correction by over-crowdine them.

In addjtion it hns baon contemplated tha! dressing rooms a' 8Snldiers
Tierld mirht e uvused ar makeshif* jail facilities. The wnderzherilf of
ool Connty, stated Lhat, "If we helieve 1/3 of Lhe rumors we are hearinr,
we are in for a lot of trouble."
