'Though Cleavers whereabouts remains a mystery. his wife in a 
recent press interview hinter1 that he ;s still in the Unit~rl States anrl 
probably in the New York City area. It is bE-lieved that CIP:=t'-·er will 
probably try to exit the U.S. In rt»ccnt statr.ments both bcfnrr college 
audiences (where he earned at least up to $1500. 00 for a speaking 
engagement, plus transportation for himself and usually a healthy 
number of body guarding cronies) and to the press, Cleaver has 
expressed both fear and determination in connection with his return 
to prison. Since Cleaver is at his four lettcrword best on thr (lissident 
rostrum as a confirmed and dedicated rabblcrouser, he c::tnnnt rem::lin 
silent for long. If he is succss{ul in escaping thP. U.S. where he will 
~o remains anybody's ,:ruc.s_s. Cuba perhaps, but Cuba would not 
fa-Cilitate continuE'd earnings for spcakin~ enga~rmcnts - Europe would. 
Cle;l\·er, most assuredly. has now become accustomed to the 
c:omforts money can provide and Europe always ~1as room for one 
more powerful voice from the left. The fact that hf' is both Amr.rican 
ann hlack would add to a E4ropean forum. Danny (the RC'rl) Cohn­
Bendit and (Red) Runi'Dutschke as well as others would probably 
welcome Eldridge (the Black) to the cause of international tt·oublc!-• 
making.
