Although the .Black Panther Party has thrived on pubUcity 
=and -propaganda, an East Coast J~adr.r· of the BPP rc•r.cntly was 
rr.puted to have said that the group, on a national scale, would be 
going "un.dergroun~" in order. to keep its activities quiet and secret. 

Allegedly, the Black Muslims believe that odginally all 
peopl~ were black and that beginning in 1984, black men will a~ain 
rule the earth~ Also that all whites are evil and that Christians 
and Jews alike are to br. hated. 

Recently Jim FARLEY of New York and Dana ROHRABACHER 
of Califo.rnia. two chapter chairmen of the Young Americans {or 
Freedom, returned from Czechoslovakia where they met with stu­
dents who were both anti-Communistland anti-collectivist. Repntr.rlly, 
the purpose of the trip was to make contact with anti-Soviet studr.nt 
activists there and establish an outlet in the U. 5. A. for information 
on conditions under the Russian occupation. . . 

ROHRABACHER said his organi;o:ation will al.tt:mpt to. kr·rp 
the press and the Nixon administration abreast of C 7.ec.:hoslovakian. 
student activism in order to maintain the current level of Ameri­
can concern for the Czech people.

Perhaps the most surprising and probably the most significant 
factor to. emerge from the ,bonn Arbor .meeting was th~ apparent rela­
tive strength of the Progrrssivc Labot'itcs. It appears th:tt lhr. SOS 
national lcndr.rship pre senti y consisting o( ~1oscow-typt': communists 
nnd sympathizc1·s was as surpris(a.d as the outsirlt' observer over 
the near take-over by the Maoist PLP. How could such a narrowly 
cscap{"d take-over bP. possible? The answer is simple. Whil.e up­
wards of 1, 000 individuals were present at Ann Arbor, only 150 were 
voting delegates. ·To b{"come a voting delegate on" most reprt>sent 
a chapter with at least five national members. National membership 
costs $5 so many local SDScrs don't bother to bccom~ national nlem­
bers. The Progressive Labor - Young Socialist Alliance grOlip has 
been able to take advantage of this by ~cttin~;t i!ll its local "'""'h<-'I'S 
to h(•come national mr.mbcrs therr.by gaining votes out of proportion 
to its strength in the National organization.
