The peace and tranq_uility £orl'r!-ul!l of Cornell's President 
James. A. PERKINS, one:of soft "permisSiveness, .bas imbued the 
campus black militants with sufficient courage to utilize brute 
belligerence: A stUdy of recent Cornell history clearly pointed 
to the recent armed· takeover of a"University building and hope­
fully will assist other college beads in formulating their strategy 
in dealing with the white as well-as the black radical revolution in 
Academe. The Hessburgb_approach or the use ·of a court orde't 
seems far more advisable and utilitarian as academit self-preser- · 
vati~n ~ethod~ than the. pusillanimous exemplar of President · 
PERKINS.. . --That the Ithaca canlpus "could b~ so deformed-by $trifc is 
in part attributable. ironically,. to the president's well-meaning 
liberalism in· recruiting black students, many of whom were ill­
equipped for Cornell's academic demands. 

Storm clouds erupted la&f· spriQ.g when three Negro students, 
infu~~ated by an economics professor'.i classroom ~ontention about 
the superiority of a western civilizatiOn seized the offices of the 
economi~s department and _held t&e department's chairman prisoner. 
When the Perkins administration did not press charges against the 
three, it flashed the green light for anarchy. 

In December 1968 black mUitant activities erupted again, this . . . . 
tim~· with increased irrationality, increased violence and with an in-

. credible lac~ of firm discipline and counter. force Cr.c,?m PERKINS. 
'{he April a.rmed takeover cannot be attributed to the cross burning 
at the Ncgrb coed dorm (widely believed in ltha:ca to have been 
started by NP.grous, incidentally) but rather is a rulminatian o! a 
series of black militant acta o~ arrogance. Pu,ning a campai~o for 
bl=lck studies (the administration's nan-rcsist:\nct- posture 1lar1 nlready 
been tested the previous t~ing).~nlilitants tuok ov~r a builcljng 
(ac~ually promised them for a later date), di~possessed into the 
streets the professors and their belongings' 8 tole fu rnit~rtt to fur­
nish the building, vadalized the libra-ry, and aanced on t~e tables 
from the dining ·hall. At faculty i'aiatance charges were brought . 
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against six of'the most flagrant offen9ers. The last week in April. · 
even th~se charge& were dropped~ .• 

In a December demonstration of utter contempt~ black mili- . 
tants staged a si~-in outside ·PERKINS' of!ice. Still b~lieving he 
could make friends with a wilc:J.cat, PERKINS sent n1ilk and .dough­
-nuts. The militants re&ponded predictably (not to PERKINS) by 
smashing the refr~shments. against the wall. · · 

. . -
Last February an even more ·bizarre and outlandish demand 

was forthcoming from the Cornell Afro-American .Society. The · 
group insisted on $2,000. from the administration to buy bongo 
drums to celebrate Malcolm X day. The administration scraped 
together $1,700 and dispatched tofo black students to New York 
City ·in the University· airplane to purchase the drums. .. . .

On February 28, to the accompaniment of the Cornell-

purchased drums, PERKINS was physically pulled from the speak­
er's platform at"a"t:on!erence on South Africa. A few days later 
job recruiters from the Chase Manhattan Bank were ·physically as­
saulted on campus. In mid-March three white students were 
beaten at night on campus by Ne.gro students, one to the point o! 
death. · 

PERKINS is now the open targe,t o( derision by the black 
militants who describe him to his !ac~ with obsccni~y widely used 
in the black ghetto. It would appear that PERKINS must reform 
or resigp if Cornell is to be saved increasing problems from mili­
tant black radicals. Although he feels he has the full confidence of 
the board of trustees, PERKINS' position at Cornell must be regarded 
as _shaky at beat •

Although the initi,al impulse is to cheer them on as they 
route the SDS from· a Columbia. University building, a doser 
examination of the organization and its ·foundations and pr.onounce­
ments gives. !ood for considerable, sober thought. N.YA is by 
no me~ns revitalized and a 'rec_onstitutectYoung ~cricans !or 
·Freedom but instead more closely resemble_& the HiUer Youth 
of the 1930's: 

A recent statement by Louis _T. BYERS, organizer of the 
NY A. (and former coordinator of -the John Birch Society) exempli- · 
lies the basic philosophy of the new force from the radical "NI!\r/ 
Right." 'BYERS starts by calling SDS an "a.narchistie" group 
which ii neither new nor startling. As he·continues, however, 
the radical color shows tbrouah. The Alliance, he continues, 
aims to neutra.U~nd overcome black power. SDS members 
who occupy buildings will be ·forCibly ejected by Alliance n1em­
bers and their supporters. U students are molested by ''Black 
Power animals" the Alliance will"set up a protective security 
force. 

One of the guiding lights of NY~ if not the "owner" of it, 
is none other than Willis 'CARTO whom Drew PEAR~ON has been 
throwing.darts at in recent weeks. CARTO, head of Liberty 
Lobby (another PEARSON target) was a major financial suppor­
ter of th~ Wallace Youth Movement. Because he controlled the 
pursestrings he had the organization's membership list and 
solicited all previous Wallace Youth leaders to reform the group 
as NYA. CARTO got their agreement that the NYA would take 
its jdeology !rom the book "Imperium." PEARSON character­
i?.cs the book as the "Mein Kampf" of the American Nazi Move-. ·-
~ent.

black militant groups and the old lert·"parties. The emergence o£ 
NYA may force moderate college cl.dminis.trators to excrche more 
:authority in campus riots more promptly, before their prerogatives 
are usurped by the equally. anarchistic NYA. Two wrongs still 
don't make a right.- • .
