The Student Non-Violent Coordinating Committee (SNCC) has
announced from its new huadquarters in the Holy Apostles Episcopal
Church at 9th Avenuc and 28th Strcct. Ncw York City, that it has
changed its narne to the Student National Coordinating Committec.
H. Rap Brown, who has been renamed chairman of the organization,
stated in a news conference that, "If the situation demands that you
rctaliate violently, you would no longcr be hindcred or hampcred by
'non-violent! in the orgamzatnon’s name." .

ENCC, which has secn its position among militant blacks -~
drastically ebb in thc last couple years, obvmusly hopes to reclmm
some of the support of black activists who have been drawn to the fast
growing Black Panlher Party. Brown also announcerl the formation’
of an all-black political party "for the purposec of rovolutxonary strug-
gle, changing society as it exists today "

In anothcr apparcnt steal from the BPP's highly publicized
(primarily propaganda gimmicks) "breakfast for ghetto children' and
proposed "free health clinics, " Brown outlined plans for 'a new
dimension" for the organization, including a Peoplcds’ Medical Center
o . for frece medical care and a Pecople's Servmg Center '“to build the con-
cept of black pcople controlling their own productive forces" - to be.
initiated in Brooklyn.
