Several hundred activists of various May ~ay' Collectives met at 
Atlanta in mid-August. The gathering of the groups had been announced 
many weeks prior, and the announced purpose of the Atlanta session was 
to formulate and c:o-or~inate pLans Cor antiwar demonstrations ·in the fall. 

This conference, participated in by extremely radi.-al and unpr~- · 
. dictab.le. activists, was perhaps more chaotic than any pr~ceding session of 
similar organizatlons·in recent hisb:•ry. In the early days of the confer­
ence, a women's collective fadionalized o.vcr a very basic issue. One 
faction maintained a philosophy of government reform, and the other 
proposed abandoning this strategy and held that changes should occur 
through revolutions and that preparations for :revolution should be organ­
ized now in the form o( a people's army. 

Before any fall' plans could be discussed, the May .Oay Conference 
was t.aken over by male apd female homosexuals. The remaining sessions 
were devoted to debates on sexism and how best to bring to· the surface 
the 11ga.yness in all of us. 11 The thrust of the homosexual participants 
(estimated be.tween one third and one ·half of those attending) were such 
arguments as, 11you can't light imperialism until sexism has been con­
quered," and the ph-ilosophy that gayness is anti -captiaUs t and anti­
imperiaiist. The argument goes that "gayness is non-competitive and 
loving while capitalism is co~petitive and hate.ful. 11

. As all other radic~l conferences break into workshops and study 

groups, the May D'ay assemblage also adopted this course. ·The categor­
ies, however. instead o( being war oriented or welfare oriented, di.vided 
into such categories as "gay women, "gay men," "straight women, .. and 
"straight men. 11 An example of the purpose of the workshop entitled 
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"straight men" was how best the participants could prc;we to theiP. 
homosexual brothers and si&teri ·by their practice, in the next several 
days that .they were "struggling with ·their sexisni."

One of the meeting places during the May Day week in Atlanta· 

was the church of Ralph Abernattry.·· lt ~as reportedly at this liitc that 
Abernathy, addressing an evening.session, was hissed and boot!d for 

· mentioning the nan1es ol Carmer SenatOr Eugene McCarthy and. Daniel 
Ellsberg (who are regardeci as hopeless liberais). This expre,aion of 
4.i&fpproval was followed by a black homosexual participant's denunciation 
·oc' the reaction to Abernathy as "racist. 11 This participant walked out 
and was followed by the remainder of the homosexual nten in attendance. 
These actions led in turn to one outburst a!ler anothef•· and the evening

Finally, tOward the end of the week's activities, a workshop was 

called sin1ply to inform participants of various Call antiwar proposals .. 
Only about 80 persons _showed up, and after some objections that only ~0 · 
women and four 'homosexuals were present, the con£erenc:e had its Cirst . 
discufS~on on the antiwar struggle. What emerged from .. the discussion 

· were two outlines for fall action. The first, termed the "New York City 
Give the·Man·a .Heart· Attack proposal, 11 called Cor ·civil disnbrdience. to 
shut ·down the New York stock exchange on .November 8. This proposal 
additionally called for_ participation along with the National Peace Action 
Coalition and the People 1s Coalition for Peace and Justice in a mass nlarch 
at New York on November 6. Also included in this proposal was a call 
for smaller disruptive actions against "racist arid sexist" targets in New

· The alte,-nate proposal expressed more. of a trend th·an a firm 
plan. Basically, the advocates of the second alternative sought a regional .. . 
and local emphasis rather than a National May Day action. In eCfect, i.t 
would cast May Day jroups in the role of endorsing PCPJ actions and 
call for May Day adherents to participate in PCPJ·actions as contingents •. 
Both pPOposals were fornuuated to encompass illegal, civil disobedi.ence 
and r,juct the ntass mobilization tactics o[ the NPAC as non-l>r•,ductive. r 

Neither proposal received clear endorsement, and implumentation of 
vari.o.us ideas was lc;Jt up to regions involved~

One well-informed radical left-wing observer,· SDS·founder Carl 
Davidson, writing in the i.ildependent radical newspaper, the Guardian, 
concluded that the Atlanta conference marked a political crisis within the 
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white radical youth movement. -Davidson's view was t))at organiaation- -
aily and. in the area of leadershJp, the May Day Movement was in serious 

· t.r.oubie. Not only was the conference hamstrung repeatedly by anarchism, 
but little. in the way of new idc!aa was preacn~d. The meeting itself 
was unr-epresentative in.hat at least one third we're 'homosexuals, all_ 
'but six were \llthUe, and-_ very few-w~re students. ·It is further Davidson's 
view that critical'to the May Day Cuture was the absence at- Atlanta o£ 
.several of its key leaders()( spring protest activities.· Rennit; llavis. 
the generally rer:ognized nttionai May Day leader. and his chief _lieuten­
ant, John Froines, were not in attendance arid their_ virtual boycott of

Although the date has 'not been_ set, it is pre&ently pl~nned that 
another meeting 'of the May Day Collectives will ~e held in New York in

For practical purposes the meaning of the May Day Conference. 
fiasco at Atlanta indicates at this time that disruptive activities staged 
in Washington last May third will probably not rc.:.occur thi-s fall. It 
can be expected that the May Day Collective enthusiasin will not b.e 
sustained witho~t· the ·charisma of Rennie Davis and others. Other (actors, 
such as a reduction in eve~ a 'semblance o1 national direction as well as 
planning and implementation being left to regional collectives. strongly 
indicate not only a lack of strategy but a lack .. of intention to stage another 
May third. · 

Plans of the So.cialist Workers Party dominated Na~ional Coalition 
are also not yet firm for fall. It seems at Uris point, however, that they .. 
too, will not attempt to match their success C?! last spring in one giant 
assembly but. rather will elect to stage more modest antiwar denlonstra­
tions il\ a number of locations next time. In short, the present signal 
is for the pressure too be oCt Washington this autumn •

J.t is believed that the next several months will also see some 
drift in radical activities away from the Vietnamese War. The unaCCil­
iated "radica_l leftist~, as well as the Communist Party USA_ dominated 
People's Goalition for Peace and Justice and the pro-Maoist Progressive 
Labor Party, alreacry adhere to a multi-issue tactic. As the war dies out, 
the Trotskyite Soclalist Workers Party will be faced wi-th either a shift 
to other radical cau~es celebre or face_ extinction •. It is quite likely that 
the Trotskyites, as the war continues to wind down, will jump ori the 
President's recently-implemented economic ~liqc in order to try once 
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again the wooiil& o£ American. labor. A second fertile field for cu.lti-
. vation in the general strategy or. revolutionaries is like1.y to be in the 
field of welfare~ Since. the war ·as a. single topic will be difficult for
