Reportedly, there is open hosdlity towards the new arrivals from 
the citizens of San Diego. including the cop1munity of street people who 
reside there permanently. They fear the activists will not conduct 
peaceful demonstrations, thereby creating problems for them. Prop­
erty owners have been organizing protest rallies and collecting peti­
tions urging the city council to overrule efforts by the city manager's 
office to set up "crash pads" in pub.fic recreation areas with sleeping 
accommodations and sanitary facilities for the hippie visitors. Assist­
ant City Manager JohJt Lockwood announced that· a dollar -a-night 
"crash pad" would be opened this month and continue to OP.erate through 
the convention at the Santa Clara Point'Recreation Center in Mission 
Bay. This center is three miles north of the San Diego Sports Arena 
where the republicans will convene. The Mission B~ach town council, 
respondin.g to protests from local civic groups, urged the San Diego 
city council to override Mr. Lockwood's decision. Other neighboring 
seashore communit"ies !ear the Santa Clara Point Project might lead 
to the a·ctivists setting up campsites in recreational ar£'as all along 
San Diego County's 70 miles of beaches. The San Qiego city council

However, members attending the 1969 National Con­
vention in Chica(%0 became disallusioned by the failure to achieve·their 
objectives and conscquentl~· •. resulted in splinterin~ the or·~anization 
into factions. Since then the remains of SDS have been controlled by 
the Progressive Labor Par·ty.
