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Confidential Informant R-1 indicated 
that activities or student and Hlack Power 
groups or interest to Project kesistance 
have been extremely limited in the past month. 
There have been no signi!ic:.~nt developments 
in the rlorth Central Texas area and !ew 1r 
any notewtrthy incidents, other than a rally 
to welcome the~. Poor People's March at the time 
it was in the Dallas area. 
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On 2) ;.~y 1966, Con!identtal lnfomant, R-1, was 
contacted md a!tV1Eed that there b:ve been very few ai&niti­
csnt developments in the tiorth Central i'exaa area which 
would concern t'roject ltesfatance in the past month. The 
Informant stated that the Students for A D~~ocr&tie Oociety 
have been unusUt.·lly quiet on the local collete ca:11puses and 
it &pr.ears that the SO'Jthwc::.torn leaders. ip Of this ,roup 
is attempting to consolidate ~nd strengthen its position 
before lnit.iatin& any nett rror:r::ms or ac.gressiva actions. 
R-1 said that from ru~ors it would appear that the orcaniza­
tion is attempting to establish a ~outhwestern rectonal ottice 
tor this or&aniza~ion, somewhere in the Borth Central Texas 
area, however, the attempts are still apparently in the forma· 
tive stacea and no definite action has aa yet been taken. 

The Infor-mant said there have been no recent peace vigils 
in Dealy Plaza and this project has ar··arcntly been abandoned 
by the Committee .f'or A Pcac:etul :.:iolution in \'iet Nam and the 
~tudents .lo'or A Democratic ~oc1oty. '1'he i.nformP.nt said that 
GJ.'rarent.ly about the only effort being r.aade by these two 
r;roups at present are in behalt or tbe McCarthy r'or l'resident 
campaicn •. 

R-1 rurtner advised that his sources indicate that 
Black Fot,er activities in the North Central Texas area have 
also been curtailed in recent weeks and about the only activity 
enr.aged in by this group and its sympothizera was a rally to 
welcome the local contingent o£ the l'oor reople'o ~arch at 
the time it waa in the Dallas area. The In.Cormant said that 
a large number ot tbo:;e making up this welcoming committee 
were students from :Jishop Colle&e• It appeared a nwnber of. 
people had been brought into the area !rom other metropolitan 
areas, probnbly HouGton, for this occasion. R-1 and local 
news media reported that the rally and welcominc or the r·oor 
People's ruarch aroup \'ISS extremely quiet and \'ie).l org::tnlzed 
and there were no incidents assqciated with the activity.
