to our representative in Paris and to the Amarlcan 1:1etlbera of the 
Secretada~ of the ISC so that they might be fully aiJPrbecl of the 
latest developments in the.relationa betveen our tvo orsauizst!ona. 
Appnently, they assuaad t.hat they -re outhori.:ec! to publish the 

·material. Since ~ sent ~ the copies we do, of course, .accept 
the ulttmate responsibility for such action. Ue are in the process 
of contact1n; tbam to clarify this =attar. 

As you requested, we are sending co~ies of letters reeeiva4 by VSN&l 
dated August 24th and Deeeaber 28th, as well as copies of our letters 
of September 24th. Novaaber 16, and March 2 to tha ·ISC. Va shall 
.req~est the ISC to publish all of the letters ln unedite4 fo~ anc'l 
draw attention to the fact that 4iserepaneies existed in the material 
previously published. 

We are concerned, however, about the last parasraph ln roar letter 
of 13 ~~rch. Wa 4o not believe that it is either courteous or fruit­
ful to 1asue threats when actions have been taken which one of our 
organizations feels has been unfair. Clearly the first step is to

1f you have any statc~ent about the correspondence or the publication of the cor­
reapondenc~t in an edited fora in tt.e Novew.ber Bulletin which you think cboulcS be ~ 
brought to the attention of the 1\:;;erican student c:c=unity, please feel fr~e to 
sen~ it to our office and we will publish it in the next issua of the Student 
Cover~ent Bulletin, the offic:i~l publi~ation for the ~aber student govar~nts or. USN-SA. 

Once s,ain, we would like to apologize for the events which hav~ concerned you. 
we hope that it will not affec:t any potential cooperation ir. programs between 
our ~wo organizations. We woul~ again draw your Gttcntion to our letter of ~~rc:h 
2n4, an~ will be looking fQrward to your c~~nts on the proposals made in that 
coz:munica~ion.
