REPORT STRANGE OBJECT OVER TARGIER AND FES ~- Fes, Le Courrier &u Maroc,
22 Sep 52

On 21 September 1952, at 1815 hours, many people at a beach 1T kilometers
from Tangier sav tcward the south a luminous disk of a dismeter close to that
B of the setting sun, flying horizontally from east to west. After holding its
"] course for about 12 seconds, the disk, vhich looked like a drightly illuminated
metal object, sudlenly emitted two great streaks of flames and disappeared.

The pilot of a tourist plape reports that on 21 September 1952, he flew
- for 10 seconds and about 50 meters in the same direction as the flyling saucer
80 widely observed that day. This former miiitary pilot, vhose name is Creze,
ansvered spectfic questions put to him and gave the following information:

As be was preparing to land at an sirfield in Casablanca, at 1825 hourz,
he noticed the strange object about 30 meters to-the left of his plane (a
ground mechanic later verified this, as he sav & luminous object fly between
himself snd the plane). It was flying horizontally from east to west, along
the same line of flight as that maintained by Creze. The latter vas doing 220
kilometers an hour st the time, at an sltitude of M50 meters, and the cbject
wvas going sbout twice as fast. He motioned to his passenger, who sav it too.
It looked like & bright dlue-green fleme and had an oblong cigar-like shape.
He heard no noise coming from it. After it passed the plane, it disappeared
in the direction of the ses. The pilot 414 not attempt to pursue it, fearing
the same fate as that of the US pilot [Captain Mantell/.

That same evening, in Azexmour, Frenth Morocco, & French couple and their
: farm vorkers heard a loud explosion as the strange flying object passed by.

GIVE DETAILS OF MYSTERIOUS OBJECT FLYING ‘OVER IVORY CCAST -- Abidjan, La Cote
8'Ivoire, 8 Oct 52

Three members of a family in Abidjan declared that shortly after 0130 |
hours on 3 October 1952, & dright green light flashed from the east across the
sky, seemingly the exhsust of scme craft. The latter vas momentarily motion-
less, at vhich time it seemed orsuge red in.color. Then it revolved adbout ft-
self in a ring of fire, xig-zagging upvard and remaining in the-same area of
the sky. As it moved, it assumed various shapes, flat, round, apd oval. Its
eolor varied then from purple to gold. After many rapid, noiseless turns, it
dwindled in size, turned green, and disappeared -- that was at about 0200 hours.

The three cbaervers gave the impression of being quite level-headed.
