EYEWITNESS REPCRTS SAUCER OVER DAXAR -- Conakry, La Guinee Francaise, 12 Jul 52

Frauce-Afrique /Dakar weekly/ reports ihe statement of an eyewitness who
-claims to have observed a flying saucer above Dakar at 0608 hours om 3 July 1952.

Accordiag to thh’uemt,' the object was flat and tapered in shape. and
issued f_orth bluish and reddish flames which were quite long and very clearly
visidle. The report furtber stated that the object was moving southwvard at s
great rate of speed, at an altitude of approximately 1,500 meters. The report
added that the stars were no longer visible at the time of the saucer sighting
and that there were uo saircraft in flight over Dekar at the time.

It 1s veported from Mechra bel Ksiri thet on 12 July 1952, two flying
seucers vere seen by tvo policemen on uight duty at Had Kourt.

According to tbe eyewit-
uesses, the object disappeared after about 3 or & eeconds as though it had
1iterally melted in the gXy.
